Florence, Sept. 10—While the organ
zed tabor of Jtaly is maling its great
effort to “sovietize” @ll industries into
workmen's cooperative societies,
the peasantry is making gimilar ad-
vances against land owners and par-
ticularly in Central Italy where groups
of farmens have invaded thousands of
sores of uncuitivated land in Cam-
pegna Romano for development along
the Communist lines. Toward An-
cona, on the east coast, peasants have
formed leagues and have bought Sand
with large traces of rent, and also
farms of fellow peasants.

The movement is to improve condi-
tions among the farmers, according to
preminent officlels who have studied
the farm situation and who say théy
Italian peasants were first aroused by
the Socialist party and ‘its opponent,
the Popular party.

Whashington, Sept. 10-—With.the edec-
tion of General Alvaro Obregon to the
presidency of Mexico, officials here are
looking forward to a beiterment of re-
lations between Mexico and the
United States. General Obregon's
public speeches and statements re-
garding international affairs have been
closely scrutinized by officials of the
State Department, and it is known
that these, his platform and all that he
stands for indicate that American lives
and property will be accorded protec-
tion and respect which is their due
without in any way impairing the
sovereignty of Mexico or belittling
her dignity.

Every statement thus far made by
Obregon i3 favorable for a fair deal
to foreign interests gwhich is all that
any of the governments whose nation-
a's are interested in Mexico have ever
asked for. It remains now only for
Obregen to put into effect the dis-
tinct commitmente he has made, ac-
cording to the viev of officials here,
which he can do with full respect o
Mexico’'s dignity and sovereignty.

Small Share for Landlord.

The landlora pays the taxes, and
after all personal allowances are taken
frowy the production the farm owner
gets one-haif of what is left in prod-
uce. That is the summary of the con-
tract now in force in most of all well-
regulated farming districts.

Prior to the war the peasanis had
verbal agreements and many families
lived on the same ground for centuries.
The land was divided up into tracts
called “podee,” which vary in size ac-
cording to the family of the peasant.
