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" THE TIMBER SUPPLY.

Position of the United Kingdom As to This
Necessity--Some Food for Thought.

‘The question. of our timber supply was
discussed at considerable length in Mr. J..
Clarke Hawkshaw’s address to the Insti-
tution of Civil Engineers last night.
Though the present, far more than that of
Hesiod, deserves to be called an iron age,
there is yet an’ enormous demand for tim-
ber in ‘our own country ‘alone, éspecially
from engineers. For mining purposes last
year nearly 1,880,000 loads of wooden pit-
props were imported.- . About 9,000,000
wooden sleepers are in use on our rail-
ways, and about 3,750,000 are annually con-
sumed for renewal, while vast quantities
of timber are employed ;for temporary
work of all kinds. On the Alexandra dock,
at Hull, this amounted to 1,500,000 cubie.
feet, while about a third of that quantity
also went into permanent works. On rail-
ways alone the ‘total value of the timber,
annually used for all purposes s probably
about  £1,250,000.

- But it may be asked, why net use metal
sleepers if wood threatens *to" become
scarce? This hds been done to some €x-
tent .in France, Germany and ofher coun-
trieg, but on the whole wood is
and the life of timber sleepers, when soak-
ed with creosote, is 23 or 24 years. AdY
present prices they are cheaper, more com-
fortable to travel onm, less destruptive to
the rolling stock, less liable to accidents
from broken rails, and more easily repair-
ed and altered. Mr. Hawkshaw, in. fact,.
thinks that the number on all the railways
of the world cannot be very much under
1,500,000,000, and their value, at a low.
egtimate, would be £180,000,000.

.Is the supply of timber likely .to reiain |
equal to the demand? Experts. haye, con-

encouraging: We import on a great scale,
absorbing about:ene-half by weight -of -the
amount {aken' in Efifape, and we have a
smaller areaunder -foresg, than any other
country except Portugal. Only five Euro-
pean counftries—"Riissia, ‘Siwéden, Norway;
Austria?and Raymania—export timber, and
they. fall slio¥tvef satisfying the demand
| of - the contitféht ‘b aboiit2,750,000 tons.
““Though large-distriets of Belgium, France
ang : Germanfy odee inders forest, . they are
tunable to stpily thr oWH ydnts, Canada
at present ean help, ‘but her .supplies are
not inexhaustible, and the United States
is taking large quantities from her.” India
requires her own forests; Austria imports,
and must continué to do .so; ‘Siberia, in-
deed, is as yet unworked—but it is too far
away; and the vast forests in the tropics,
for more than one reasom, will 'avail bub
little. ; :

Other countries: have taken alarm and
are ' attending to forestry’ in a ‘scientific
spirit. The United States awoke from its
lethargy about 10 years ago. ' Only four-
per ‘cent. of theé land in Great Britain is
“ttilized * for ‘growing timber. - Some may
gay that it is more profitably employed.
Doubtless much was, and a good deal still
is, notwithstanding the agricultural depres-
sion, but there is not a little land now
utterly waste which would produce.a good
tithber crop. Something is; no doubt, at
fast being done, but wé are moving slowly.
As Mr. Hawkshaw says, it is time we be-
gan: to realize the position into -which we
‘are;drifting in regard to our timber sip-
plies. With propér management—and on
this point the president speaks from per-
sonal knowledge—we might grow most of
our pit-props, and obtain a large supply of
wood fuel, thus economizing our coal.—:
London Stdndard,’ Nov.'5. "

Thepaper was deéftly prepared,
and every managep was.deceived, it bore
such a genuine Iook:* The scamp who had
the presentation of the letfer of credit at
Winnipeg made a fatal mistake, ITe hand-
ed in his paper some hours too soon, and
the head office had time ‘to telegraph to
all branches that the bills were forgeries.
The late Mr. Farquharson Smith was man-
ager of the bank here, and was notified in
time to save the loss. Other branches did
not fare so well. In St. John, Mr. Mac-
Lellan’ was manager, and in the morning
he accepted thé paper and ordered Mr.
Cumberland to pay over the money, which
he did- The manager left at 2 o’clock to
atiend a funeral. While away a telegram
from the head office reached the bank, but
the chief was absent. However, it was
opened, and, as Mr. Cumberland Temem-
bered the occurence, he at once set his
ayits to work. - He had only seen the man
before his wicket once, and scarcely look-
ed at him. As he went out of the bank,
he noticed casually that he limped a little.
The discovery of the forgery was made at
2.30 o’clock in the afternoon. At 3 o’clock
the train for Boston would leave, but to
reach the station a ferry boat trip had to
be taken. Mr. Cumberland at once start-
ed;, caught the boat in the nick of time,
arrived before the train hauled out and
saw his man limping into the car with a
small satchel. He had him at once arrest-
ed and brought to trial. The prisoner was
convicted and sentenced to 14 years’ im-
prisonment in the penitentiary, which he
served. The money, however, was not re-
covered, as an accomplice had it before-
hand. Mr. Cumberland received great
praise at the time for the rapidity with
which he brought the rogue to justice.—
