The equity sittings are he 
single Judge once a month at Fredericton, 
where cases are heard either On viva voce 
testimony or by affidavit. The judgment 
of the judge on the matter before him is 
not final but Is like the judgments of the 
other courts I have mentioned, subject to 
M reviewed on appeal to the Bill bench.

The Court Is now sitting at Frederic­

ton, the toll bench, consisting of the five 
Judges, being present. The Supreme 
Court is the highest in the Province and 
Is the final court of appeal, from whose 
decision, If erroneous,there Is no redress, 
except to the House of Lords or Judicial 
Committee of the Privy Council. A shoit 
sketch of Its constitution and powers 
will, therefore, probably be Interesting to 
those of your readers not of the long 
robe.

The judges are five lu number and are 
appointed and paid by the Dominion 
Government, the Chief Justice being at 
thé head of the bench, and receiving s 
higher salary than the puisne judges.
. The jurisdiction of the court is the 
growth of the common law, and corres­
ponds to that of the Queen’s Bench in 
England and ts practically without limit.

It bas. a con­
current jurisdiction, which Is however 
seldom Invoked, there belug a salutary 
provision in the law that If any action is 
brought in’ the Supreme Court which 
could have been brought In an inferior 
tribuna’, the plaintiff shall hot be en­
titled to costs.

Even in this case, though, the Judge 
before whom the case is tried can remove 
the disadvantage, having the power to 
certify for costs, if he thinks there was 
reasonable grounds for bringing the action 
in the Supreme Court.

This Court may therefore well be named 
“ Supreme,” and this brief summary of 
Its powers will show how deeply Interest­
ed the people are In having Its bench com­
posed of persons, at once able and broad­
minded lawyers, and pure and unsullied 
men.

A Magistrate may be corrupt and one­
sided In his decisions. The remedy Is 
simple and comparatively inexpensive. 
A Judge of a County Court may have 
erropeous views of the law, and commit 
wrongs against justice. An appeal is pro­
vided that to speedy and effective. But 
let the Supreme Court err, and the only 
remedy lies three thousand miles away, 
to a tribunal difficult of approach, and 
only to be resorted to when Interests of 
tremendous magnitude are at stake.

Circuits of the Court are held in the differ­
ent count iesat 11 ited periods for the bear­
ing of civil causes, .and trial of criminals. 
At these one judge presides. The deci­
sions which he may gives a to the ad­
missibility of evidence, or as to the right 
to non suit, or on such other points as 
may arise, as well as his direction to the 
Jury, are ellsubjeet to the supervision of 
the toll court sitting at Fredericton. 
Even the verdicts of jurors are not alto­
gether free from thecontrol of the bench, 
and, though on pure matters of fact 
the court to loth to Interfere to disturb a 
verdict,yet it will do so when it to against 
the weight of evidence, or Is perverse, 
or generally unsatisfactory to the judge 
who tried the cause, or the damages are 
excessive, or the jury have been guilty of 
improper conduct, etc. The full court, 
or court en banc, sits at the court room 
In Fredericton four times a year: at 
Michaelmas term, commencing on the 
second Tuesday In October; at Hilary, 
on the first Tuesday In February; at 
Easter, on the second Tuesday In April; 
and at Trinity on the second Tuesday In 
June. The sittings usually last from the 
second Tuesday to the third Saturday of 
the term.

The present judiciary consists of Hon. 
Wm. J. Ritchie, Chief Justice, and Hons. 
Allan, Weldon, Fisher and Wetmore, 
Puisne Judges. Each of these gentle­
men has had a large and Important share 
In the politics of the country, and their 
achievements in the forum and the 
Senate are well known to the people ot 
New Brunswick. Selected, no doubt, all 
of them for political reasons, and on 
account of their views being in harmony 
with those of the domlnrnt party of the 
day, our province to peculiarly tortuuate 
In havi’ig on its Supreme Court bench a 
body of men so universally esteemed for 
their public and private worth,and so hon­
ored for the ability they bring to the dis­
charge of the arduous duties of their posi­
tions. It to no flattery to say that never 
perhaps has there been a period in the hto-
