Foreign Lectore (ourse.—Cen. Kilpatrick
(n “Sherman’s Karch to the Sea”
There was a great rush to hear Gen.
Kilpatrick last night, many single tickets
being sold for the galleries, The gallant
General bowed low in response to the
applause that greeted him, and Dr. Kea-
tor began a speech of introduction. No
sooncr had he mentioned the name of the
lecturer, however, than the impetuous °
trooper stepped to the front and began
his oration. The Doctor looked at the
Gencral, then at the audience, then at a
chair in the background, and sat down,
while the orator delivered an eloquentd
exordium.  Gen. Kilpatrick modestly de-'
scribed his lecture as the story of one of
the 70,000 soldiers who marched with
Sherman through the enemy’s country to
the sca. ‘He began by giving“a descrip-
tion of the capture of Mission Ridge and
Lookout Mountain, indicated the subse-
quent uncovering of the front of the army
by the withdrawal of troops to Virginia
and Hood’s raid into Tennessee, and then
described the marches and skirmishes
and ipcidents of the almost bloodless
march through the Carolinas. The
¢ bummers” who led the advance, plun-
dering the people indiscriminately, and
the negroes, who hailed the invaders as
deliverers, afforded amusing material
which was used with exccellent effect.
One of the “good things’ which seemed
to afford the General infinite amusement
(but which did not scem to be ‘amusing
to the audicnce) was the conduct of 2
*bummer” who, after having been sup-
plicd with cverything lie called for by a
poor old woman whose house he invaded,
deliberately put an old “chaw of terback-
er’ into the molasses jug out of which
he bad just filled his canteen.
