In a meeting to be held soon the SRC is planning (o
discuss the share students at UNB are to play in hélping
the Alumni to convert the Memorial buildings into a stu-
dent cen'ter. The Alumni have not asked our assistance but
since the building is for ithe students, we who are studetns
at present should have more interest in seeing 1t built
that 'the Alumni.

Students at many Canadian universifies, notably at
U. B, C. and the U. of Alberta, have raised thousands of
dollars for contributions toward student union and other
memorial buildings. Thirteen hundred of us here at UNB
should be capable of raising a substantial amount. There
are hundreds of us here who have friends who did not re-
turn from overseas in the war. Our contributicns are to
be in memory of those friends who might have been at UNB
now. How can we refuse to help raise a memorial to them
whe have sacrificed everything? The rest of us have our
lives. Our money contributions and our efforts in build-
ing any memorial to them will be ouly a mite in compari-
son.

Last week the SRC cut out paying for all athléiic and
non-athietic awards in order to balance the budget with the
reservation that if there was enough money thev could be
bought. (Over $300 were budgeted<for). Would our sacri-
fice be too great to forego an award to make a conlribu-
tion? We think not. That would mean between $500 ‘:nml
$1,000 as a starting contribution to the Alumni War Me-
morial Fund.
