challenge our methods. Lets’ examine 
the background to all that “violent and 
vulgar” Lib. publicity. First of all,*we 
tried to do it in a feminine, demure, 
polite way. We were ignored. Many peo­
ple advised us. -“Go through the proper 
channels.” But these channels are de­
signed to block, not advance, new legis­
lation, “Fight within the system.” Well, 
we do a lot of that- look at the Royal 
Commission on the Status of Women. 
Look, as well, at how thoroughly it is 
being ignored by those in power. We’re 
working through the proper channels 
within the system to get a recommend­
ation to implement the Commission to 
the Cabinet here- for what its worth.

We could all join one of the political 
parties- lets say the N.D.P.- and wait, in 
a womanly manner, until the gentlemen 
allowed us to speak: “. . .and now, Ms. 
X., who has been doing great work on 
the coffee and sandwiches, will present 
her yearly report.”

So you see, we try to do it politely 
and quietly, and it doesn’t get us any­
where. So we get angry. People think 

who stand up for their rights 
unwomanly. Women who fight for 

other women, they say, are vulgar. (That’s 
what the ‘free’ in “Free Abortion on 
Demand” means- we are fighting for 
poor women who can’t afford them.Rich 
women have been getting safe fast abor­
tions for years.) They think only nuts 
should fight for the right to make deci­
sions which affect their lives, themselves 
feminine women are content to sit and 
listen to masculine advice.

Do you see why we do what we do? 
When we’re justifiably angry, our 
tion is reported to be that of women 
giving into emotionalism.
