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Bergman film plays at Tilley

The Seventh Seal i:
Bergman's most fascinating
and infuriating film, an out-
pouring of medieval religious
images of life and death, pain
and joy. The specified time of
its action is the fourteenth cen-
tury and the locale is apparent-
ly Sweden - or it could be any
other medieval European
country.

A knight, Antonius Blok, and
his squire return from the
Crusades, disillusioned, to a

country stricken by the plague.

As they travel toward his cas-
tle, the knight moeis black-
robed Death and maokes a
bargain for time, to do & good
deed while the two of them
play a scrt of running game of
chess. While the game is in
progress, the knight and his
squire meet a family of traveli-
ing actors. The family includes
a father (Poppe), his wife
(Anderson) and their small
child. It is this little family that
the knight decides to help
escape when he and o gather-
ing of weary wanderers must
submit to Death at the end of
the game.

The Seventh Seal is perhaps
Bergman's most ambitious film
and is somewhat his ‘Faust’ in
its allegory of the knight vainly
grappling with Death. Despite
its simplistic philesophy. it has
an engaging lyricism ond o
power of imagery perhaps
unequaled in the Swedish
cinema.

Ingmar Bergman was born in
1918 in Uppsala, Sweden. He
has been a dominant force and
influence in Swedish films for
over twenty years, and a key
writer-director in the history of
world cinema. The son of a
pastor to the royal court, he
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was trained in Swedish theatre
and opera. His first films
reflect the influence of Marcel
Carné and French poetric
realism. He made his name
with two studies, Prison (1948)
and Thirst (1949) of the pro-
blems of male-femaie relation-
ships, a theme he has con-
tinued to explore in films such
as The Touch. He uses a stock
company of Zistinguished ac-
tors which includes Max von
Sydow, Gunnar Bjornstrand,
ingrid Thulin, Bibi Andersson
and Liv Ullman. A remarkable
and prolific film maker, some
of his other films are: Smiles of
a Summer Night, The Magi-
cian, The Virgin Spring, the

Devil's Eye, Through a Glass
Darkly, Winter Light, Now
About These Women, ond The
Touch.
