Clearly tuition fees are the most 

important concern for students 
being discussed by the Board 
Financial Strategy Committee. 
This Committee is charged with 
the responsibility of reviewing 
the finances of the University and 
it must establish a five year finan­
cial plan.

Having participated in Student 
Union planning meetings for the 
Committee, I have learned that 
the idea of 20 percent tuition fee 
hikes is being discussed. Student 
representatives must ensure stu­
dent fees are kept low in light of 
student assistance plans inade­
quate funding.

A second issue likely to be of 
concern to students is vertical 
cuts. I bis means the elimination 
of departments or whole pro­
grams. Currently Dalhousieprac­
tices horitzontal budget cuts 
where each and all departments 
must face cuts of four or five per 
cent. This rationalization of pro­
grams may be forthcoming as the 
Commit tie has been charged with 
fulfilling Dr. Clark’s Mission 
Statement which suggests Nova 
Scotia universities must avoid the 
duplication of services.

A thorough examination of the 
University’s finances will present 
many issues requiring effective 
student representation at the 
Board and on this Committee as it 
continues to meet. I can provide 
this representation and protect 
students’ interests in light of 
shrinking dollars and greater 
demands on students’ funding 
sources, namely your bank 
account.

Tuition Costs: We have been 
fortunate in past years to haveour 
tuition roughly indexed with 
inflation. However, the collective 
agreement of tuition stabilization 
between the DSU and the admin­
istration ends in 1991. What then? 
We must ensure that tuition does 
not skyrocket, and that yearly 
increases are kept within a range 
that is accessible to students.

Program Cutbacks: In past 
years, to achieve budget targets, 
the university has implemented 
horizontal program cuts, where 
certain courses are not offered. In 
the near future, the university 
will be considering vertical cuts, 
in other words, dropping Aca­
demic Programs all together. If 
such vertical cuts occur, it will be 
the responsibility of the univer­
sity and the government to ensure 
that adequate programs are avail­
able at other universities, and that 
those programs are integrated 
into the Dalhousie Curriculum.

Student Services: It is crucial 
that services such as the Library, 
the Student Union Building, the 
Dalplex and other important stu­
dent facilities continue to be 
properly funded. If not, then all 
students will suffer.
