We publieh to day a fall report of the
eloquent sermon preached at St, Patrick’s
Church on Sundsy morniog last by Rev,
Fatber White, C. SS R, on tha occaslon
of the festival of Bleseed John Biptist De
La Salle, which is as follows :

“Briog up your children in the diecipline
and correction of the Lord.” (Ephes
vi, 4

'M.y) dearly beloved Brethrep, cn the
19:h of February, 1888, our Holy Father,
Pope Leo XIII ,in virtue of the Apostolic
authority, and with the advice of the Car
dinale of the Sacred Congregation, solemn.
ly canonized severa! servanta of God, Ua
the tame occasion the Holy Father decreed
that the honors of beatification be pald to
several others, Among the latter, that is,
among thcse tervants of God whom
Christ’s vicar declared blessed, there ls one
whose name should be held in speclal
benediction in this parisb, and whosa life
declares a truth which all, but erpeclally
Christisn parents, must thoroughly under-
stand and constantly act upon. Thename
of which I spesk is the thrice blessed
name, John Baptist De La Salle  The truth
sssoclated with that name, and which you
must thoroughly understand and redace
to prastice is this: It ls tmportant to glve
children a Ch:i:tlan edncation.

1 mid the name of Blessed Da Ly Salle
should be held in benediction la Si. Pat-
rick’s parieh, In this parish, dear brethren,
there {s & body of men who have left home
and father and mother, who have re:
nounced the worldly honors and riches
and plessures, that most men eagerly seek
after, and have chosen to wear themselves
out in conferring on the boys of this parlsh
an education which will fit them for their
duties in this life aud lead them to the
bliss of the life to come.

The good men of whom I speak are well
known to you. They belong to that
phalanz of Christian heroee—known to the
world ae the Christian Brothers, The Chris:
tian Brothers, or, to be rccurate, the Institu'e
of the Brothers of the Christian Schovls, owes
ite origln, after the mercy of Gud, to the
z3al, the wisdem and the ctaslty of John
Baptist De La Salle.

1t 18 universally acknowledged that the
Brothers, as they are familiarly called, do
good, and the acknowledgment Is also uni-
versal, that the good done by them, is in
calculable; that is known to Gid alone.
Bat all the good done by the B:others re.
dounds to the bonor and glory of the
founder.

The number of Chrletlan Brothers is
large, it s very large, they number some
fourteen thousand; nevertheless, the
parishes in Christendom bleseel by thelr
Jabors are the exception. Ia order that
every parieh in Cbristendom might bave a
community of the Brothers, their number
would bave to be multiplied and remulti
plied. Now, dear brethren, our parish fe
one of the excepticni, ‘one of the compara-
tive few which possesses & community of
the sons of the Blessed Da La Salle, Oar
parish, therefore, more than most parishes
in Christendom, shares in the great benefit
De La Salle left in the Church ; therefore,
our parish, more than others, should bless
his nsme. Today, May 4.b, la the day
appointed by the Holy Father, as the feast
of the newly beatificd, Tals day, there-
fore, is & day on which we should, more
than at other times, honor his memory.
St. Argustine says that “to honor the
salnts and not to imitate them s to basely
insult them,” Surely it 1a so with our
Bleased De La Salle ; he will not regard
any honor we pay bim unless we bhold,
both in theory and in prac'ice, the truth
which his life so emphatically declares,
namely : “It s Important, it 1s of the
utmost importance, to glve children a
Christian education.” To day, therefore,
we shall earnestly coneider this truth, and
thereby pleuse, if not bonor, God’s blessed
servant.

Were Blemsed D3 La Salle, with the
permlselon of God, to descend from hie
dbright throne in heaven, and address you
from this pulpit, I feel confident that he
would put before you the importance of
Caristlan education, Daring llfe this
was uppermost in his mind ; 1t inspired
bis many and labnious undertakings, it
was the sutject of his sermons and private
conversatious, He is great In heaven be.
cause his works corresponded with his
words and conviction. “He laetructed
many luto justice,” he shall, therefore,
according to God’s promise, “shine as &
star for all eternity.” (Dau. xii, 3.)

But, dear brethren, what do mean by
Christian educatlon? When can we eay
of a man that he la plving his child a
Christian educatlon ? Elucation Is *the
development of the phyeical, the lntellect-
ual aud the moral faculties of an tadivid
usl. Edu:ation, therefore, s made up of
the clements. The little word man ls

made up of three letters m, and a, snd n, 50,
three letters, I might call them, three ele-
ments, three ingredients, go to mske up
edacetion. The letter m, by iteelf does
not make the word man, neither don and a,
make that word, but you must bave sll
three letters together, m, and a,.:ud n
So it is, dear friends, with education. A
man that gives food srd clothing to his
child, but neglects to send him to school
ard church, and who otherwize neglects to
instil into his mind prineiples of eclence
and religlon, 18 not educating his child,
By merely providing focd snd clotbing
for his child, be is developing the child’s
physical faculties ; be s dciug only one-
third of bis duty, while he is leaviog two-
thirds of his duty uudone. He ls neglect-
ing to give him learning, and he is neglect.
ing to make him virtuous Another man
dovs sometbing more. This man is ap-
parently, perbaps reslly, s plous man,

He provides healthy food and warm
clothing for his child, He, moreover, sees
that bis child assiets at Mass on Sanday
aud holidays of obligation. At home, be
speaks to the cblld of God and of ite
duties, he glves the child & good exsmple,
But this man falle to send his child to
scheol, his child fs growing up ignorsnt, he
1s not learning to read, nor clpher, nor to
sign bis neme. Is this man educating bis
child? No. To educate bis child he
must do three things, but he is doing only
two tbipgs. He is asslstlog the child to
grow up strong and healtby, and he is ln-
stillipg iato its heart principles of morals
snd religion, but he is neglecting to de
velop the intellectusl faculties of his child ;
he is neglecting to store its mind and
meraory with th: pricciples of sclence, he
1s, therefore, meglecting to supply an ele.
ment, without which there is no educa-
tion.

But how about number three? Num
ber three is a man that we often meet
with, He is an fodiffzrent Catholle. He
{s more Interested in bustues and in noll.
tics than in the affairs of eternity, He ls
not what the world would calla bad man,
but there is an absence of good in bim. Al
though he gives his children no sheckingly
bad example, he does not encourage them
to virtue by any good exsmple. Bat one
pleasing tralt in pumber three is the in.
terest he takes in his chlldren. He sces
that his children are ¢'othed comfortably
and even elegantly, He provides nour.
{shiug food for them in abundance, He
watches with interest thelr progress in
learning. He ls anxlous to have his chil-
dren write a good hand and spell cor-
rectly ; he wishes them to be intelligible
and pleasing readers ; above all, he wishes
them to be advanced in mathmatics,

Now, number three funcles that there
s ti0 much rellglon taught in Catholle
schools, Every minute given to cate-
cbism {s a miaute taken from something,
in bis eyes, more important ; he therefore
sends his children to a gchool in which the
pame of Gud ls scarcely mentloned ; In
which there i3 neither prayer, nor cruclfix,
nor imsge of a ealnt to raiee his child's
mind to heaven. Issuch a man educat
{og ble children ? Many, perhaps most, at
the present day, would answer yes Bat
their answer wou'd bs Incorrect, Nam.
ber three is not educatlug bis children.
Eiucatlon, 8s I told you, comprehends a
three fold development: the develop

ment of the physlcal, the davelopment
of the intellectual and the devolopment
of the moral faculti:s of the child,

Nowadays the term educatlon s fre
quently used lo its narrowest and most
imperfect meaniag, as implying merely &
cultivation of the intellcctnal facultles,
Men, even, who write articles and baoks
on education, take no higher view of the
subject. Hence the vague and incorrect
idea which the people bave of educstion.
Mind, dear brethren, instruction is not
education. A man may be instructed
without being educated. Bat it is im.
possible for a man to be educated without
belng iustructed. Nuamber three’s chil.
dren are recelving Instruction, They are
not being educated. The word education
comes from the latin word educere
According to the heathen philosopher
Piato, it means “to glve to the body as
well as to the soul all the perfection of
which they are susceptible”” In other
words educere, to educate, la to render
the youth of both sexes beautiful,
healthful, strong, intelligent and virtuous.
The deficition cf education given by our
eminent lexicographers, ebster and
Worcester, entirely agrees with the definl-
tion of Plato and Citholic writers on
ethice; and {f number three wlshes to
educate his children and not merely in-
struct them, I would ‘advise him to cun-
sult one or both of the lexicographers I
just mentioned and learn well what they
tell him of the meaniog of education. 1f
he understands what Worceeter or Web
ster tells bim about education, and still
wishes bis children to have an educatlon,
he will have to change his life; he will
have by word and example to instil pria-
ciplea of religlon into their heart, he will
have to withdraw his children from the
gedless, heretical school and send them
to & school In which there {a & religlous
atmosphere ; in which books and teachers
and surroundicgs will remird those chil
dren that they bave not here a lasting
city ; that it profits not & man if he gain
the whole world, if he enjoys pleasare
and bacomes rich and honored, and in the
end lose his own soul.

Nuamber tbree would perhaps tell me
that hie children attend church every Sun-
day. Very good. Bat one dose of rellg-
ion on Sunday is not golog to make his
children virtuous, To suffer a child to
devote elx daye in the week to worldly
ecience, and to depend on Suunday for a
religlous training, would be like reserving
the salt which should eesson its food dur:
ing the week and giving it all fa one dose
on Sunday.

Now, dear brethren, {f there is & num.
ber three among you I hope he has under.
stood me, If he wishes to educate his
children he must continue to nourlsh and
clatha them, he muat continue to interest
himself in their acqulsition of knowledge,
but he must take care in future tu tran
thels heart ; he must do all ia hls power
to make them grow up virtuous,

Doar Brethren, I have just given you
the true idea of education, I have glven
you the idea of edacafon ‘vhich was
Blewed De La Salle’s idea. Now, a few
words concerning the importance of edu-
catlon, As regards the Importance of
two of the elements of education {t {s not
necessary for me to epeak, Kvery one
kuows that If a child is not properly

clothed and nourished he willdle. Every
one i3 ready to admit, too, that a man

that {s unsble to read and write {s unfit
for most avocations in life, The mostim.
portsat element of edacation 1s the cult!-
vation of the heart, the regulation of
the affections and, sad to say, most men,
snd moet Catholics too, are uneducated,
because this element kas been withheld
from them. For some centurlea past,
desr brethren, two calebrated peoples
bave been uneducated, The Irfsh have
been unedveated, and, strange as it way
sound, the Eaglish have been uneducated.
Qar Irish forefathers and fathers, even have
been uneducated, because knowledge was
withheld from them ; they couldn't sign
their name, Thls was not the caje wiib
the Eagiteh, Asa rulethey were echolars,
they could, at least, resd and write. But
raad what history telle you of the deeds of
the English nation during the psat three
centuries ; keep clearly before your mind
the three elements tka: make up educa-
tlon and you will be forced to admlt that
the people that bunted down the priest
hood cf Izeland and sllenced the Irish
school masters, by these very deeds proved
to the worll and to posterity that they
ssdly Iacked education, that few morsl
principles, or falss ones, had been instilled
ioto their bearts.

Poople, the world, pities the past con-
ditton of Ireland, and traly her condltion
has been sad acd heart-eickening, but I
can assure you when we look up)n things
in the light of faith, the condition of Ire-
land bas been less deplorabie ; she bas been
less an object of commiseration than her

roud slster across the water, The Irlsh
earned that one must do unto others as
be would have them do unto bim; they
learned that it wae not lawfal to steal;
that & mau, be he king or peasant, can
have but one wife; that what God has
united no man can put ssunder ; above all,
the Lrish learned that there is no snch a
thing as a “Church established by law,”
except by the law of God. We can’t tay
this of the porsecaturs of the Lish.
Hence, in the eyes of earnest and thinking
men, sod accordlog to the inspired word
of God, the condition of schiolless Ire'and
has been batter than tha: of Popeless acd
G.dless Eagland. “Better,” says the
Holy Ghoet, *1s & man that hath less wia-
dom and wanteth understanding, with the
fear of G.d, than he that aboundeth in
understanding and transgresseth tho law
of the Most High” (Eccles. x'x, 21)
What I have jast sald, desr brethren, 1is
pot intended as a thrust at Eagland. My
purpose has been to il'ustrate the mean.
ing of education, acd to bring out the
element to which the most importince
must be attached ; namely, the regulation
of the heast and {its effsctlons, Men of
numb.r three’s stamp attach most im.
portance to the cultivation of the fntel.
lect, and neglect the moral traiaing,

Catholle educators bestow as great care
on the cultivation of the Intellect as
others do, and the suzcess with which they
caltivate the intellects of their pupils, at
sll timee, eqnals and not unfrequently
out measures the success of other educa-
tors, The educational reports of more
than one country prove the truth of this
assertion.

Bat Oatholic directors of yoath do not
coafine all their labor t> the cultivation of
toe child’s intellect. They emdeavor to
do two things: they endeavor to make

their puplls scholars and at the same tims

true, edifying Christlane. Hence Catho
lic teachers, while giving knowledgs to
their puplle, give them also the principles
which Will moderate and direct its use,
and prevent it from baing spplied to the
worst of purposes. Taey, therefore, speak
to the child, of Gad, of the lncarnation of
Jesus Chrlst, the value of the soul, the
enormity of sin, the rewards and pun-
ishment of the other world, Ia Catholic
achools, the very surroundings speak re-
ligion to the child. The erucifiz on the
wall and the pictures of the eaints ralse
the child’s mind to heaven, The habit,
the religlous dress, of ths Brother or Sister
that teaches the child, presches it a silent
but effective sermon,

It constantly says to him: My child
the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence ;
to reach heaven you muet keep God’s
commandmeants, but don’t be satisfied with
merely dolng this, practlce virtue, do good
while you are in this world,

Whenever holy scriptare speaks of chil-
dren, it attaches most impottance to the
moral element of their tralniug. Tae
Holy Ghost, as you remember, tells us
that the God fearing man who can nelther
read nor write s better off than the
tlnner, though he b2 a sage, a prodigy of
learning. Hence St. Vaul, speaking to
fathers, tells them to “bring up their chil
dren In the dlscipline and correction of
the Lord” In the thirteenth chapter of
the book of Eccleslasticus, several lawa
are lald dowa regarding the tralning of
children, but they all regard the moral
training, and emphasizy ita importance.
Qae of themost terrible woes mentioned
in holy scripture is the one uttered by our
Saviour against the unfortunate wretch
that Injures the child’s education, thatscan-
dalizys it, that by word or by exsmple
pute a false principle into its heart. “Woe
to the world because of ecandals. He that
shall scandalize one of these little omes
that belleve in Ma It were better for him
that a mill-stone were hanged about his
neck, and that he were drowned ln the
depths of the sea. (S:. Matthew, xvlill,

)

8t Chrysostom compares the human
heart to a field, Tbe field brings forth
fruit according to the seed that has been
sown lnlt, 1f good eeed has been sown
good fruit, wheat, corn, oats, will appear
in due time. If bad seed has been sown
or made ita way into the field, bad frult,
and a crop of weeds may be looked for.
Asthe fruitspriags from the seed, so actiona
spring from priaciples, Good actions
spring from good principles and bad ac
tione from bad, false princlples, jast as the
wheat comes from the good seed, and the
weede from the bad seed.

Spring 14 the time for planting the field.
In summer the heat of the sun is too
great, the earth then becomes so hard and
dry that the seed will not take root.
Calldhood and early youth are the time
when principles take root in the heart.
Later in life the heat of the passions pre.
vent prieciples, at least good princlples
from taking root. As childhood and
youth are the time to lmpart learning, so
it {a likewlse the time to inetll principles
of virtue. [ae life of our Blessed De La
Salle declares, as [ have told you, and that
emphatically, the importance of educatlon,
but especlally its moral element.

and noble parents, in the clty of Rheims,

Feance, April 30:b, 1651. Like the wise
mao mentionad 1o ﬁoly Writ, “ha resorted
early to the Lrd that made bim” As a
boy, even, he loved the “besuty of the
house of the Lord and the place
where His glory dwelleth,! He used
to pase hours in fervent preyer
before the Tabornacle. Bufore De Ls
Salls had reached his twenty. firet year,
hls parents bad passed to the other
world. This did not prevent bim from
satlefsing the desire he had from ehildhood,
of becom!ng a priest. April 9:h, 1678, he
was ralsed to the sublime dignity, and dur-
{og the forty yesrs of life that remained
to him, he labored constautly and ener-
get'ca'ly for the Christian education of
boys. In order to spread the blessings of
educatlon as widely as poesibly and to ex
tend those bleesings to generations yet un-
born, he established the O:der, which has
made hic nameen renowned, At the time
of the death of De L Salle in 1719, there
were twentv-slx communities of his
Brothers in F:ance and one in Rome. To
help on the work of education De Ia
Salle gave up all his worldly possessions ;
he renounced a rich bencfice snd many
worldly prospects. He sacrifized the
loclet{ of his relatlors; he sacrifiad bls
time, bis health, hisconvenience. Now he
is enjoying the reward. O desr brethren !
Carlstian fathers and moather ! learn from
be life of Bleseed Da La Salle, to under-
stand the true, the full mesning of educa
tion and the importance of bestowlrg it.
De L Salle wore himself out, msde all
k!nds of eacrifices for the edacation of
strangers, Can you not do the little that
is ssked of you for the education of your
own child? Woe to those parents who
neglect the education of thelr child ; at the
tribuaal of Christ Da La Salle will be their
jadge,

Bsforeleaving this pulpit, dear brethren,
I have yet a duty to gerfurm, I bave yet
a word to esy to onr Brothers,

Dear Brothers, in mv own name, in the
name of our Very Rev. Pastor, in the
name of the Rev. Fathers here present,
and in the name of the fathers and mothere
of this parlsh, I congratulate you. May
you see mapy returns of your Father's
feast. Oontinue In the footsteps of your
holy Father. True, your calling is a
laborioas ome, it 18 opposed to flash and
blood ; at times you must feel dlscouraged,
but, at such timee call on your Father to
ald you. Imitate Him, Like Him, keep
before your m!lnd the importance of Chrls-
tlaa education. Think of the reward
awalting you in heaven ; where “they that
bave instructed many into jastice will
shine as etera for ell eternity.” Amen.

“The strength of the Church to-day in
all countries, particulsrly in America, 1s
the people. This is esseatlally the age of
democracy. The daya of princes and of
feudal lords are gone; monarchs hold
their thrones to execute the will of the
people.
