Miscellaneous.
he Kane Expedition.

“ We left New York 3lst May, 1853.
The passage (o Baffin’s Bay was without in-
cident. 'We stopped at various Danish col-
onics in Greenland 16 provide ourselves with
furs and Esiquimaux dogs. Reached the
first ice in Melville Bay latter part of July-
Without difficulty forced our passage
through in four days, being a rewmarkably
quick passage. Got into open sea on the
3rd Auguset. In latitude 76, on 5th of Avg-
ust, eotered Smith’s Sound. Made heavy
ice next moiming. From this time forih
were constantly in ice, Worked through
in a north-easterly direction ti!l the eud of
August, when we had reached letitude 78
45; we found the coast so exposed that we
had to retrace our steps tor a short distance
to find a secure winter harbour ; on the 10th
of September we housed over the ship ; put
galley stoves between decks and anchored
near the shore; thie was on the coast of
North Greenland; during this time a party of
sledges was seut out with provisions to the
northward for the purpose of making depos-
its for navigators and for our party, which
we intended sending out in the spring to
prosecute the search for Fraoklin ; this party
travelled about 400 miles in a north-easter-
ly-direction, reaching latitude 80, and at
last found a glacier which formed the shore
line of Greenland 10 the north: the pariy
travelled along this glacier for about fifty
miles ; the desolation of this latitude can-
not be described with the pen; this party
having made the deposit returned to the ship
about the middle of October, when other
parties were sent out for the purpose of ex-
ploring the coast.

“The mercury at this time was 40 de-
grees below zero, and constantly frozen.
The cold and darkness were increasing
which put an end to our sending out our ex-
ploring parties. We lost the sun entirely in
the middle of October. We were now cer-
tainly in a dreary situation. The sun we
knew would not return ull the 24th of Feb-
ruary, til which time we had total darkness,
We had cosl fires all this time, and on board
ship gained a comfortable temperature No
thing of moment now occurred ull March
set in again, excepting all our dogs died but
three or four, from a spasm peculiar to the
climate. The loss of our dogs was severely
felt, for upon these fai hful animals we were
to depend to draw our sledges. In March
we again had twelve hours daylight, and in
this month we started out another exploring
party to the north, but from the heavy. rough
ice, they were not able to proceed over 40
miles [rom the vessel, when the party returan-
ed again tothe vessel. T'his was March,
1854. Oa this expedition some of the party
were frost-bitten, and two so severely that
they afierwards died. One was named Pe-
ter Shubert, the cook, and the uiher Baker.
Two others of the party had their t0es cut
off. I wasin this expedition, and when thir-
1y miles from the vessel, myself and two oth-
ers—the only ones of the party who could
walk—returned on foot across the ice to the
vessel 10 report the condition of the party
to Dr. Kane. Dr. Kane, with a strong par-
ty, immediately set out for the relief of the
sufferers,but did not succeed in giving succor
till afier the party had gone through suffer-
ing the most perilous and intense.

T'he next exploring party from the ship
was in April, and headed by Dr. Kane in
person. It consisted of two sledges—one
drawn by dogs and the other by men. This
paity was out only eight days when Dr. Kane
was taken iil with fever, and found 1t neces-
sary to return to the vessel. In May another
exploring party was formed ander the com-
mand of Dr. Hayes, who succeded in cros-
8ing to the westerly side of Smith Channel,
a distance of eighty miles from the ship.
This party suffered greatly from snow blind-
ness. The party ruaning short of provie-
ions here, was obliged 1o return to the ship,
which they reached afier an absence of 12
days, and having in this time (ravelled three
hundred and fifty miles.  With the dogs, the
explorer can travel fifty miles a day. Dr.
Hayes, on his return from this expedition,
travelled at this speed, his dog team being
ted on nothing more than an old boot for
breakfast, and part of a pair of Esquimaux
pan's for dinner,

** Directly afier the return of Dr. Hayes,
during the month of June, another explor-
1ng party was fitted out under command of
Bonsel and McGeary. The object of all
these parties was to ascertain some traces of
Sir John Franklio, if possible. The party
took a Northeastern direction 10 the western
shore of Baffins Bay. A branch party from
this, accompanted by an Esquimaux driver
continued the search along the eastery colsl,
finding Smith Sound terminating 1n o |.,"'
bay. At the bottom of this bay was the gla-
cier of the shore already mentioned. From
this point a new channel was discovered,
extendiag due morth. The party traveled

up this channel slong the coast until they
were brought up by open water, This open
space was entirely free from ice snd sbound-
ing in animal life, such as fowl, fish, walrus
and seal. A northerly gale, lasting two days,
hrought no ice down, proving that a large
open sea was beyond ; but whether this was
the great Polar Sea or not is questionable.
It is the opinion of Dr. Kane that this was
the open Polar Sea that is never frozen over.
"I'his party made a chart of the coast as far
north as latitude 82 30—the most northeru
point of land yet discovered. In July the
party returned, and this closed the opera-
tions of the year 1854.

“ Soon after this it became apparent to
our party that the ship could not be libera-
ted from the ice.” We all felt that we were
doomed to spend the winter in this latitade,
valess relief came from Sir Edward Belch-
er, with whom Dr. Kane tried 1o communi-
cate in perches. Sir Edward was at Beechy
Island, which lay 700 miles to the south and
west, The aitémpt to reach Sir Edward
was fruitless. Dr. Kane, in the attempt to
reach him, crossed Smith Sound, wiih a
crew of five men in a whale boat, and reach-
ed Jones Sound, where they met the heavy
pack ice ot Jones, Lancasier, Whale ana
Smith Sounds, forming 1ogether an impene-
irable pack of ice, ranging from five to thir-
ty feet in thickness. They skirted this pack
to the eastward, making repeated efforts 1o
bore through it. This effort endangering
their boat, upon which their lives depended,
was given up, after reaching the coast of
Baffio s Bay, or Whale Sound. Here other
efiorts were made to bore the ice without
success, The party then returned 10 the
ship, having made up their minds 10 spend
the winter with old Boreas. This winter
was spent as the winter before on shipboard,
with the exception that having by this time
cansumed all of our coal, we were obliged
to burn all the spare wood work of the ship,
and confine ourselves 1o the smallest part of
the ship,for ilie purpose of economizing fuel.
Things at this period were extremely dark.

** During this winter, to add to the hor-
rors of our situation, we were all attacked
with scurvy, and at ooe time Dr. Kane and
Mr. Bonsel were the only persons sble to
move abobt and attend to the duties of the
ship and nurse the sick. The scurvy gra-
dually disappeared with the return of the
sun and the increased warmth. We owed
our recovery to the free use of raw frozen
walrus meat procured from the wild Esqui-
maux, in return for which we gave jack-
knives, needles, pieces of iron, &c., the only
currency of this country. Upon the open-
ing of spring, it seemed evident that the ship
would not be liberated during the year, and
its was known 10 be impossible to spend an-
other winter in her, as the provisions had
given out, and the fuel was all gone, except-
ing the hull of the ship. Afier mature con-
sultation it was determined 10 abundon the
ship, and endeavour to make our way south-
ward by means of the boats. Three boats
yet remained tous. These, together with
simply a change of clothing, about 150
pounds of pork fat, 600 pounds of bread, and
100 pounds of Bordous meat buseuit, which
we found to be an invaluable article of food,
we transported over the ice, a distance of
350 miles, to open water. We took fare-
well of the ship in ber ice-bound prison oo
the 20th of May, 1855 We gained open
water near Cape Alexander, and turned our
bows gouthward and for home, our chances
being desperate and against us; but with
stout hearts and full of hope, we never for a
moment thought of despairing.

* On the 218t of June we were afloat, and
giving three cheers for home, every oar did
its duty for the south. During this journey
we were in constant battle with the ice until
we reached Uppernavik, the most northern
Dacish colony on the western coast of
Greenland. We were many imes compelled
to,carry our boatsacross the ice from one
ol of water 10 the ofher. We travelied a
distance of 1300 miles to reach Upernavik,
subsisting most of the time on game, such
as birds and eeal, procured by our truety
fowling pieces. We reached Upernavik on
the 6ih of August, when our hardships were
over,and we all, for the first tme, dared to
feel that we were perfectly safe, In the
meantime we had heard nothing of the ex-
pedition sent in search of us, which must
have passed or escaped us in Melville Bay.
We often discussed among ourselves the
probability of an expedition being sent for
us, and it was generally believed that Uncle
Sam would extend to us this succor, and
consequenily a watch was kept wvp for
friends; but our expectations were never
sufficiently strong to justify us in remaining
by the ship in waning for this relief. Our
separation from our ship was an act of des-
paration, and our las stake for life.

“ At Upernavik we 100k passage in the
Danish ship Mariana, Capt. Amondson, 1o
Copenhagen. To Capt. Amondsun we are
much obliged for many civiliries, and for
his generous succor, lu this ship we reach-
ed Disco, or Godhaven, and in twenty-hours
nore would have been on our voyage 10 Eu-
rope, when we first learned that our friends
from home, in search of us, were near at
haud. Godhaven is known as Leavely also;
and here | have remained unul the 18th of
September lasi, receiving while we stayed
the kind and generous hospitality of the
Danes. To Inspector Olive of North Green-
land, and to Govervor Anderscn, we are
greatly indebted for their kindness to us,”

The following paragraph, stating how the
members passed their time on shipboard will
be read with interest.

“ Life on shipboard was regular and or-
derly. There was a tima for every thing
and every thing was in its place. Captain
Kane and the officers were untiring 1n the
discharge of the duties of their posts, and the
men appeared contented and hearty. T'he
ship-was abundantly provisioned, and the
diet was wholesome and various. At seven
bells, Hr about 74 o'clock in the morning all
hands turned out. Breakfast was taken at
eight.  The duties of the ship were then
p2rformed, the deck was cleaned, and things
putin order for the day. Sledge parties
then apportioned for the sake of exercise,
and short trips were made in different direc-
tions, for two or three miles. By ihe time
the parties had all reurned to the ship it
was nearly noon. At four bells—two o’clock
—dinner was served. Afier this, there was
nothing to do except to read, talk, laugh, if
there was anything to laugh at, keep warm
and be jolly. Another meal presently fol-
lowed, and at nine or ten o'clock at night
the ship and all in it were silent ; the lights,
except those above deck, were extinguished,
afid the waiches were set. This, with very
shight variations, was the regular routine on
board ship during the whole period of near-
ly two years, )

No regular rations of spirits, were served
out. It wasvery necessary to have liquor in
case of sickness, but none was used regular-
ly, fore or aft.”

Perhaps you may get me off
altogether if you were totry? Do try 1o
save a poor man from ruin! I shall be
grateful to you for ever. President—Oh!
that is not 1o be thought of ; ithe whole sffair
has been sent to the Senate, and, conse-
quently, is out of my henos. Pray could
you tell me where I could get a good pair
of black horses for my wife’s new carriage ?
] am told there are good horses in your
neighbourhood. [ should like them a good
match.

Peasant (bowing down to the
ground)—God bless your honour, you have
made me an happy man. Presideni—Do
not hope too much; I am not sure that |
can save you, but will do all I can. Don’t
forget the flour, the oats, the honey,
the butter the horses, and anything else you
think I should hike. Peasant—I'll forget
vpthing, sir (ezit.)

“Redan” Massey.

We find a most interesting account of
this youthful hero in the colnmns of a daily
contemporary. The following abridgment
includes the principal facts stated : —

William Godfrey Denham Massey, Lieu-
tenant of the Grenadier Company of the
19th.Foot, was born at Rathfarnham, near
Dublin, and is now in his I1Sth year. In
the Hilary Term of last year, he entered
Trinity College, Dublin, and, then a good
linguist and draftsman, he was remarked in
the University for his untiring devotion to
study, and also for the zeal with which he
engaged in manly exercises. He was known
a3 an active cricketer, a bold horseman, and
a daring swimmer. Still Denham Massey
did not forget that he was intended for the
Church; he is well remembered at the
Rathmines Sunday-school as the attentive
teacher of one of the classes there. When
the war broke out, young Massey found that
his true vocation was the professian of arms
and he iutreated his friends to interest
themselves for him at the War Department.
The result was that last July he presented
himse!f at Sandhurst, where his crediable
matriculation at the University was at once
recognised. In August he again presented
himself, though unnecessary,for examination
in both the ancient and modern languages,
which ha passed with great credit; and in
October Lord Hardinge presented him with
an Eosigo's commission in the 19ih, his
present regiment, in which two of hie near
relatives held the rank of Captajp. With
that tenacity of purpose which has since
gained him so much fame, he did not at
this time sbandon his studies. He left
Sahdhurst for his University in the following
mooth, where he obtained honours both in
classics and science, and was thereby raised
n his first year to the class of seninr fresh-
man. Afier this success he proceeded 1o
the depot of his regiment, then stationed at
Walmer. There he completed bis drill in

part of this year was sent to Malta and pro-
moted 10 8 Lieutenancy. At Malta he show-
ed such aptitude in his profession that the
Commandant of the Light Division, Provi-
sional Battalion, appointed young Lieuten-
snt Massey as his Assistant-Adjutant.—
Draft after draft was sent to bis regiment
in the Crimea, still the spirit of ihe youth
was doomed to pine at the loss of en oppor-
tunity 10 win glory in the field. The doc-
tors at Malta said he was too young for field
'service, but he threw up his lucratuive staff
position, and wrote home to his mother, an-
nouncing that he was off to the Crimea at
last. He reached there in the month of
June, and immediately 'commenced trench
duty, 1n which nis coolness ofien saved his
life. Then came the atiack on the Redan,
to which dJaring service he volunteered in
order to replace his cousin, Captain Hugh
Massey, who was laying severely ill. Redan
Massey was the first of the assailants in the
ditch, and the lasi beaten out of the fortress.
T'hen, while facing thousands of the enemy’s
muskets with eyes unquailing, a bullet
struck him in the thigh, snd he tumbled
over foes and friends into the ditch which
he passed through nearly two hours before ;
there among the dead and dying, for sixteen
hours, he was not only uncomplsining, but
spiriting his tortured comrades, and while
bleeding almost 1o desth, defied the Rus-
sian while despoiling him of his havreback
and sword. This young hero will not soon
be forgotten by his countrymen, though now
unrewarded, even unmentioned by any offi-
cial notices from the General of his Division,
or any other authority.

Notes and News,

Descriprion or Kinsuan.—The waters
of the Bug and Duieper fall into the sea by
a single channel. Afier forming a lake, in
which they mingle, the two rivers run to-
gether betiween Oczakoff 10 the north and
Kiuburn to the south, in a narrow channel
of varying depth, the minimum being 15
feet, much nearer to Kinburn than to Oc-
zakoff. The latter place on the right bank,
is built on the summit of a cliff of moderate
height, advancing in a sharp angle straight
towards the south, and projecting at a low
point, on which there is 2n ancient fort of
Genoese construction, in bad condition.—
A battery of nine guns, of large calibre,
recently constructed, beyond the chananel
and infilading it, but at a long range, com-
pletes the defence on this side, without pre-
senting any serious obstacle. It is un the
left bank, upon the tongue of sand formed by
allurial deposits of both rivers, that the cita-
del of Kinburn fis built. [« commands the
pas= ge 10 both directions, up and down,
foruing, in.a word the only defence of the
mouth of the Dnieper. The fortress of
Kinborn is a hornwork of masonry, with
parapets of earth, surrounded by a diteh
where it is not washed by the sea, contain-
ing barracks and other buildings, of which
the roof and chimnies can be seen above
the ramparts, It is armed on every face,
presenting one tier of guns in covered case-
mates, with a battery above them ; it monnts
in all about sixty cannon, of which half fire
seawards from the 8. E. to the N. N. W,
Kinbarn contains a garrison of 3,000 men,
without ‘reckoning the military colonists
established outside the walls in s regularly-
built village, to the south, and about a can-
non shot from the place. Two new batteries
have Leen receatly built to the northeast of
the fortress.— Moniteur,

Lorp ELLesmERe oN THE War.—Al
the opening of the lecture season of the
Worsley Literary Institution on Tuesday
evening, the Earl of Ellesmere delivered an
address upon the subject of the present war,
during which he said :—There had been
wars attending on the wills of statesmen, of
kings, and even of kings’ mistresses; and
he had lived 10 a time when one man, con-
trary to the advice of all surrounding him—
of his most confidential and faithful advisers
—could launch the whole of France into
wars that overwhelmed that country.  Bu
this was emphatically the war of the people,
as far as this country was concerned. It
was very natural that a people, in great sa-
crifices or great struggzles, should be influ-
2oced either by fear or revenge. Butnehh-
er of these influences had apy particular ef-
fect on the present struggle. We were ac-
tuated by a sentiment against the oppression
of the weak, and by a feeling of indignation
at the breach of that peace under which Eu-
rope was prospering ; and these were the
motives that had led us to this contest. Rus-
sia had thrown down the gauntlet of defi-
ance to Europe, and Europe would have
been disgraced if she had not taken it up.
The prerention of the extension of Russia
was only a provident step on our part; and,
.on lockiag at her past history, he thought it
was wise 10 check her progress towards be-
coming a8 great naval and military power,

Tne Snakes 1IN Scinoe —There is
something very singular in the extent of the
snake nuisance in Scinde, by which three
hundred lives appear to have been lost in
the course of the year. This, 1aken in con-
junction with the slaughter occasioned by
wolves in the Punjaub, amoun ing 1o about
twice as much agan, and the desiruction 1n
a few months of 13 men by tigers at Singa-
pore, impresses the mind more forcibly with
the fact of the existence of a scanty and
helpless population than a folio of statistical
tables. Here we have man sull battling
with the beasts for the possession of the
earth—the wolf feeding his cubs and provis-
ioning his den from the cotiage cradle—the
husbandman laid dead, as he goes forth to
cultivate his fields, by the bite of a reptile
scarcely thicker than his finger or longer
than his arm. At the battle of Meeanee we
had 62 killed and 200 wounded ; at Dubba
our casualiies amounted to 370 killed and
wounded, 40 of these having fallen. The
snakes commit more slaughter in a year than
was incurred by us altogether in (wo of the
hardest fought batiles that had occurred in
India for a century, and which ‘“ added a
province fertile as Egypt to our dominions.”
That these things must have gone on in the
Ameers’ reign for unlimilted periods unno-
ticed may be taken for granted. Now that
they have become known to us, no time
should be lost or efforts spared in endeav-
ouring 10 mitigate a mischiefl obviously ca-
pable of extinction.— Bombay Times.
