The Soversign Pontiff, Pius the 1X., lately con-
ferred on the Queen of Naples the high distine-
tiest of the Golden Rose, an honer of rare occur-
rence, and reserved by the Head of the Roman
Catholic Church for these fortamate individuals
who illustrate in an extraordinary degree the
Christian virtues, or who have performed signal
services to the cause of our holy religion. A
Neapolitan paper contains an intesesting article
relative to the origin of the Golden Rase, and to
the ceremonies which take place at its presenta-
tion, which is thas transiated by the New Orleans
Picoyune ~—

A ceremony has just taken place at Naples, of
the most sacred and of the most singular charac-
t':r. We allude to the presentation of the Golden

ose.

In order to make the reader inted with the
pature of this particular institution, we will re-
mark, that it took its rise under Leo 1X., who
governed the Church in 1049. The Golden Rose
18 consecrated by the Pootiff oa the fourth Sunday
in Lent, by ansointing it with oil, when it is pre-
sented t0 sovereign princes, persons of distinction,
churches, or cities, according as they may bave
established claims to this high honor. Benedict
XIV. conferred it on the metropolitan church of
Bologna, accompanying it with a letter replete
with erudition, and forwarding both to that city

The signification of tholmn Rose is taken
from the fourth Sunday in Lent, called * Loetare
Jerusalem, et conventum facile ommes qui diligitis
eam,” or, “ Rejoice, O Jerusalem, and come to-
gether all you that love her,” and from the words
recited 2 the Pope in"consecrating it. Thusit is
explained by Benedict XIV., in his letter, wherain
he also commemorates the sovereigns and other
personages to whom it had been presented, among
whort? is Queen Jane, of Naples, who received 1t
with great pomp at Rome, in the church of 8t.
John Lateran.

Pius IX., forced by the sad vicissitudes of the
times, 10 quit his dominions, retired to Gaeta,
where our religious Sovereign, Ferdinand 11., gave
him a warm reception. His Holiness, lugne-
quently, as a mark of his esteem, held at the bap-
tismal font, the R Princess, Maria della Gaza
Pia, daughter of Her Majesty the Queen; and,
desirous of giving the latter a memorial of so
solemn an event, was graciously pleased to confer
on her the distinction of the Gol Rose.

For this ceremouy, the holy father designated
as his Ab-] te, or representative, Monsignor
Giuseppe Stella, his private chamberlain, who,
