BOURASS! S

FIFTEEN HUNDRED PERSONS AT-
TEND MEETING

Speaker'’s Remarks Greeted With

Singing, Noises and Throwing of
Stones, Eggs and Other Missiles—
Amidst Great Uproar Bourassi and

QUEBEC, Que., Aug. b5.—Henry
Bourassa was announced to deliver
an address at a provincial political
meeting tonight at St. Roche, but
failed to get a hearing. .

The mneetirg was held at .lacques
Cartier market square, and from &
thousand to fifteen hundred persons
were present. Bourassa was accom-
panied by Armand Lavergne and oth-
ers.

From the first it was evident that
trouble was brewing.

Lavergne spoke first but was fre-
quently interrupted, missiles were
thrown.

Bourassa, when he rose to address
the meeting was greeted by a section
of the crowd with cheers and remarks,
almost drowned by singing and
throwing Jf missiles.  Finally a sem-
blance of order was restored and -he
went on with his remarks. ‘

THE CAR SHORTAGE

RAILWAYS QUITE UNABLE TO
COPE WITH WESTERN
EXPANSION

(From Tuesday’s Morning Leader.)

From Frank come prophecies of an-
other coal famine next winter, conse-
quent to the condition of the car sup-
ply. For lack of transportation, it is
said, the largest coal concern in Al-
berta is working half time and the
same difficulty accounts for the small
production of the othér important min-
ing firms. In the past three weeks
the trouble has gone from bad to worse
and the likeliest outcome, in view of
the requirements of an increasing pop-
ulation, is a repetition on a larger
scale of last year's deficiency.

These predictions, if they are jus-
tified, point to a gloomy outlook this
winter regarding the needs of Sas-
katchewan. “We shall always have
ur transportation problem,” remarked
the Deputy Minister of Agriculture
yesterday, “until a set-back of the
country releases the cars_to adequate-
ly supply the needs of the population.
Alread, with but five per cent. of our
good land under cultivation, the state
of the railway facilities is evident.
What is likely to happen when a
large part of the land is occupied, as
it may be during the next decade? It
cannot be supposed that the railways
will keep pace with the expansion of
the country and the corresponding. de-
mands made on them. Mr. Ketchen
recalled that last winter Saskatche-
wan’s necessity was so dire that, in
response to a request of the provincial
government, the mine owners ordered
thousands of tons or coal billed te
towns in Alberta to be consigned to
points in this province. “But,” he con-
tinued, with reference to the alarming
report from Alberta, “we have no au-
thentic information of any serious
shortage of cars, and Saskatchewan
gets most of her coal from other points
than Frank. We buy steam coal from
there, of course, and during the pres-
sure last winter, we were obliged to
use a considerable amount of it for
domestic purposes. But one resorts
to that only in the last extremity.”

Why the Shortage Occurred

There is ground for supposing that
other considerations beside the needs
of the Canadian North West, moved
the mine owners of Frank to complain
of the deficient transportation as the
Deputy Minister pointed out that the
same thing happened last year, whitn
Vice President White, of the C. P. R,
explained that the situation was due
to the Frank policy of shipping coal |
in preference to the States, where the
cars, being detained often for weeks,
were held up during times of Canadian
need. Mr. White telegraphed on De-
cember 8, 1906, “I placed an order
with the agent to refuse the Frank
people cars for Southern shipments
until they had supplied orders for Sas-
katchewan and Alberta and I have
wired them today that these orders
would rank in preference to our own
requirements.” On the same day the
Department of Agriculture at Regina
also advised the Albertan companies
of Vice President White’s decision.
Subsequently, as will have been seen,
Saskatchewan received first aid, its

WILL BE CHIEF FEATURE OF
GOVERNMENT EXPERT'S |
INQUIRY

Francis Dagger Commences Investi-
gation of Telephone Conditions and
Possibilities
Premier Scott Makes Statement
With Regard to Scope of the En-

quiry.

From Tuesday’s Morning Leader

Francis Dagger, telephone expert,
entered on his work for the Province
of Saskatchewan on August 1st. He
is now installed in an office on the
floor oeccupied by the Provincial
Public Works Department in the
Michaelis Block, South Railway St.

It will be remembered that the
Assembly at the recent session passed
a vote for a general enquiry into the
subject of telephones with the pur-
pose of assisting the people of this
Province in the adoption of a definite
telephone policy. It is in obedience
to the directions of the House that
Mr. Dagger has been engaged.

To a request by The Leader for a
statement with regard to the scope
of Mr. Dagger’s work Premier Scott
said: ‘‘Mr. Francis Dagger has ac-
cepted engagement at present for a
term of three months tp examine into
conditions in Saskatchewan respect-
ing the subject of telephones, possi-
bilities of extensions, etc., and to
make report to the Government on
the question of the most advisable
policy to be adopted by us. Mr.
Dagger is a man of so ample ex-
perience in this sphere and possess-
ing such undoubted qualifications for
this particular work that we feel
justified in asking him to rely mainly
upon his own judgment in the meth-
ods to be pursued in conducting his
enquiry. Beyond instructing him
that the chief end of any policy
which we may adopt must be the
provision of telephone facilities to
the rural communities, and that
the Government has an absolutely
open mind on the whole question of
ways and means to that end, we pro-
pose to leave the expert entirely un-
hampered in his investigation.
“With our western sister Province
embarking on a policy of out-and-out
public ownership and operation of
telephones and Manitoba on our
other border proceeding to instal a
combined municipal and provincial
system it was certain, owing to our
location in these respects, if
for no other reason, that
the Saskatchewan people  would
wish to examine Into the sub-
ject with a view to some action, and
last year 1 had begun, as was stated
in the Assembly by my colleagues,
to give some study to the matter.
We decided that the first step should
be to obtain as complete informa-
tion as possible on the questions of
initial cost of a given system, cost of
operation, consequent necessary
charges to the patrons, and the score
or more other attending details which
none but an expert could very well
furnish. Therefore the Assembly was
asked to vote an appropriation for
the enquiry. At the close of the
session while I was in the South. Mr.
Calder wrote me that the House had
assented and he suggested that I
lopk around for a eompetent man. I
made enquiries all along the %oad
from Jacksonville northward, and
quite expected that at the James-
town Exposition I would succeed.
Both at Washington and New York I
continued the looking around. At
last I thought 1 had the right kind
of man located in Bauffalo. But I
arrived back in Ontario without hav-
ing succeeded beyond learning that
the proper kind of men all seemed
to have lucrative and permanent posi-
tions which they .were unwilling to
abandon for work of a temporary
nature, and I did not feel justified
in promising a permanency. When
in Toronto I went specially to see
Sir William Mulock, under whom
two years ago the telephone enquiry
was held at Ottawa by a Parliament-
ary Committee. Sir William told me
that the best man be knew of was
Mr. Dagger, but we both were under
the impression that Mr. Dagger was
still under employment in Manitoba.
When I reached home I was agree-
ably surprised to learn that Mr. Dag-
ger’s engagement with the Manitoba
Government was terminating and
that it was possible for us to secure
his services. He took prominent pa¥t
under Sir Wm. Mulock in the Otta-
wa enquiry, and his added experi-
ence in Manitoba cannot fail to make
hip additionally useful to Saskat-
chewan. He is already so thoroughly
conversant with what has been done
not only in the United States and
Canada but as well in Great Britain
that he will be able to make report
for our purpose without investigat-
ing further beyond the local condi-
tions within this Province.

‘“As I have been personally charged
with undue friendship for the Bell
Company it may not be out of place
for me to say at this time that I have
not and never have had any relations
good, bad or indifferent with the
Bell Company.

A NEW CANADIAN COIN

OTTAWA, Aug. 5.—It s
probable that with the opening
of the branch of the Royal mint
here in November or December
next, a new nickel penny may
be introduced into the Canadian
coinage.

It is felt that there is a need
for a penny piece in Canada,
and a nickel coin worth two
cents would not have the disad-
vantages in respect to the cum-
bersome size and weight, which
necessitated the discarding of
the old copper penny. The use
of nickel in the Canadian coin-
age would also afford another
convenient market for the large
nickel areas now being explored
at Cobalt. The new mint will
employ about sixty men and
will turn out between sixteen
anpd twenty million coins per
year.

At present the British mint
is turning out an average of
sixteen million Canadian coins
per year.
