Ponton’s Acceunts.

On the
night of the robbery It was $36. “‘On
Sept. 11 I found, even after he had his
salary, the cheque was still in the cash.’”
This incidens was a breach of the rules
of the bank. The cheques tound in Pon-
ton’s rooms were identified. They bad
not been put in the books of the bank.
He pointed out that there was some $80
that Mr. Ponton had not accounted for.
Ponton's total rescurces were $68.50. He
paid his mether §15, A. E. Douglas $16,
W. J. Noraniles $20, Dalton & MoKay
$11, T. G. Davis 85, G. E. Mitohell &
Co. 814, J. L. Boyes $9.80. Besides pay-
ing these aocoounts, h had $80 more.
This showed that he had paid $80 more
than he had really received. He gave no
explanation. ‘‘If he made the payments
he must have had the money,’’ was the
‘exouse the inspector sald Ponton gave
him.
