Sparks From the Hive of In-
dustry on the Nashwaak.

The Mills and the Mill Hands
—Life on the West
Side.
The Big Store that Supplies a
Town—Marysville Brass
Band.

What are they doing at Maryville? Well,
T'll tell you, not so much for the benefit of
the people of Fredericton who may read it,
as for the numerous readers ot Tig GLEANER
who huve not as yet visited this busy town,
~—a bive of industry.

The oldest institution, and the one I will
first call your attention to is the saw mill,
known as

The “0ld MiNn>"
This mill was built when Mr. Gibson pur-
chased the place; but he has made so many
changes in the structure and improvements
in machinery that, as it stands at present,
bardly a trace of the original remains and
we can say at once, be built it.

It contains four gangs, of eight saws to a
gang, four gang edgers, and the required
amount of tiimmers and slab cutters. The
machinery is driven by the celebrated and
well known turbine water wheels manufac-
tared by Jas. Harris & Co., St. John, with
these wheels and an abundance of water,
steam bas to take a second place asa motor,
bot| gard to economy and power.
ruce logs, which is the principal

lumbc.uwn. are floated down the stream,
bauléd upinto the mill by a pateat friction
wheel and landed on the ‘“‘bed.” Here they
are overlooked by “Dave’’ or “John,” a:
the case may be, and if not too long are
then rolled over to the gang. The gang
men, of which there are three, now take
charge of them and without a second's
time for thought, and as it were by magic,
tell just how to place them 8o as to get the
~est and greatest amount of deals. Now we
find them sawn up, they have passed through
the gfng and are left to the tender mercies
of the edgers. These, as their name implies,
take off the edges; perbaps if the deals are
too wide or seamy, split them and send them
on 1o the trimmers and markers. Here the
markers examine them, the trimmers cut off
the ends, and bhaving the lengths in feet
marked on them away they go to the river
again, baving left the stream at one side of
the mill as logs, and reaching it on the other
as deals or boards, ready for the
Foremont rlna-w :l“ Markets of the

The slabs and edgings are placed on a train
of cars, and propelled by a strong horse, go
on their way to the lath mill.

Another mill containing vne gang, edger
and necessary equipment, where the work is
carried on as above described, wasbuilt by
Mr. Gibson from the foundation. This mill
is complete in all respects and has the name
“Chawpion of New Brunewick,” having
8awn, as a test, eleven thousand feet of
spruce in an bour.

These two mills employ upwards of one
hundred men, and each gang, taking the
lowest figures, cuts one hundred thousand
feet per week, but remember, these figures
are the lowest.

These, as well as the other lumber depart-
ments, are under the direct supervision of
Alex, Gibson, Jr. With his knowledge of
the business, and = bhis tact and
energy, which like a mantle bas fallen
from the shoulders of futher to son, every
thing moves like clock work, and the
moltto seems Lo be, “good machinery, good
work, and the best results to employer and

~employed.”” The mill wrights are Richard
:Staples and John Hazlewood, both veterans
dn thefr profession, and know the various
parts of the machinery, as a hand knows
«its members. Mr. Staples bas inveoted
.several useful pieces of machinery, which he
+will no doubt be happy to describe to any
+one who enquires. The filers are the most
,skillful that can be got, and have the repu-
1ation of cutting the smoothest and most
regular lumber that goes into the Liverpool
wmarket, which we may call the greatest
anart in existence.

Many of the mill hands

thave been with Mr. Gibson from twenty to
thirly years. Iwon'tdwell on this, but just
say it speaks volumes for manufucturer and
men. Itwould not do to pass on, without
& few words about the foreman, Jacob Lib-
by, Esq. He has been in Mr. Gibson's em-
ploy about thirty-three years. During that
time he has constructed all the dams and
piers on the Nashwaak,— the piers of the
Grand Falls, Aroostook and Woodstock
bridges on the N. B. Railway, and that he
knows how to do it, the severe tests which
they have stood from ice and logs, are am-
ple evidence.

The grist mill, equal, if not superior to
aay in the province, another enterprise of
Mr. Gibsoo’s, is under the care of Josiah
Lint. Mr. Lint has the honor of winning
several exhibition prizes for flour and meal.

Now, if you are not too tired we will go
back to the ““Old"mill and follow the cars
and their loads of edgings

Alexander, of St. Stephen; his son William
Jooks after the saws, having a8 assistant

7 John Dunbar Hugh Alexauder is mill-
wright and Wm. Atcheson engineer. Dur-
fog the summer they saw laths and in win-
ter shingles. There dre three patent luth
machines, several ghingle wachines, slab
tables, butters, whi trim the ends of the
bunches of laths, and sll the other necessi-
ties which are required to make it whatil is,
a first clase mill. The fle-room contains,
besides other machinery, a Meely and Gas-
kin automatic grinder, made at Fairville;
and anotber by Hodgson, of Amherst, N. 8.
Mr. Alexander says they do their work well
and are perfectly satisfactory. As an ex-
ample of the filers' work and how fast saws

get dull, Mr. Alexander told me that during
the t fivo weeksa saw wore in diameter
2} inches. The great freshet of the spring

covered the logs with fine sand which dulls
the sawk very quickly. The work of lath
sawing is carried on very methodically.
Every man at his post, doing his work quick-
1y and in the best manoer; and to stand at
the end of the row of machines and watch
the men is like watching the skillful man-
wwuvres of & regiment at drill.
Itis n Veritable Bee Hive.

The daily out-put o an average 18 125 thou-
sand of laths, but 134 thousand has been cut
in tea bours. There are 50 men employed.
The motive power is supplied by an engine
of 130 H. P., and week in and week ot this
mill grinds away, giving good returas to
the owner and good wages to the bands.

Well, as we are at the lath mill, we will
go up the hill and visi¢ the ‘“store.”” We'll
wait a mioute till these teams get past,
some going to the factory with raw cotton,
or new machines, others coming from it
with maoufactured goods of all kinds that
can be made from colwn, luch as shirtings
aond sheetil b and
many other varieties which I can't name.
Now, they are past, we will get over the
railway before there is another jam and we
are

1nto the Store.

Everything that man requlreu for comfort,
luxury and necessity is here in endless pro-
fusion; and it is needless to add that the
many clerks find their time for chat limited,
yet with the great rush, which is not for &
day or week, but from New Years all

\mrangh the circle of months till New Year's
gain and again, a perfect record is kept, all
come and get and are satisfied. Let a per-
son stand on the hill and look over the town
aod say, “I have got to provide the neces-
sary supplies for all the people for only to-
morrow.” “Where will I begio?’ ‘How
will T plan it 2o that all may get what they
«rant?’ When he begins to figure up and
calculate the endless lines of groceries,

wearables, ete,, ete., he will get a faint con-
ceptiou of the wonderful (I will suy wonder-
ful, for no other word conveys the iucu)
skill, with which Mr. Wibson plans and
executes. Then when hLe adds to-morrow,
to-morrow, till year after year is made up,
be will get a weak view into the laubyrinth
of business which Mr. Gibson manages

In this Line of Supply A
Seeing the necessity of separating the
grocery aud dry goods departments be has
in course of erection and nearing comple-
tion, a large brick store.

It stands at the corner of the street lead-
ing to the bridge, and faces the street which
runs past the residence of Mr. Gibson. The
whole length is 80 feet and 32 feet wide. It
isbuilt of brick and trimmed with Marye-
ville freestone which gives ita fine appear-
ance. The lower flat, thestore proper, ruos
the whole width of the building back, for
three quarters the length or about sixty
feet, and is fourteen feet high. The ceiling
is finely moulded, and finished and support-
ed by five tastetully ornamented iron
colums. The
Whole Front of the Stors is Plate Glasy,
setin frames of southern pine. Two of the
panes are 8 by 12 feet each, and the other
two which form the sidea of an alcove or en-
trance to the door are 4 by 12 feet each. A
beautiful cornice ‘runs atong the tops of the
rows of shelves, all round the room, adding
greatly to its beauty.

The mills owned and operated by Simmons
& Burpee on the Tobique river were get on
fire on Tuesday of this week during a severe
storm of thunder and lightning, but the men
being on the spot put the fireout. On Wed-
nesday morning they were agaio discovered
to be on fire and all efforts to save them
proved fruitless, and they were burned to
the ground together with all their contents,
consjating in part of two runs of stones,
rotary saw, two uew shingle machines, clap-
board and lath machines, about 200 bushels
of wheat, 300 of buckwheat, part of which
belonged to Mr. Boour, the miller. The luss
is quite s heavy one at this season, as they
bave lumber on hand to have kept the mill
running the whole season. The grist mill
will be a great loss to the farmera. Loss
about $7,000; insured for $3,000. The mill
will be 1ebuilt immediately. During the
storm one of the men was knocked down
and another had his boot tora from his foot.
The mill employed from fifteen to tweaty
baunds.

Tee grave of the ficst man buried in the
old graveyurd was vpened yesterduy. Ace
cording to well autbeuticnted informativn
the ficst burinl ia this ballowed spot wns:
tiat of w young officee in Mis Mujesty's rei-
t, Sir Authony Forester, about the year

1788—nlmost one Lundred years ago. No
tombstone  or memorial mark  of
any kind  located the  site  of
the grave. No mound was even visible but
the facts in connection with the burial and

the grave bave been handed down purely by
trudition. Lust summer the site of the grave
was warked by City Clerk Beckwith, on in-
formation be then received from Mr. Chas.
Moffat. Mr. Beckwith states that last sum-
mer when they were talking of closing the
graveyard, Mr. Moffat took bim to the spot
of Forster's grave, showing him the exact
location. Mr. Moffut had received his in-
formation from the late John Biggs who
lived in Fredericton when the officer was
buried. Moffatt tells that Biggs caretully
cautioned bim not to forget the site of the
grave as it was the first grave in the old
grounds. Itison the right hand side of the
road from the main gate, on the risiug
knoll not far distant from the late Joseph
Myshrall's grave. About three or four paces
off are the graves of the firat rector of Fred-
ericton, Dr. Ceok and his son, both of whom
were drowued in crossing the river from St.
Mary's in  the year 1705. Forster was
buried by Dr. Cook, according to
the tradition, some six or seven years
previous to this. Mayor Fenety, in
his address to the citizens last year,
suggested the erection of a monumental
stone here. Yesterday & couple of men
were set Lo work digging on the traditional
spot among the briars and taogled grass.
So accurateiy had the location of the grave
beem defined that the men struck the two
crumbled sides of the coffia exactly in line
with their digging. The outliae of the cof-
fin could be faintly traced. Theskull anda
few of the larger boues of the body were un-
earthed, but, with the exception of the skull
the bones Lad nearly entirely wasted away,
The charred remnants of a silver coffia plate
was found among the bones, but no inscrip-
tion was traceable. One side of the plate,
the side probably uext tv the coffin, present-
ed quite & swooth surface. The cave has
been filled in again and the erection of &
moouument will be next in order.
