NEW YEAR BEGUN BADLY

By a Number of People Who Had to 
Face the Magistrate This Morning 
—Old Bob King, Accused of 
Arson, Allowed to Go.

The first session of the Police 
Court for 1902 was a rather long 
one, thirteen cases occupying the 
Magistrate's attention. Old Bob King 
started Ills Police Court record for 
the new year by being charged with 
arson. According >to his own state­
ment, King arrived from somewhere 
In New Y’ork Slate on Tuesday night, 
and went to his domicile on Napier 
street. The weather being quite 
cold, Bob proceeded to light a fire 
in the grate of the front room, and 
he piled on the fuel with such vigor 
that the fire blazed up so merrily as 
to attract the attention of passers- 
by. These reported to the police that 
the house was on fire, and when P. C. 
James Clark arrived he found the 
sparks flying briskly around the 
room, aud it was a wonder that the 
Whole place was not burned down. 
The constable quickly doused the fire 
with several pu il au f water, much to 
Bob's iudignatiuu/^mwii'l that from 
a nice, warm room tlxb pbliceman had 
turned it into a skating rink. Sev­
eral witnesses were called, and Bob 
cross-examined them with much zest. 
The Magistrate dismissed the case, 
but commended the action of the 
police in putting out the fire. He 
warned Bob not to repeat tills dan­
gerous pastime, and explained tv him 
ilie law concerning the building of 
fire* in a room.

W. J. BeckUigham. No. 183 Barton 
street east, has an unfortunate habit 
of knocking his wife around, and in 
fact, is out on suspended sentence 
on a charge of this kind. On Satur­
day night, according pj his wife's 
story, he was under the influence cxf 
liquor, luid when he arrived home 
proceeded to give an exhibition of 
his knocking out ability. She said ho 
struck lier on the back aud on the 
head, and to make matters worse, 
lilt ids little eight year old sou 
with much force in the face. Thê lit­
tle fellow was in court and had a 
very black eye. The prisoner's story 
was that his wife hud aggravated 
him and was always 'throwing it in 
his teeth” that he was out ou sus­
pended sentence. He denied striking 
lier and said lie only pushed her 
away from him. He did not recollect 
striking the cnild. He was remanded 
for a wees. His wife is willing to 
take su mucin a week ami look alter 
her family and herself, and if this 
arrangement is made, there will pro­
bably be no further action taken.

Mary Jones sat in the prisoners’ 
duck charged with'being drunk. She 
wore a seaiette coat and was rather 
stylishly dressed, and looked differ­
ent from the ordinary class of drunks 
who sit there. P. U. liai abridge found 
her helpless on the street. Her 
Slur3 was that she was subject to 
epileptic fits, and she was suffering 
from the effect» of one of these when 
she was arrested. She has been up 
before several Limes charged wlui 
drunkenness and liquor lias been 
found uni, her. The Magistrate al­
lowed her u> go as he considered lier 
punishment hud been sufficient.

Leonard Boylan, No. 101 York 
street, was charged with theft. It 
U* alleged that he stoic a quan­
tity ol iron from Copp Bros. & Co., 
amounting in all to about 8.000 lbs. 
He was caught in Brantford and 
brought here by Detective Coul­
ter. His arrest was duo to the 
energetic work of the Chief. It is 
said that the bookkeeper for 
Copp Bros, saw the prisoner uu- 
loauiug a quantity of «lies and other 
pieces of iron at the warehouse of 
tine Hamilton Rag & Metal Co. on 
Tuesday. It is stated that Boy- 
lan stole tba stuff on Monday night, 
ami took Cupp Bros.’ lorry to iuivl 
it away with, nod then deposited it 
uto a vacant lo.t. Tine next morn­
ing lie hired a carter to take the 
stuff away again, and had it weigh­
ed upon the city scales before tak­
ing it to the Hamilton Rag & Metal 
Co. The dies and iron are valued 
at nearly $1,000. He was remanded 
until to-morrow.V

W. Glenn, a funaHSkboy, was charged 
with stealing a bunch of keys, the 
property of Hon. Justice Robert­
son. He pleaded not guilty, and 
nsfcgd to be tried by the Magistrate. 
His iftory was that lie had found 
the keys, which hay been dropped 
by some tuilkmayi. A number of 
witnesses testified nlbout the keys 
being missing. They were the keys 
of the barn, and boys’ footprints were 
discovered in the snow, just outside 
tine barn door, about the time the 
keys were missed. Mr. H. H. Rob­
ertson said that It was not the 
value of the keys which brought 
Mm to the Police Court, but the 
fact that they had been greatly 
annoyed by rowdies trespassing 
around the property on Upper John 
street, and were unable to get 
police protection. The Magistrate 
conel<1 ered that the evidence was 
not strong enough to convict the 
boy, and as there was a doubt he 
gave Glenn the benefit of it.
