Strychnine to Children About Brigh-
ton Thirty-five Years Ago—Con-
victed of Murder, But Had Sentence
Commuted.

London, Sept. 20.—By the death of
a woman from senile decay in the Broad-
moor Lunatic Asylum this week one of
the most extraordinary crimes in judi-
cial annals was recalled.

Christiana Edmunds, a  well-educated
woman- in easy circumstances, lived with
her mother at Brighton.  She forméd
the acquaintance, as a patient, of a local
medican man and his wife.

After a period, during which the Ed-
munds woman’s friendship for the doc-
tor developed into a passion, the doc-
tor’s wife died under circumstances sug-
gesting that she had been poisoned by
eating sweetmeats. About a month
passed, during which suspicion grew
that Miss Edmunds had poisoned the
woman out of jealousy.

Thereupon, with systematic cunning,
she entered upon a scheme of distri-
buting poisoned chocolates to divert sus-
picion from herself.  She sent a bay |
she met in the street to buy chocolate
creams at certain confectioners’. These
she doctored with strychnine and then
returned - them to the shop to be ex-
changed for another kind.

The unsuspecting confectioner made
the . change and resold the poisoned
chocolates to another customer named
Barker, one of whose children died with-
in a few hours atter eating them.

YNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

'NY even numbered section of Dominion
Lands in Manitoba or the North-West
Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserved,
may be homesteaded by any person the sole
head of the family, or male over 18 ycars of
age, to the extent of onme-quarter seciion, of
150 acres, more or less.
Application for homstead entry must be
made in person by the applicant at the of-
fice of the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry
by xmxy may, however, be made on certain
conditions by the father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother, or sister of an intending home-
steades.
An application for entry or inspection made
personally at any Sub-agent's office may be
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent,
at the expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant on receipt of the
telegram such application is to have priority
and the land will be held until the neces-
sary papers to complete the transaction are
received by mall.
In cese of “‘personation’ the entry will be
1 lled and the will

iiy
torfeit all priority of claim.
An application for inspection must be
made In person. The applicant must be eli-
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap-
plication for inspection will be received froin
an individual until that application has basy
disposed of.
A homesteader whose entry is In good
standing and not liable to concellation, may,
subject to approva! of Department, reln-
quish it in favor of father, mother sou,
daughter, brother or sister, if eligible, Lut
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban-
donment.
Where an entry is summarily cancelled,
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to ine
stitutlon of cancellation proccedings, the ap-
plicant for inspection will be entitled o prior
right of entrv.
Applicants for inspection must state in what
particulars the homesteader is in” aefault,
and if subsequently the statement is found
be incorrect in material particulars the
applicant will lose any prior right of re-
entry, should the land become vacant, or it
entry has been granted it may be summarily
cancelled.
DUTIES—A eettler is required to perform
‘he conditions under one of ihe follow!ng
vians:—
(1) At least six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land In eaca year dur-
ixe the term of three years.
(2) It the father (or mother, if the father
is deceused). of a homesteadar resides upon
a farm in the vicinity of the land
for by such homesteader the requirc
to residence may be satisfied Ly su
residing with the father or meo
(3) If the settler has his ver: ent resi-
dence upon. farming land owned by him in
the vicinity of his homestead, the require-
ment may be satisfied by residence upon such
land
Before making application for patent the
settler must give six months’ notice in writ-
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands
at Ottawa, of his intention to do so.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age,
or over, having discovered mineral in place,
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,5% feet
The fee for recording a claim is $
At least $100 must be expended on the claim
each year or pald to the mining recorder in
lleu’ théreof. When $500 has been expended
or pald, the iocator may, upon having a
survey made, and upon complying with other
requirements, purchase the lapnd at §1 per
acre.
The patent provides for the payment of &
royalty of 2% per cent. on the sales,
Placer mining claims generally are 100 feet
square; entry fee $5, renewable yearly
An applicant may obtain two leases to0
dredge for gold of flve miles each for a term
of twenty years, renewable the discretion
of the Minister of the Interior.
The lessee shall have a drodge in opera-
tion within one season from the date of the
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy-
alty at the rate of 21 per cent. collected on
the output after it exceeds $10,000.
