Hon Mr. Blake said that, from the state- 
ments of the St. Croix Cotton Company, it 
appeared that the company owed the Gov- 
ernment $30,000 for customs duties. If, as 
had been stated, the Government had a 
superior lien upon the mill and machinery, 
the stockholders of the company and those 
who had loaned money upon the security of 
the Company’s property were interested in 
knowing what the real facts of the case 
were. If $30,000 were due for customs 
duties to the Government, then it was clear 
that the rules of the customs department, as 
laid down by the Minister of Customs, had 
been transgressed.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said that possibly there 
was a large quantity of machinery stored in 
the mill that had not yet been used.

Mr. Abbott moved that the House go into 
committee on the Pacific Railway and 
Credit Valley Railway bill.

Mr. Cameron (Huron) raised a question 
as to whether the paid solicitor or advocate 
of one of the companies interested could 
promote the passage of such a bill.

After some discussion the Speaker ruled 
that Mr. Abbott could move to advance the 
bill but could not vote. •

Mr. Casgrain took the floor and kept it 
until the hour for private bills had passed.

Mr. Charlton’s bill to punish seduction 
was then taken up but objection was taken 
that it was not printed in French, and the 
debate was again adjourned.

The House then went into committee on 
Mr. Casgrain’s bill to prevent fraud in re- 
lation to public contracts, and after a 
discussion the motion to rise without report- 
ing was carried by a straight party vote.

Mr. Cameron’s bill to extend the pro- 
visions of the act respecting offences against 
the person was defeated by 86 to 65 and the 
House adjourned.

New Brunswick Legislature.
FREDERICTON, March 6.

Mr. Stockton introduced a bill to incor- 
porate the trustees of Owen art gallery; Mr. 
Quinton, a bill to amend the law relating to 
rates and taxes in the Municipality of St. 
John; also, a bill to amend Chap. 99, of 
Statutes, relating to said Municipality.

Mr. Humphrey introduced a bill to enable 
Moncton to borrow money to build a market.

The debate on the budget was concluded 
by Mr. McLeod who attacked the Govern- 
ment for failing to carry out promised 
reform and for their action in the matter of 
the St. John Exhibition. The House then 
went into Committee of Supply and passed 
one or two items.

FREDERICTON, March 7.
In reply to Mr. Black, the Provincial 

Secretary said it was not the intention of 
the Government to appropriate any part of 
the grant in the estimates for deaf and 
dumb institutions to the one at Saint John.

The members of the Government pro- 
mised that papers and information on 
various subjects asked for would be brought 
down.

In supply the item for the purchase of the 
working dairy which is to be leased to some 
parties in Sussex was passed without oppo- 
sition. The item of $4,000 for the stock 
farm was carried after some criticism from 
McLeod, Hanington, Adams and others.

The bill to incorporate the Owen Art 
Gallery was favorably reported on by the 
Bill Committee. X

. FREDERICTON, March 8.
The Government’s management of the 

St. John Exhibition was the subject of dis- 
cussion during most of to-day’s session. 
Mr. Wetmore contended that the taking of 
the control of the Exhibition from the Board 
of Agriculture and placing it in the hands 
of a commission was unconstitutional ; that 
there was very great extravagance in con- 
nection with it, and that if properly managed 
there would have been a surplus instead of 
a deficit. Mr. Blair disputed the correctness 
of Wetmore’s law on this subject and point- 
ed out that the circumstances which led to 
the deadlock in Exhibition management 
and the appointment of a commission were 
brought about by the action of the ex- 
Attorney General. The matter was still 
under discussion when the House adjourned.

FREDERICTON, March 10.
The debate on the Exhibition item was 

resu med by McLeod who tried to make it 
appear that the Solicitor General and Mr. 
Ellis were responsible for the refusal of 
Portland to contribute towards the Exhibi- 
tion. Mr. Ellis in voply charged McLeod 
with having sacrificed his colleagues in the 
Government in an attempt to create political 
support for himself. He showed clearly 
that for any troubles that had arisen the 
ex-Attorney General was responsible. Hon.

Hon. Mr. Vail, followed, showing by 
figures that the taxation of the Maritime 
Provinces was much higher under the pre- 
sent tariff than appeared by the revenue For 
trade returns. He dealt fully with Sir 
Leonard Tilley’s broken promises that the 
taxation and expenditure should not be in- 
creased if he was entrusted with power. The 
election of 1882 had been sprung upon the 
country, and the victory of the Government 
candidates in Nova Scotia was no test of 
popular opinion there in respect to the re- 
suits of the present tariff. High duties im- 
posed upon provisions, clothing and machi- 
nery used by coal miners more than counter- 
balanced any benefits which that class could 
possibly derive from duty on coal. He 
stated that if, as the Tories contended, 
Canada was being made a slaughter market 
for American goods in 1878, the Lower 
Provinces were now being made a slaughter, 
market by the manufacturers of Ontario and 
Quebec. These manufacturers were now 
instructing their agents to cut prices to 
customers in New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia, in order to crush out whatever local 
industries had been established in these 
provinces.

Mr. Stairs argued that the farmers of Nova 
Scotia had been benefited greatly by the in- 
creased mining and manufacturing indus- 
tries brought into existence in that province 
by the N. P.

Mr. Armstrong, as a farmer, condemned 
the present tariff as a fraud and a failure.

Mr. Irvine said that last year oats in his 
county were worth 50 cents per bushel and 
the people were asked to give credit to the 
Finance Minister for the high prices they 
were receiving. This year oats were worth 
only 27 cents. How was this? He had 
been receiving letters lately inquiring what 

was wrong with Tilley and his N. P. that 
the price of oats had been allowed to de- 
cline so heavily? Could not a twist be 
given to the N. P. so as to send the price up 
to 50 cents again? If this could be done 
the imposture that had been practised would 
be found out. Last year the member for 
Northumberland (Mitchell) had stated that 
the lumbering industry was burdened by the 
present tariff, inasmuch as pork, oats, flour 
and clothing were taxed. The member for 
Gloucester (Burns) had denied that any of 
these articles were taxed and a few minutes 
afterwards, the member for South Essex 
(Wigle) had asserted that the farmers of 
Canada had reaped large advantages from 
taxes imposed by the Government on pork. 
Now, which of these Tory oracles was to be 
believed?

After remarks by Mr. Moffatt and Mr. 
Taylor, the House went into committee on 
the tariff resolutions.

Hon. Mr. Blake contended that it was un- 
just to place a duty upon packages in which 
crockery was brought into the country.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said it was part of the 
protective policy.

Mr. Orton thought the Government should 
impose a duty upon barrels in which flour 
was imported from the United States.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell protested against such 
a proposition as monstrous. Taxes upon 
breadstuff’s should never have been imposed 
if it could be avoided, and such a proposi- 
tion to tax flour barrels was calculated to 
run protection into the ground. It was too 
ridiculous to require refutation. The duty 
imposed upon crockery packages was in

ing a parallel line, which would destroy the 
profit of the road, they were compelled to 
accept the offer ; that since that time it has 
been ascertained that instead of the I. C. R. 
costing $24,000 per mile it has actually cost 
about $40,000 per mile, entirely destroying 
the base of settlement. He showed that 
New Brunswick had to pay the contractors, 
Clarke, Buntin & Co., $644,000 of that sum, 
leaving only $250,000* for New Brunswick, 
although New Brunswick had to pay the 
contractors $400,000, being $150,000 more 
than New Brunswick received. He explain- 
ed that the Government had since enter- 
tained claims on the I. C. R. to the contrac- 
tors that were at first refused and paid them ; 
that New Brunswick had made great sacri- 
fices to develop the country by means of 
railroads; some of these roads were truly 
Intercolonial, others feeders to the Inter- 
colonial to the advantage of the Dominion 
road; that New Brunswick had, in fact, ex- 
pended in railways since Confederation in 
money, and lands computed at $1 per acre, 
and roads contracted for, the large sum of 
$6,000,000. He hoped for these consider- 
tions that the clause of $150,000, with in- 
terests, should be paid without delay. The 
motion was carried.

Mr. Mulock moved for copies of all letters 
of complaint respecting the conduct of 
Major General Luaid, at Coburg or else- 
where, sent by Lieut. Col. A. T. Williams, 
M.P., or any person or persons to the Gov- 
ernment or any member thereof. This 
motion caused a long and tedious discussion, 
in which Messrs. Wright, Haggart, Mac- 
Master, Robertson (Hasting), Coursol, Bosse, 
Landry, O’Brien and Woodworth took part. 
The motion was finally withdrawn.

OTTAWA, March 11.
In the House of Commons to-day, Mr. 

McLean introduced a bill to amend the 
Seaman’s Act of 1873, and the Act respect- 
ing certificates to masters and mates of 
ships, of 1874, so as to apply certain pro- 
visions thereof to Canadian and foreign 
going ships of over one hundred tons regis- 
ter, instead of one hundred and fifty tons 
register. He explained that it was proposed 
to make it necessary that foreign going 
ships should have masters and mates hold- 
ing certificates the same as coasting vessels.

Hon. Mr. McLean moved to introduce 
another bill to amend the Act, respecting 
inquiries and investigations into shipwrecks 
and other matters, as to the power of the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries in certain 
cases reported to him under the Act. He 
said it was the intention that courts of in- 
quiry should send their reports to the Min- 
ister without making it public, as sometimes 
it was found necessary that their reports 
should be revised by the Minister. The 
bill was read a first time.

In reply to Mr. Weldon, Honorable Mr. 
McLean said this would not interfere with 
the right of any person to appeal to the 
Minister from the decision of the court of 
inquiry.

Sir Leonard Tilley moved to introduce a 
bill to amend the Consolidated Insurance 
Act of 1877, with respect to companies trans- 
acting the business of life assurance, under 
the title of (co-operative life insurance
