Detective After Him.— F. Jefferson Hall 
reached this city from Boston where he had 
been implicated in violations of the law and 
registered at the Barker. His profile and 
descrij^/ii had been forwarded to detective 
Roberts who kept him under survilliance. 
Having no order to arrest the man, Hall 
was allowed to go. On Wednesday morning 
Detective Geo. M. Robinson of the Boston 
police reached here but his bird had flown. 
His mail had been ordered back to Albany 
and a despatch was sent from here to arrest 
the man who called for his mail at that 
office,

Floating In The River.— Voy and Logan, 
two young men of St. Marys, report that on 
Saturday they saw the body of a man float­
ing in the river, passing under the highway 
bridge at the third span from the St. Marys 
shore. From the current it is supposed 
that the body has either lodged under the 
rafts just above Babbits mill or will be 
found in the Gill boom. Both young men 
are respectable and can be treated with the 
fullest confidence. No one appears to know 
anything about a drowning up river within 
the past fortnight. A body in the water for 
a longer time than that during the warm 
weather would not float. It is believed that 
the young men were mistaken as nothing 
has been seen although search has been 
made.

STARTLING DISAPPEARANCE
William Smith’s Child Lost at Dealt 

Settlement.

Considerable talk has been excited on ac­
count of the mysterious disappearance of 
a child at Doak Settlement, two miles below 
the city, on Saturday last. The lost child 
is an infant of but nineteen months. Wil­
liam Smith, the father, to a farmer and on 
Saturday afternoon was working in front 
of the house, about fifty rods away. He 
went to the house to get a drink and gave 
the child some milk to drink. It sat on the 
doorstep to drink it. The mother called it 
into the house but it did not go and she 
closed the door which on account of being 
too large did not shut closely. In about 
fifteen minutes after the child was missing 
and np to the present has not been heard of. 
The neighbors at once began a search and 
some forty or fifty persons have been scour­
ing the woods all week. The city council 
took the matter in hand and Phillips and 
Roberts were sent down. Their finding was 
similar to the statement given. Several 
theories are advanced. Some say that it 
has been stolen by tramps while for a day 
or two the general talk was that the child 
had been devoured by bears. On Thursday 
afternoon aid. Farrell and the police went 
down to the scene of the disappearance, but 
failed to find any clue. It is advanced by 
several that the child on account of its age 
would not be likely to travel far and would 
not be able to get to the woods by the time 
it was missed. Others say that it would not 
be seen crossing the fields, though there 
were farmers in neighboring fields, as it 
might go along the fence or in the dead 
farrows and would then be hidden by the 
ridges of ground.

Mr. Smith is well known to most of the 
citizens as for many years he was mail 
carrier for the 1.8. C. He went with his 
family to Doak settlement about two years 
since. There are four other children.

While at Smith's on Thursday afternoon, 
the house was searched from top to bottom 
by aid. Farrell and the police yet they failed 
to discover any clue. The mother was 
subjected to a rigid cross examination and 
reiterated the statement as given above. 
Mr. Smith was told of the rumors in cir­
culation that either himself or wife had 
dealt unfairly with the child and he was 
recommended to put himself in the hands 
of the police magistrate and to ask for the 
fullest investigation. He appeared at the 
court on Friday morning and did so. Be­
fore the police left the house on Thursday, 
Mrs. Smith was asked : “If you knew that 
you were to be called to-night to meet your 
God, could you conscientiously say that 
the statement you have made respecting the 
disappearance of your child is true ? ’’ She 
replied that she could.

A report was in circulation that a former 
resident of the settlement named Snape, 
was seen with his dog in the vicinity of the 
house about the time that the child disap­
peared and a request was made by Mr. 
Smith that the police magistrate should ask 
the chief of police of St. John to visit his 
house and see how many children were 
there.

All sorts of rumors are prevalent but 
nothing in the shape of a clue has been 
reached. Mr. Smith tells the story of the 
disappearance plainly and removes all 
doubt from the mind of a listener. Mrs. 
Smith, who is not strong, being subject to 
epileptic fits, does not show as much sorrow 
as a healthy woman would do, and this is 
interpreted by some to be against her. She 
however, tells her story plainly and does 
not deviate in the least from the first state­
ment made by her.

THE MCADAM ROBBERIES.
Grant and Nason to Stand Trial at next 

County Court.

On Friday night, the 30th ult., policemen 
Roberts and Phillips went to McAdam 
Junction and in the morning visited the 
yard of the machine shop where in a few 
minutes they created something of a sensa­
tion by shackling several young men to the 
nearest telegraph poles. A short time 
since the Junction House and H. Dins- 
more’s shop were entered at night and 
cigars, porter and other property stolen and 
destroyed.

A complaint was lodged against Otto 
Grant, Percy Grant, Melbouru Nason and 
John Shea, and their trial began on Mon­
day before Mr. Marsh and finished on 
Thursday. Griffin, â night watchman testi­
fied that he heard a noise in Densmore’s 
shop about twelve o’clock on the night of 
the burglary and that he hid himself in 
some weeds near the building, that he saw 
one of the Grants and Nason come out of 
the building, that one said to the other: 
“ We made a good haul this time." When 
cross examined by A. J. Gregory, counsel 
for the defence, he said that he was not on 
good terms with either Grant or Nason’s 
father. Shea and Percy Grant were 
acquitted, the others were sent up to county 
court. Mr. Gregory, will, however, have 
them brought before a judge under the pro­
visions of the speedy trials act.

HIGH LEVEL ROAD.
A Publie Work that will Benefit all the 

Hirer Parishes.

The road through Douglas to Keswick has 
long been a favorite with the up river 
farmers especially when they had heavy 
loads to and from town as it was very level. 
There was one place, however, that was al­
ways dreaded ; that was the piece of road 
that crossed the farms of Jos. Hawkins, 
John Williams, Mrs. Scott and Dr. F. M. 
Brown. All through the spring and fall 
freshets it was flooded and full of holes. 
Farmers from Queensbury, Southampton, 
Bright and Douglas felt safe when they 
got their teams through without breaking a 
leg. Bad as it was it became ten times 
worse when the railway was built. Teams 
had then to cross the track and recross it on 
this mile of road and trains could not al­
ways be seen. As they ran close to and 
above the road horses that would face the 
train on a level always became frightened 
and if they could not be kept on the road 
there was a fall over the side of about four 
feet and then there was the river. All will 
remember the narrow escape made here by 
Frank Bird and several ladies who accom­
panied him last spring. His horse, a valu­
able one, was dashed to pieces and the 
sleigh strewed in fragments along the track. 
Many farmers tell of having to haul their 
loads on the railroad track for a hundred 
yards or so, bumping over the sleepers, till a 
cut could be made across the fields. Every­
one who drove the road felt relieved when 
this dangerous spot was passed.

The late Geo. L. Hatheway had a new 
road surveyed on the eve of an election, 
but failed to do the work when he was re­
turned to power. The Fraser government 
also undertook the work but contented 
themselves with patching a few holes. The 
Blair government, who fotight a bridge 
across the river so that people could get to 
the city without haying to wait the tardy 
motions of ferry boats, saw that this road 
was a crying evil to the people of the east­
ern side of the river, and that if the cost 
would be large it was necessary that the 
work be done and done before one or more 
lives were sacrificed.

Thos. H. Colter, M. P. P., whose road dis­
trict took in this particular portion of high­
way, showed the government the necessity 
of constructing a road on a high level that 
would do away with all crossing of the rail­
way, and that would not be inundated with 
each rise of the river. The matter was dis­
cussed and the government sanctioned Mr. 
Colter’s ideas of the best way to get over the 
difficulty.

A road, one mile long, to being cut across 
the above mentioned farms. It will have 
six bridges and eight culverts, several of the 
bridges being of stone. For one hundred 
and fifty yards the road has been wharfed 
with hemlock and railed, similar to the 
work done by the C. P. R. at the same place. 
The road machine has been set at work and 
will complete the road in a few weeks, mak­
ing a highway twenty feet wide and doing 
away with the very steep hill at the track 
crossing. The road from this city to Keswick 
will now be comparatively level, the rail­
way will not have to be crossed, there will 
be no danger from the water, and in few 
words a work will be done that must com­
mend itself to all. This is only another in­
stance of the deference paid to the wishes 
of the people by the local government, and 
a work that had been shunned for years by 
preceding governments has been well un­
dertaken and will be well finishedunder the 
Blair regime and through the industry of 
Mr. Colter. _______________
