According to all reports, ftoo,
the quality will be of a high average.
Being 70 per cent. larger and command-
ing prices that rule at least 40 per cent
higher, this year’s crop will be worth
nearly two and a half times as much
as lagt year’'s. In money value, if
prices keep up, it will be worth at least
$25,000,000 more. This is a tremendous
increase for a single commodity in one
year. Of course, as was indicated
above, it is not all due to increased
produnction. Its value has been swollen
by the great rise in price. That rise is
the result’ of shortage abroad, both
stocks and crops in Earopsan countries
being light, Thp jatest estimate of
the world’s yield is that of the Hune«
garian Ministry of Agricalture, publish-
ed last week. This places the world,s
total yield in the present year at about
2,111,220,000 bushels. Adding to this
the estimated stocks on haund, the
Huogarian statisticians find the total
supply amounts to 2,387,000,000 bushels
at the very utmost. This is rather
more than what the Liverpool Corn
Trade News makes out of the state of
supplies. It ealculates that the pro

duct of this harvest will not bring the
world’s supply up to more than 2,372,-
800,000 bushels, as against 2,384,300,000
Sughals lagh year. Burope alonme, ac:
cording to the same anthority, will
have a crop less than last year's by
nearly two hnpdred million bushels.

As stocks there are light enough to fill
this deficit will have to be imported,

in addition to whatever other import-
ations would have to be made in a
normal state of the crop, for Europe of
course always consumes more of wheat
tham it produces evem imthe best of
years. According to Beerbohm,s List,
an authority trusted more probably

than any other, Europs will require
from the United States and Canada
this crop year nqt less than 224,000,000
bushels. Of this, it is estimated, the
United Statesa can farnish 175,000,000
bushels from its new crop, and Can ada
at least 25,000,000 bushels. However
statisticians may differ as to the extent
of it, it appears to be beyond q uestion
that there is a very great shortage in
the total world’s crop as compared

with last year’s, and doubtless other
