Hon. F. Oliver returned to the city
Wednesday from a trip to the Yukon,
via the Mackenzie river route, the
return trip being made via the Coast.
Mr. Oliver left Edmonton on June
2nd and travelling in turn by stage,
canoe, steamer, scow and on foot,
reached Dawson on July 19th. Leav-
ing there on the 21st ult.,, he complet-
¢d the round trip to Edmonton in two
‘ays over the two months.

Made ¥ast. Trip.

Two days were occupied in getting
to the Landing by wagon. After a
day spent there, the minister, with
hig private secretary, and two boat-
men, left in a canoe, reaching the
Grand Rapids in two days. Here they
overtook Inspector Tremaine, of the
H. B, Co., who had left the Landing
hefore them. The two cances were

to an »mpty scow and the party
ran - the 18 ¥ McMurray,
reaching th .o —and a half.
From Fort mcMurray Mr. Oliverls
party proceeded by cance to Fort
Chipewyan, ‘leaving Inspector 'Tre-
maine at McMurray. - Three days were
opcupied in this part of the journey.
At Fort Chipewyan the party caught
Colin Fraser's steamer and. reached.
Smith la.nding in 13 days from Ed-
“spent atf
Grand Rapids and a da.y and a half
at McMurray.

Down the Mackenzie,

o Driving to” Fort Smith, the party
took Hislbp & Nagle’'s steamer, Eva,
to Fort Resolution, on Great Slave
Lake.” Here they transferred to the
R. €. mission steamer, St.° Marie,
whieh took them to the Arctic Red
River, the most northerly mission of
that charch. At the Red River a
steagm launch of -the H. B, Co. was
secured which towed the canoe down
the Mackenzie and up the Peel to
Fort McPherson.

Walked Across the Divide,

At Fort McPherson the canoe jour-
ney . east- of- the mountains ended:
Here were found two canoemen sent
over by the Mounted police from
Dawson-to-meet the party. Packers
were - engaged to- carry -the supplies
and ‘the ‘tramp- across the portage to
Lapierré’s house, on the Bell river,
was made in 4 1-2"'days. Thg dist-
arice 18 60 miles. The mountains- at
this’' point are’ very low, the summit
of the pass being only 2,400 . feet
above sea level. Travelling over the
pass had to be done ‘‘at night”’—that
is when the sun was lowest in the
sky—for there the party were in the
land of the midnight sun. In the
middie of the day the heat was great.

Canoed Down the Porcupine.

At Lapierre's house, two cahoes
were met and -two more men who hod
come by gasolene launch from Daw-
son. The launch had returned, leav-
ing the canoes and men to await Mr.
Oliver’s.arrival. The party proceeded
in cances down the Peel and Porcu-
pine ‘rivers to Fort Yukon, at the
Junction of the Porcupine and Yukon.
Missing a steamer here by two hours,
the party were delayed there two days
waiting  for another up-bound from
Bt. Michael’s to Dawson. The capital

of ‘the Yukon was reached on July
19th.

Leaving Dawson on July 21, White
Horse was reached on the-26th and
Va.ncouver, on August 1st, a call at
Prince Rupert being made. . From-
Vancouver Mr. Oliver crossed to Vic-
toria, -and leaving Vancouver on the
2nd, reached Edmonton on the 3rd.
Wanted to Get Acquainted With the

Great North Land. :

Interviewed Dby the Bulletin, Mr.
Ohver sald there were two main rea-
sons for the trip: One was that ‘he
might get personal and first-hand
information as to the north country
and its capabilities as a field for set-
tlement.

Timber and Fish Resources.

Though large forests of merchantable
spruce are not. frequently found,fhere
is a great .deal of this valuable timber
in the country. Fires haye tended to
replace the =pruce forests by peoplar.
Along the Athabagea- river the char-
red remains of large spruce trees are
found on-land standing thick with a
growth of young poplar. The neces-
sity of active measures to prevent the
further destruction of the spruce tim-
ber is evident.

“From Fort Good Hope to Fort

on the upper part of the delta of the
Mackenzie and alongithe Peel river
there is a_large quantity of excellent
spruee.
