A daring attempt to escape .from
Edmonton: penitentiary was made by
two of the prisoners at nine o’clock
a.m. yesterday. Boéth men were recap-
tured before they could suceeed in
passing beyond .the limits of the peni-
tentiary grounds.  Failing ‘te step at
the call of the guard:they were fired
iupon, .one of them, Jehw ‘Bradley, re-
ceiving wounds which may result in
his death, the other, Harry  Francis,
being shot in the hand. Both men,
aged respectively nineteen and twenty-
one, were sentenced together on 6th
July ta feur years for theft.and shop-
breaking. They were associated in a
number of-robberies in the city among
which was that of the Johnstone-
Walker store.

Used Plank to-Scale Wall

The two men were wcrking to-
gether yesterday with thg Mason's
gang  in the  peénitentiary grorads.
Having planned to make the attempt
at the first opportunity )hey chose. a
moment when no guard was standing
clase by and seizing a plank which
they were using in their work, made
a desperate dash for the fence which
separated them K from the outer
grounds of the penitentiary. The pur-
pose of their agbvements was detected
at once by clsf)f the guards standing
in a pogition ere he eould easily ob-
serve the gang at its work.

Planting the
plank against the high fence Bradley
attempted to.clamber aver, but re-
ceived .a bullet in his knee, one in his
thigh and one in his right side.

R. P. Ottewell of  Clavers Bar has
alregdy cut the best part of an eighty
acre field of fall wheat. The crop was
a magnificent ope and should easily
thresh .an average of thirty bushels,
and may go nearer forty. The entire
eighty acres will be cut in.a day or
two. ’

have ever been imn previous years, M.
I. Tremblay has completed the cutt-
ing of a field of/ winter wheat.

Except that the crop is a little late,
there never was promise of a richer
harvest in the Edmonton, district
While fall wheat -is about ripe, no
spring wheat will be cut until Septem-
ber 1st, a week from today. The
average yield of both spring and fall
wheat should be from 24 ta 26 bushels
an acre. No signs of rust have ap- |
peared and there has-been no damage
from hail or frost. Oats are a bigger
and better crop than ever before.
They will yield about 65 bushels cn
the average.
