The great enemies to man
I trying to live a good life were the 
orld, the flesh and the Devil. These 
irees were always at work trying to 
ull him down. Prayer, fasting and 
.editation on the great truths of re­
gion. attending the Church services 
ad approaching the Sacraments of 
enance and the Blessed Eucharist 
ould keep the three great enemies in 
abjection with the Grace and assist- 
nee of God.

n eloquent appeal to the congrega- 
ion to spend the Lenten season well.
0 practice self-denial and frequent 
lie services of the Church, and above
II to make a good confession and re- 
eive Holy Communion worthily.
Benediction of the Blessed Sacra­

ient was after the sermon imparted 
y Rev. Father O’Callaghan.
