and allowing member» on entering to take 
or be shown to any vacant seat. In 
this way the same pews would accommo­
date a much larger congregation than if 
the pews are allocated to members. The 
pew committee should have the direction 
of the ushers and act in harmony with 
them, so that casual attendants may be 
waited upon with a view to converting 
them into regular contributors; a personal 
interview being always much more effective 
than a circular. And a committee of ladies 
to call upon new arrivals in town may bo 
formed with advantage."

Among further aids the paper included 
the cordial treatment of strangers; invita­
tions to transient hotel guests to attend 
service; an active treasurer; a bank account; 
quarterly publication cf the contributors’ 
names and their donations; a statement of 
account to contributors in arrears, and an 
efficient choir, confining themselves strictly 
to sacred music, who might, if the propei 
spirit prevailed, give an occasional concert, 
pay for music and perhaps be almost se f- 
sustaining. Young people, with good 
voices, should be admonished to exercise 
their talents for good and thus recruit the 
choir.

“The managers should relieve the minis­
ter of all care as to raising the funds re- 
quired for equipment and yearly expendi- 
lure. The fact that he receives as salary a 
portion of the money collected places him 
at a disadvantage in raising church rev­
enue. And there are other far more im­
portant duties requiring his attention. Be­
sides the services onSunday and through the 
week, he is expected at least to visit 
all sick rooms and houses of mourning, 
to counsel those in trouble, spiritual or 
temporal; not to mention the grave 
responsibility of keeping bis flock in har­
mony and usefulness. It is well, however, 
that he should keep in touch with those in 
charge of the finance, as he can do a great 
deal of good indirectly, his influence being 
usually greatest when least obvious. And 
it is helpful to have an occasional 
sermon upon the duty and privilege 
of supporting Gospel ordinances and 
the benefits, spiritual and temporal, 
derived from systematic giving.* * * 
But after all lias been done that ap­
pears possible in the wav of obtaining 
money from voluntary contributions there 
may remain, perhaps, a large church debt 
or some other pressing need for money. 
To meet such a case it may be well to ask 
the aid of the ladies, who are always will­
ing to assist in every good work. One 
year they may devote their energies to 
collecting small weekly contributions 
to be devoted to one particular 
object, say a payment on the principal 
money. At the beginning of another year 
give to each woman who will accept it a

AME A largely attended meeting of the Lon­
don Presbyterian Council was held last 
night in the Bible class room of St. 
Andrew’s Church. The president. Rev. 
W. J. Clark, occupied the chair. The 
meeting was more than usually interesting 
owing to the fact that the managers con­
nected with the various Presbyterian 
churches were present on invitation of the 
Council, which has hitherto been composed 
of the ministers and elders. A motion, of 
which notice has been given, will no doubt 
be carried unanimously at the next meet­
ing, conferring full membership on 
the managers. It was also de­
cided that there should be a 
joint Christmas service if the various 
Presbyterian congregations from 11 a.m. to 
noon on Christmas day in the First Presby­
terian Church, Park avenue. Some steps 
with regard to the meeting of the General 
Assembly in this city next year were also 
taken.

The time of the meeting was principally 
engaged in listening to and discussing an 
interesting paper on the subject, ‘‘How to 
Raise Money for Church Purposes,” by Mr. 
G. A. Somerville. After alluding to the 
necessity of raising money for church work, 
he said among other things:

"The two most prominent general plans 
are pew renting and voluntary contribu­
tions. In congregations comprising a large 
number of well-to-do persons the former is 
an easy way cf financing. It corresponds 
with selling seats for operas, lectures, etc., 
and the grading of passengers as first, 
second, and third-class in railway trains, 
where the primary object is to make 
money. But it does not attract visitors 
nor strangers. As likely as not the 
visitor is first shown into the pew of an 
influential late-comer on whose appearance 
the usher thinks it judicious to politely 
pilot the visitor to another seat where, in­
stead of listening to the sermon, he sits 
fancying that numerous frigid glances are 
being cast at him as an intruder, that per­
haps the usher may not leave him alone for 
the rest of the service, or possibly wonder-

Let each in her own way do what she can 
with this talent throughout the year, and, 
after deducting expenses, return it with 
the gain. The usual plan would probably 
be to buy raw material, bestow some labor 
upon it and sell the finished product. One 
may find that she can make money by get­
ting some good recipes printed and 
selling them; another that she can make 
dinner mats and useful articles or even 
candy, root beer, or collections of autumn 
leaves and grasses. To dispose of the 
articles not sold privately a quiet sale, or 
even a bazar, may be held in the school­
room in connection with the church. 
Occasionally a lecture or an old-fashioned 
teameeting may be held.

the best pews and are seated together in 
the most comfortable portion of the cliurch, 
while less favored brethren, in a worldly 
sense, are compelled to content themselves 
in back pews, the gallery, or perhaps a 
small mission church where they can feel 
more at heme. As the value of a sermon 
can hardly be supposed to depend upon the 
position of the seat the equitable course 
would appear to be that nearers should 
pay according to their ability and sense 
cf obligation rather than according to 
the position of the wooden seat they 
occupy. Although pew renting is often a 
success financially it does not tend to in­
crease the membership, and thus, ulti­
mately, is less satisfactory than the plan cf 
accepting voluntary contributions. And 
the main object of the church being to wor­
ship and convert sinners, voluntary con­
tributions appear to harmonize with the 
doctrine of human brotherhood and the 
general plan and scope of the Gospel.

“Where the church members are all 
pretty nearly equal financially it is some­
times found expedient to charge a small 
rental for the pews, sufficient to pay cur­
rent expenses only, and ask weekly con­
tributions for payment of interest and prin­
cipal of the church debt."
“Where voluntary contributions are de­

pended upon, seats are usually free and 
allocated in the order of application, 
placing all members upon an equal footing. 
Strangers and casual church-goers, whether 
rich or poor, find that their circumstances 
are recognized, their feelings considered, 
and that they may feel quite at home 
where pews are free. They are thus in­
duced to attend more frequently and bring 
others with them, so that free seats tend to 
increase the membership and contributions. 
* * * Qualification for church member­
ship being not worldly prosperity, but 
faith and piety, and capacity to appreciate 
the truths expounded, it is reasonable that 
all members should contribute as they are 
able, and not on the basis of a fixed rental. 
The free pew and voluntary contribution 
system is, therefore, fair and reasonable, 
and experience has shown that it produces 
most satisfactory results.”

Mr. Somerville then laid down plans for 
carrying the voluntary system into effect. 
He supposed a board of twelve managers 
with “finance” and “pew and music” com­
mittees, etc. The finance committee should 
estimate the total sum required for all 
annual expenses and obtain pledges 
sufficient to meet them by means of the 
weekly envelope allowing a margin 
of 20 per cent between promise 
and fulfillment. The offering should be 
weekly rather than quarterly or yearly. 
It was easier to pay 25 cents a week than 
$13 a year. “The pew committee require to 
exercise special care in the allotment of 
sittings. Unless dealt with on the principle 
of ‘first come first served’ people are very 
apt to take offense. Care should be taken 
at the outset to explain that pew holders 
have no such rights or ownership as 
under the pew-renting system, and 
to remind them frequently that while 
as a rule they and their families may sit 
together in one particular pew, still the 
ushers are quite at liberty at any service, 
before the pew-holder has actually taken 
possession, to show anyone else into that 
pew and find him a seat elsewhere. Indeed, 
I should favor the experiment of placing 
no names whatever upon the pews, allocat. 
ing no special sittings to anyone, but sim­
ply placing a Bible and Hymnal in each pew

many who have thought themselves of little 
value to the church an opportunity to be of 
service, and thus afford them much real 
pleasure. It will also tend to concentrate 
the energies of the members upon the sup­
port of the schemes of the church rather 
than dissipating them on outside objects.

“In considering schemes for raising 
money for church purposes it must never 
be forgotten that the object of churcli ser­
vices is not to provide paying entertain­
ments, but to worship, to encourage piety 
and to convert sinners. Care must, there­
fore, be taken not to secularize what is 
sacred; not to treat the church as if it 
were largely a business enterprise, nor to 
encourage schemes for getting money rather 
than winning souls. If a congregation can 
be preserved in unity, and spiritual pros­
perity be secured, funds sufficient for all 
legitimate requirements will certainly be 
forthcoming, lor ‘The blessing of the Lord 
it maketh rich.’”

A very interesting and animated discus­
sion in three-minute speeches by the tap of 
the bell, followed. Fully 20 or 25 persons 
took part and many useful ideas were 
brought cut. It was generally concurred 
in that there was no system at all to be 
compared with the weekly envelope. Var­
ious catchpenny methods by which church 
revenues were sought to be raised were for 
the most part condemned, though certain 
exceptions were made by some speakers. 
A good many argued that there would be 
no trouble if people set epart one-tenth of 
their income for the Lord, obeying the 
Scriptural injunction. The question of free 
seats also received some attention. A list 
cf the methods by which, in various 
quarters, efforts bad been made to secure 
church moneys, was read as follows:

The oyster social—with one oyster to a 
quart of warm water.

The strawberry festival—with the big­

gest strawberries on top.
