of butchers' cattle, 15 calves and 150 
sheep and lambs were offered for sale 
at the east end abattoir today. The 
butchers came out strong, but were dis­
appointed at the poor quality of most 
of the cattle offered. No really prime 
beasts were on the market, and even 
good medium cattle were scarcer than 
usual. Prices of anything good are 
higher. The best cattle sold at 4%c to 
4%c per lb. but they were only good 
medium stock, while common and 
medium beasts sold at 3%c to 4c per 
lb; common stock sold at 2c to 3c per 
lb, and bulls at 2%c to 3%e per lb; calves 
sold at $5 to $10 each, or from 3c to 5%c 
per lb; sheep sold at 3c to 3%c, and lambs 
at 4c to 412c per lb; fat hogs sold at 6c 
to 6%c per lb for straight lots, weighed 
off the cars.

Health Officer Fighting the Disease—200 
Cases in Winnipegosis.

Toronto, Jan. 24.—Dr. Bryce says 
that the smallpox situation is not im­
proving. The difficulties of maintain­
ing quarantine in the northern dis­
tricts are very great. He has just 
been forced to quarantine an entire 
lumber camp of 175 men, because one 
man who had the disease had been 
allowed to go out and feed among the 
others.

Winnipeg, Jan. 23.—A Carberry 
(Manitoba) special says that Dr. J. M. 
Eaton, provincial médical health in- 
spector, returned there last night from 
Winnipegosis and reported that dis­
trict honeycombed with smallpox. The 
dispatch continued: “It is impossible 
to speak definitely as to the exact 
number of cases, but the total will 
reach the neighborhood of 200 at Win­
nipegosis, Pine Creek Indian Reserve 
and Duck Bay. The contagion is 
rampant among the half-breeds and 
fishermen. Winnipegosis appears to 
be the center of the infection, and has 
been placed in strict quarantine." At 
the office of the Indian commissioner, 
where inquiries were made concealing 
the above report, a somewhat different 
story is learned. Mr. Lash stated that 
the department was cognizant of 
smallpox only within the Pine Creek 
reserve, and according to yesterday’s 
reports there were only three cases in 
the reserve. Dr. Harrington is attend­
ing to these cases, and he is to be sent 
to the other reserves to vaccinate all 
the Indians and to see that smallpox 
does not gain a foothold. There is one 
case of smallpox at .Fort Alexander, 
and Dr. Steep is attending to it.

A writer in the Morning 
Telegraph comments as follows upon 
her brilliant career and its pitiful end­
ing;

“I notice that Camilla Urso, one of 
the most artistic violinists the world 
has ever seen, has passed over to the 
great beyond. We may never see her like 
again. Strange how that woman lived 
for art’s sake and little she recovered 
from that art.

“If I remember correctly she was 
born at Nantes in sunny France in 
1842, and made her first appearance in 
public at the age of six. What a 
stormy career has been hers since that 
time! Salvator Urso, her father, made 
his little daughter the observed of all 
observers, made her the rage of Eur­
ope and the pet of kings. She died in 
the New York Hospital.

“Urso startled all Europe. She star­
tled even the sober old professors at 
the Paris Conservatory of Music, and 
they are hard to startle. She went 
further. She worked ten hours a day 
at that same conservatory and she 
thought it but a trifle. Then came the 
glittering offer of $10,000 a year to come 
to America and entrance us. She was 
hardly ten years old. She was placed 
in the class of violin players with 
Joachim and has since been compared 
with Ysave.

“She married, of course. All great 
artists marry (either their art or some 
fitting personage), and her husband 
was Frederick Lautere. Then she left 
the concert stage. But she returned to 
it in 1863, when she was just 21. She 
had apparently forgotten the magic 
touch and the control she had former­
ly had over her violin. She was no 
more the child wonder. Instead, mere­
ly an ordinary violinist. She could not 
find the responsive chord in her hear­
ers, and her audiences dwindled. They 
dwindled remarkably. Soon she was 
just a second-rate performer. Two 
months ago, in Chatham, Ont., Cam­
illa Urso played to her last audience. 
It was a most lamentably small au­
dience, and it broke her completely. 
She returned to New York. Just a par­
agraph in the daily papers, and that 
was all.”

The tragi-com- 
edy in the love affairs of a Japanese 
is daintily and tenderly told by Onoto 
Watanna, and J. R. Crawford gives a 
bit of inimitable satire, entitled "Polly 
Powwows.” There are poems by Bliss 
Carman, Gelett Burgess, Clinton Scol- 
lard, Frank Dempster Sherman, Julien 
Gordon, Josephine Dodge Daskam, 
Charlotte Becker, and others, together 
with humor by Tom Masson, Edwin 
L. Sabin, Roy Farrell Greene, and 
many more.

All in all, the February Smart Set 
is among the best yet issued of this 
singularly successful magazine.
