time, hut its action in the case of M. W. Sheppard, the noted distance run­
ner, takes the palm for pusillanimity. Sheppard was charged some time ago 
with having run races for money, and has been under investigation for 
months. But he has competed under protest in A. A. U. events, while the 
famous registration committee of the A. A. U. has been seeking for evi­
dence. Although he Is the best distance runner in America, and doubt­
less as good an amateur as any of those who have gone to Athens, still 
his name was not put on the list pending action on the charges against him.

Montreal, April 12. — 9The ten days’
limit for the mail vote upon the resolu­
tion introduced by the C. A. A. U. to 
annul the professional lacrosse resolu­
tion passed at a meeting of the board 
on June 26 last, expired Tuesday night. 
The result of the vote shows an over­
whelming majority In favor of the 
resolution. While the exact standing 
of tile vote has not been given out, It 
is stated that but one vote was re­
corded against the resolution annulling 
the granting of permission to amateurs 
to play with or against professional 
teams.

The resolution, which was passed at 
a large meeting of the C. A A U 
governors at the Windsor Hotel ' on 
June 26, was as follows:

"That, after consideration of the re­
quest of the National Amateur La­
crosse Union to be allowed to compete 
in lacrosse matches with or against 
professionals, and after hearing the ex-
