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WHO IS TO BLAME?

In their presentment yesterday the grand
jury alluded to the inadequacy of the pre-
sent court house for the transaction of the
public business and its utter want of accom-

- modation for all who are obliged to attend,
the court. The gxrand jury says it has in-
vestigated the matter to see where the fault
lies, and they think the city is more to
blame than the county. In 1881 commit-
tees were appointed by the county council
and the city of Toronto respectively to
confer with each other as to the expediency
of erecting a new court honse. Both com-
mittees reported to the bodies by which
they were nppointed. The county council
took immediate action .and provided the
means to carry out their part of the agree-
ment. The city cotucil has so far done
notbing beyonud receiving the report of
their committee. It seems then that the
city more than the county is to blame for
the masterly inactivity that has been dis
played in regard to the building of a new
court houss. e hope not many more
grand juries will be obliged to report on the
inadequacy of the court hduse,
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THE TARIFF MUDDLE AT WASHINGTON.

At latest accounts President Arthur had
fired a shot which will surely have the
effect of awakening the sleepy-beads and
obstructives of his own party to the danger
of the situation. He is reported to have
said to several members of congress of late
that he was in earnest in recommending in
his annual message a considerable reduction
in taxation and a revision and simplifica-
tion of the tariff, that he believes that this
is absolutely necessary to continue the
prosperity of the country, and if, as seems
likely, the present congress refuses to do
this he will consider it his duty to call an
extra session soon after March 4 Repub-
lican sendtors and congressmen can scarce] v
afford to disregard this hint. The present
congress lives only until March 4, and the
next one has a democratic majority.  If the
republicans fail to pass a tariff bill nows
while they have the power, the opportunity
of doing so will go over to the democratic
