TEN LABORKRS DROWNED,

Fatal Result of Wedresday Night's Storm
in Chieago.

Cureaco, Oet. 8.—The storm of last
night blew away a shanty into the lake in
which sixteen laborers, employed on the
Hyde park tunnel, were lodged. The men
were left clinging to stringers or beams in
a perilous position. Que man came ashore
on a plank this morning, The life-saving
crew rescved four persons from the pier ir
the lake, . Ten were drowned. The storm
was one of great fury. “ It blew up end-
deuly and the work of destroying the tem-
porary structure was quick and complete,
The men had no*means to escape beyond
oue small boat which probably went adrift,
A number of urfirtunate men were carried
into the like with the wreckage and were
compelied to battle for their lives with
floating timber in the blackness of night.

H. Sheshn
and K. Corbin, contractors._of the work;
Louis Ainsworth, ‘Andrew Ainsworth,
Charles Mauski, Charldés Fock, D Smith,
Otto. Mancofski, Wm. Masncofski and
K'aus Klausen, The bodies are not yet
recovered.

Cleaning Out the Chinese,

PoRTLAND, Oregon, Oct, 8. —Laborers at
Huntington, Oregon, held a meeting yes-
terday and passed resolutions declaring
that no Chinamen should be employed in
the town, At night the lawless crowd
visited the Chinese quarter, gutted the
houses, destroyed personal effects, stole
money, and drove the Cclestials away. The
rioters burned the school house occupied as
headquarters by the Oregon navigation
corps of engineers, destroying instru-
ments and personal effects. After commit-
ting other acts of violence the mob dis-
persed. There were no arrests.

{ IRVING IN TORONTO.

The ieun-t of Venice as Presented at
. the Grand Last Night,

What new thing remains to be said
about Irving’s Shylock ? It is much easier
to criticize such a performance than to
describe it, and to goneralize on  effects
than to show how these are brought about.
As regards the merits of Mr: Irving’s indi-
vidual impersonation, there will always be
differences of opinion, and no critic or
critics need hope to establish a noanimous
verdict on one side or the other, But as
to the play as a spectacle ; as to the com-
petency of every one on the
boards: to fulfil his or her pars cred
itably; as to the evidence  of
study bestowed on even the minutest
detail, and the master conception which
has ‘worked every scene, every:-incident
and every individual into.a harmonious
and perfect whole, there is no question
left for dispute.

Would it be true to say that, in this
part at least, Mr. Irving is not a ** mag-
netic” actor * His working out of the
character is perhaps too subtle and com-
plex to ccm d instant enthusi in an
ordinary audience. That a motive exists in
Mr, Irviig’s mind for every motion, every
drawl and every ioflection which he em-
loys is doubtless a fact. . But that motive
s sometimes too intricate, too far-ferched,
in the literal sense of the word,-to al'ow one
toirealize its force or appropriativeness.
His Shylock i somewhat of a sphyux.
He alternates between stolidity and soarl-
inz. The rigid lines of the character never
relax. throughout the whole play. It is
striking and original, but is it altogether
human? =~ Even the passages which .re

‘vsually recognized as pathetic, the passages

where the inner working of the old man’s
spirit seem to be laid bare by some sud-
den flash of passion, are divested of their
accepted significance in Mr. Irving’s rendi-
tion. The famous lines in which Shylock
recounts his wrongs and claims affinity of
feeling and  sympathics with the men
who have inflicted them are chopped
up into a series of jerky gasps
and almost incoherent mumblings, If
Shakespeare meant to draw Shylock as
& moral monster and walking'conundrum,
Mr, Irving has realized. the conception.

But many will question if he has rightly
apprehended the original.

No' such comments could ' possibly Te
made . upon the acting of Miss Tercy, If
Shylock was at times rather uninteliigible
and’ seemingly artificial, the mistress of
Belmont was spontaneous, captivating,
and theroughly. womanly, = Free from
the slightest trace of  affectation or
mannerism, Miss Terry makes an_ al-
most ideal Portia.

INDUSTRIAL REPUGE.

| How the Good Work Progresses — The
Treasurer’s Statement -New Home fer
Aged Widows—A Creditable Resuilt.

A large number of ladies attended the
t-anpual meeting of the Toronto industrial
. refuge’(late’ Magdalen asylum) and aged
{ ‘woman’s home beld at the institution Mo-
! Murrich street yesterday. After prayer
the treasurer’s report was ' presénted.
$7764 86 had been collected ‘during the
year, and $7053 37 paid out ; $600 out .of
the apparent surplus of $711.49 had te be
invested in accordance with a ‘clause in the
will of the late James Michie who be-
queathed $2000 to the refuge, and there
were numbers of outstanding accounts for

more than the amount left so that the re-
fuge is really in debt.

The secretary then presented the report
of the directors, extracts from which are

appended : -

In reviewing the work of the past year we
have again abundant reason for thankfulness
to our God and Father f.r His manifold and
continued mercies towards us. May we bhe
stirred up to ren-wed earnestness and devo-
tion in this part of His vineyard. In our last
report we gave a detailed account of
object for which the refuge existe, viz.: togive
to every woman, with ut reference to creed
or country, an opportunity ofsreformisg, and
the method pursued that we think it necessary
to repeat what we hope now is fullv under-
8 . a8 to.the work the refuge hus been try-
ing to do all these years, Tt i8 cne that does
not admit of much variety of incident, as a
general thing.

It is the old story—in many young girls a de-
termination to submit to no resiraint onthe
part of either parents or friends—a giving w»
to extravagance in dress and amusements an
indulgenee in stimulants.

Is it any wonder, under such circumstances
and afied such a ife, that a large proportion
of those who seek i's shelter do not remain the
desired time ? In two or three months under
its restraining influence with healthy food and
surroundings and a far amoun' of work te do,
they find then:selves 8o mueh strcngl{;emsd in
mind and body, that they think they are
-trong enough to resist temptation, and earu &
living for thems-lves. Resistingthe pleadings
of the managers who try to make them see
the danger that awaitsthem outside they leave
the shelter only to prove they were mistaken
as to their powers and afier a few months re-
turn to try oage ore, €
Does anyone say. you should not take them
back, you are only giving them a cliance to
it, in order to better indul their de-
ppaved habita? We think not _ If a woman
‘says, "I wanttoleave the life I am leading
and dobetter,” we feel we must give her a
chance to do so ; and frust that vy prayer, and
the inflnences with which te surround her,
that the Holy Spirit wi:l 8o eff ctually strive
with her as to léad her to her loving Saviour.
Can we tell that because she resisted the Svir-
it's influences when last in the refuge that
she will this time? No., It is our duty to
work, trusting cur God, and leaving results
in Hish-nds, ’
