The Queen has always, since the death of her 
husband, whom she nursed in his Illness, 
taken the deepest interest in nursing the siek. 
She delights in visiting the homes of her ser­
vants and even of the peasantry in the neigh­
borhood of Balmoral in case of sickness, and 
it was her suggestion that the money should 
be applied in some such way as now recom­
mended.

They Will be Opened by the Commute 
This Alterna#*—No American Bids—

Contractors and stone quarry men have been 
growing impatient awaiting the result of open­
ing the tenders for the new Court House and 
City Hall They have infested Architect 
Lennox’s office and bothered Aid. Jones, the 
chairman of the Court House Committee. The 
time for securing the contracts closed on 
Monday last, and why the opening was de­
layed until to-day no one know! They will 
be opened this afternoon. Teit have been re­
ceived, the majority being from Toronto 
firm! No tendering has been done by Ameri­
can contractors, although the work was well 
advertised across the tin!

Several sets of plans have been before the 
committee. The plans now under considera­
tion wiU probably be adopted. The new 
building! according to the latest plans of 
Mr. Lennox, will be constructed as follows:

The style of architecture will be modified 
Romanesque. The building will be most sub­
stantial, the material being ell cut stone. It 
will be four stories in height. 290 feet square, 
with open court-yard in the centra. The main 
public entrance will be from Queen-street: on 
the east side will be the entrance to the city 
buildings and ou the north the Police Court 
entrance and passage to the oourt-yard for 
carriage! The great feature of the building 
wiH be the stone tower, 200 feet in height, 
facing directly down Bay-street The erection 
will stand 125 feet back from Queen and 25 
feet from the other streets forming the block. 
It will have a surrounding terrace five feet 
above the level Of the street. There will be 
300 room! besides the large court room! It 
is expected to be the finest municipal building 
on the continent of America.

It has been suggested in various quarters 
that the construction be under the supervision 
of three practical men, who could give their 
Whole time to" the oversight of thy erection 
and be -restricted to a certain amount of ex­
penditure. The appointment of these com­
missioners will require special legislation, and 
could be honorary or salaried. This idea re­
ceives the endorsement of Mayor-eleot Clarke 
and Architect Lennox. ,

The small number of tenders received is 
said to he On account of the large deposit 
required, $16,600, aud tUU, with the 2* per 
cent, on the tender, represents a large capital, 
as the cost is more likely to be over than un­
der one million dollar!

Delay is likely to cause lot! For instance, 
the stone masons are now receiving 33 cents 
an hour. Next May it is understood they 
purpose asking for 7 cents more. Thiswould 
bring the scale up to 63 cents a day additional 
for every man, and that to 350 
three years means thousands of dollasg.

This is re­
garded by all conservative parties as an indi­
cation that the strikers are tightening 
their hold. Of these 600, about 126 
can contained soft oral, from the bituminous 
region! Nearly all the anthracite now shipped 
comes from the individual collierie! the com­
pany reserving the small supply mined at their 
own collieries lor its own use. The railroad 
hands who took the places of the striken are 
being boycotted everywhere.

Berlin, Jan. 8.—Acalm, which official and 
diplomatic circles know to be deceptive, pre­
vails for the moment The Austrian and 
Russian Governments have exchanged assur­
ances of peace aspiration! to which nobody 
attaches the slightest importance. The only 
"actual change in the situation tending toward 
peace is the active resumption of negotia 
turns between Count Kalnokey, the Austrian 
IForeign Minister, aud Prince Lohanoff, 
the Russian Ambassador at Vienna, for 
the settlement of the balance of power in the 
Balkan Peninsula. This mitigates the crisis 
and removes the danger of war, at least for 
the present: but it does not modify any of the 
essential differences between the two govern­
ment! The negotiations are expected by both 
•idee, to end in an exact definition of the re­
spective demand! such as heretoforeJias not 
existed and from which may be obtained a 
valid excuse for war.

According to a semi-official despatch re­
ceived from Vienna, Prince Lobanoff has 
opened the diplomatic campaign by proposing, 
as tbs first step toward an entente the remoV- 
motal of Prince Ferdinan from the throne of 

‘ - Bulgaria under a joint mandate from the pow­
ers ; the election of a new Prince bva new 
Sobrauj! and the reappointment of Russian 
officers to the Bulgarian army.

In the meantime the Foreign Office here 
holds aloof from the negotiations^ which are 
recognised as feelers by Russia toward other 
demand! Russia will next raise e new ques­
tion on Austrian retention of Bosnia and 
Herzegovina! These provinces were occupied 
under a purely temporary title, but are now 
practically annexed. Austria will be called 
upon to evacuate them, and it is probable that 
the question of their future administration 
will be referred to a conference of the power!

London, Jan. 8.—A poet mortem examina­

nte n baa been made of the body of Archie Mc- 
Keill, who went to France to re|>ort the Kil- 
rain-Smith prize fight, and who was found 
dead on tlie beach at Boulogne. The doctors 
agree that he met his death by foul play. Tlie 
examination revealed the fact that death was 
not the immediate reeulPof the injuries he re­
ceived, but that lie, had been thrown into the 
water while he wm yet ulivt though in an un­
conscious condition.
