A Big Seizure of Canadian Weol in the F

Quaker City,
PamApgreHiA, Pa, Sept. 26 — United
States Special Treasurer Agents Marcus Han-
lon and Johu O’Neil yesterday seized a ship-
ment of 91 bales of wool consigned to Thos.
& Co., wool merchants, and upon examin-
ing the bales, several of them were found to
contain a couple of fine English blankets,
The wool had shipped from
Hallam and Leadley. of Toronto, Oanada, to
Thos. & Co. over the Lehigh Valiey Rail-
road by way ot:Niagara. The duty on wood
is 10 cents per pound, while the duty on wool-
en blankets is 24 cents per pound and 35 per
ocent, ad valorem, The customhouse officials
seized the eutire cargo and motified the Dis-
trict Attorney to bring action against Thos.
