He
was surprised to find the customer loaded
up with alleged im; cigars which he
said he had bought at prices which very
much astonished the Montreal man. The
latter examined one of the boxe§. It bore
the label of Upman & Co. of Havana, but he
noticed that the customs stamp had “been
pasted over an inland revenue stamp. On
the bottom of the box, however, the caution
label of the inland revenue had not been
covered. This at once led to the detection.
Tho customs stamp is printed in blue ink
and that of the inland revenue
in black. Some inland revenue cau-
tion stamps are burned into the
box, while others are printed on labels and

ted on, On some of theboxes it was found

mt customs caution stamps were

over the inland stamp and that it was not
large enough to cover it; on others the inland
caution stamp was not covered at all. . The
average deafer would not probably notice
this, but the traveler tumbled to it at_once,
and so the whole matter came out. Here is
what the caution label of the inland revenue
says:

“ Noriog=—The manufacturer of the cigars herein
coﬁmined has complied with all the requirements
of the law. Every person is directed to vpen this
package in such amanner as to break the stamp,
and is cautioned not to use either this package
for "cigars. again or stamp thereon, nor to
remove the contents of this package without de-
stroying the said stamp, under the penalties pro-
vided by law in snch cases. ]

About the Cauntion Labels,
