The Decline of urkey.

It is daily becoming more apparent
tbat Turkey is in a bad way. The re
sult of the British elections has dealt a
heavy blow to the present administra-
tion of affuirs. There was little doubt
that the Porte could and did presume
upon the forbearance of Lord Beacous-
field. He had small reason to dread
compulsion in adopting the reforms in
Asiatic Turkey provided by the treaty of
The accession of Mr. Glad-
stone to power has widely altered the
aspect of matters. His famous “bag
and baggage' policy may have some-
thing of a practical application. He is
even said td be willing to apply co-
ercion to the poor Turk. This may be
doubted ; but it is certain that a change
is impending, and the Porte has begun
to set his house in order.

It is, of course, nothing new to hear
that the affairs. of Constantinople are
becoming desperate. The report has
so often been heard that it is now very
much disregarded. This time, howover,
it appears to be well founded. The
vevenues of the Sublime Porte have
fallen away to almost nothing. The
provinces are too impoverished and un-
settled to furnish enough of taxes to
satisfy more than the stealings of the
rapacious Pachas. The Customs reve-
nues have been after the Turkish
method, farmed out to speculators, and
forestalled till the Government is bar-
red of income in that direction. The
extremity of the distress is shown by
the Government having been compel-
led ,to cut down the rations of the
soldiers, and to break taith with con
tractors to whom it is indebted a
million sterling for army food and
supplies. The breakdown is just as
complete in other departments asin
the military department. This state ot
things cannot last. It is a sure indi-
catian that the beginning of the end is
near; and it seems almost certain that
before very long the I'o te will have to
withdraw from Constantinople, so long
the seat of empire, and so long subject
to mal-administration.

The overthrow of the Turkish Empire
will be the result of a gradual process
of natural decay. Itis dying as much
from a lack of Turks as from any other
cause. There has been for i vears
past a’ constant exodus © an 1
other Moslems from the European pard|
of Turkey. Thirty years ago the|
Moslem population of that part of the |
Empire was not one-half as numerous
as the Christians. One efect of the|
Crimean war was to hasten the exodus.
Under the Treaty of Paris, European
Consuls were appointed in ali the large

v

Furks

towns, with power to pass upon dis-|

putes between Christians and Moslems.
The consequence of this was that the
Christians could get justice, while the
Moslems were left under control of the
corrupt native officials. This led toa
more rapid diminution of the Moslem
population, and both during and since
the late war the exodus has assumed
still larger proportions. In this re-
spect the Eastern question is settling
itself in the best and most natural of
ways.

With the expulsion of the Turks
from Europe new problems will, of
course, open up. Many of these will
require the exercise of the soundest
discretion. The solution of the pro-
blems rzised will be attempted without
prejudice, and probably with a much
greater prospect of success because of
the arrangements which have been
already made. It may not be difficult
to settle peacefully the destiny of
Constantinople. The issue between
Russia and Britain will probably be
confined to a simple point—whether an|
enlarged Bulgaria shall acquire Con-
stantinople, or whether Greece shall be
erected into a powerful kingdom, with
her seat of empire at the Golden [lorn.
There may be both sentimental and
political reasons in favour of each
course. When the time arrives for a
solution of the difficulty it will be
grappled with in a spirit of patriotic
statesmanship ; and in the meanwhile
the whole of Europe, and of every part
of the civilized world, may rejoice that
the days are numbered of one of the
most enfeebled, corrupt, and useless
Governments on the face of the earth.
