It wounld be unthinkable that
there is any portion of a public high-
way which does not belong to seme
road district, ‘'and still less that the]
limits of each district should ‘not be
absolutely set and affixed. The hlgh-‘
ways of ‘a Municipality are vested in |
the Municipality, and their duty in the
respect which I am pointing out ap-
pears to me to be plain.

2.—1 know of no obligation which a
Municipality is under to direct a Sur-
veyor of a highway as to his duties. !
The law points them out. When once'
a Sarveyor is appointed he is obliged ;
to be sworn into office, and to faith-
fully perform his duties. He takes
over by his appointment and oath
of office all the powers which are
given by Statute to Surveyors. He
exercises them on his own responsibil-
ity, and is accountable to the public
for the way in which he discharges
his duties, and is liable to a penalty if
he neglects to do that which the law
requires him to do. ,

3.—Subject to the unlimited author-
ity of Municipal Councils over high-
ways, regulated however by express
provisions of Statute, there are cer-
tain dutics devolving upon Supervisors
of public grounds which they are bound
to perform when a proper occasion
arises, and they are as a bogdy set in
motion as pointed out by the Statute.

4 —The discharge of the duties which
I have outlined, covers everything
which appears to me to be inguired of
in the communication which I have re-
ceived, and I think céareful and exact
adherence to what is stated will be
found ample under all circumctances.

.Circular to be addressed to the
Assessors.

As there is considerabe irregularity
in making out the Assessment Rolls,
jthe Assessors are requested to carry
out more carefully the “Intructions to
Assessors.”

1st.—All exemptions must be taken
out. The whoie value of the property
should be stated in the first column,
the exemption made and only the net
valuation placed in the column marked
“Whole Taxable Property.” The
amount exempted should be noted 4n
the margin in the last column.

2nd.—In the column headed “Resi-
dence,” give the post office address
carefully. This is needed in sending
notices to the Road Surveyors, etc.

3rd.—In making the Assessment it
is generally sufficiently accurate to
put the sums at equal parts of $100.00,
viz,, 25, 50, 75, 100, and it simplifies

; computtng taxes very much.

4th.—The age column must be filled
up. It is intended to show all persons
of 60 years and upward, and is needed
in revising the Jury Lists. It is mere-
ly needed to note as 60 all persons of
that age and upward.

5th.—All non-residents must be en-
tered on the sheet especially prepared

for that purpose and not in th gen-]

eral assessment. Please remember that
a non-resident is one who resides out-
side the Municipality, or in an Incor-
porated Town. All other names must
be entered in the usual way. Except
such property owners as reside in
some other Polling District in the
County in which case the number of
Polling District must be entered oppo-
site their name.

6th.—Make four copies of the As-
sessment Roll. Post one copy. Send
one copy to your Revisor. Send one
copy to your District Clerk for making
out the road tax, and one copy to the
Municipal Clerk for making up the
County tax. Each page of this Roll
must be aded up, showing amounts of
Real Estate, Personal Property and
Income. These separate totals to be
carried over to the back of the book
