ID IE business of the week bas been on the samne res-
trtcted scale as proviously noted. Wheat and

Flour have been at a comparative stand. Pease and
Oassbave been shipped to a considorable extont.
Provisions have engagod littie attention, and no reat-
sonable concession in prices would induce operations
boyoud aclual consumptivo wants. Ashes have been
in fair suppty. Pots have declined since the intelli-
gence of financial difficultios in Britain, but Pearla
belng in demand for.1the States, hiave maintainod full
previous rates.

FLouR.-Witb fair arrivais, and a demand confined
te the merest consumptive wants, most of what bas
corne forward bas necessarity gone into store. Hold-
ers are mostly disposed to maintain present prices,
and on]y sli as buyers can be met with at fu rates;
but some uneasiness las hown on accounit of tbe pro-
tracted depression, and tho liberal cheracter of re-
ceipts. Supers. range from $6.50 to $0 -d5, the latter
for tho more desirable brands of Canada. Parcels
defective in strength or gonoral finish findt little favor
even at comparatively low rates, the bntk of transac-
tions in snchbebcng in the vicinity of $6.50. ihe
hlgher and lower goods are almost nominal, transac-
tions being of a retail characler. There bas been
some enquiry for No. 2, and fair relative prices have
ruted for what bas offred. Bag Flour bas been
supplied in excess of the restricted domnand, and bas
been mostlv~stored. The few sales noted latterly bave
been at $8060 to $8.6.5 for best samples, down to $8.501
for ordinary.

GRÂTiN.-W7eat-There bas beon very littho offred,
and quotations, as hithorto, bave been mostly nominal.
A few cars of U. C. Spring were latlerly placed at
$1.50. Theso, bowever, arc relatively high prices, as
compared with Flour, and would scarcely be repeated.
Pease bave been ofl'red boyond the wants of ship-
pers, and in anticipation of the hcavy shipenents un-
favorably afiectiug tbe home market, couplod wîth
the measure of distrust createfi by the recent panic,
buyers decline operating, except at soms decline from
previous rates, and sales ]lave latlerly been made at
$6 aloat, and ex cars at a reduction about Covering
the extra cost of heandling, carting, &c. Oats continuei
wthout special animation, and are steady at former
rates. Barley is nominal, in the absence of any but
retail tranisactions. Oatmeal continues very quiet,
witb few transactions.

Poai.-The demand bas sensibly fallen off' and with
a slighit increase in the arrivais thero is an easier feel-
ing in the market. Holders, however, for the moat
part, Continue firmn, feeling confident of a reaction lu
the market. Stowka are amati and the advices from
the West are watcbed with intereat, as lu the event of
priees being maiutained there an upward turu i8 likely
shortly to take place in ail the Eastern markets.

LÂ&R.-The amatli receipts are taken on arrivai at
quohatioiis.

are frm. ArrivaIs frl3m the IWest are amaîil and
scarcoly sufficiont for even the prosent moderate
requirements of the trade.

BÎ.r.r'rR.-Receipta have been more liberal, holders
throughout the coutntry sending forward as fast as
taken iu, hoping to secure the high prices lahely ruting,
but wbicb for several days past have boon littie more
than nominal. A few amaîl retait sales have been
made witlîin the range of quotations, but aIt whole-
sale sud shipping buyers are holding off until prices
subside to a point at whicb shipments can ho made
with a chance of profit, ether te Britain or the lower
ports. Purchasers hhroughout the country will require
ho exorcise unusual caution during the early part of
the season until pricos settle down to somewhere near
the average openiiig price of the pat few years, as
thse market bore will be likely to ho ruled by British
advices. and it ia certain that the high pricos ruling
for some timo past will greahly stimulate manufacture
wilte the samne causeý undoubtedly seriously curtaits
consumption.

Asaxs.-Potash bas been very duil during the week,
being materially aflected by the late faitures in Britain,
shippers losing confidence and refuslng to buy except
st a decline. Pries have settled dowu to the vicinity
of $560 for firats and $645 for Inferlora, lesa usual
ieductions. I-ecrls romain unchaDged,
