pour the broth over the meat, set in 8 hot
oven, roast twenty minutes, basting frequent.
ly ; dress the meat oo a hotdish, remove
the threads, cut the pork into thir slices,
and garnish the shonlder alternately with
rhe sliced pork and bolled cabbage rolls,
Melt one ounce of batter in & saucepan, add
one tablespoonful of flnur, stira few min-
utes ; add the broth from the meat ; if too
thick dilute it with bolling water, if too thin
veduce it by boiling to one pint of sance.

Here are s few substitutes from an exchange
for the everlasting ** boiled ” potatoes :—

Potatoes In Jackets.—Bake as many
otatoes as are needed. Out & small plece
rom one end and a large ove from the other,
Remove the inside and run through a siave.
Put on the fire with half an ounce of butter
and one ounce of grated cheese for every
four potatoes. Add bolling milk, salt and
pepper as for mashed potatoes, Fill the
skins with this paste, sprickle tops with
grated tread crumbs and cheese and put in
the ovento brown.

Potato Souffle.—Boil six good-sized
mealy potatoes. Rub throngha sieve. Scald
a teacup of sweet milk apd three teaspoons
of botter, Add a little salt and pepoer and
mix with the potatoes. Beat to a cream,
Add one at atime the well beaten yolks of
six eggs. Beat the whitestoa froth arnd
stir lightly into the mixture. Pour intoa
well.battered baking dish and bake for
about haif an hour in 2 quick oven,

Potato Balls.—Mash some potatoes with
salt, pepper, hutter and a little chopped
parsley. Roll into bails, dip in beaten egg,

rollin bread crumbs and fry for a fow _

minutes in hot butter.

Texas Baked Potatoes.—Mash and sea-
son with pepper and salt some good Irish

‘| potatoes. Mince & large onlon fine, mix

thoroughly with the potatces and bakein a
bilsk oven.
