We are pleased to note ‘that the Government has ﬁnally
decided to move the Central Prison from its present site in
Poronto. Three farms have been bought near Guelph, after a
very careful examination of many other properties in different
parts of the Province. There seems to be a general consensus
of opinion that the property selected will be very suitable in all
respects.

The Ontario Asylun Service has opened an Out-Patient De-
partment, under the title of the Ontario Clinic for Nervous and
Mental Discases. The,patients will be seen on Wednesday and
Saturday mornings in the Building in Chestnut Street oceupied
by the Gynaecological Service of the General Hospital. The
members of the staff in attendance will be glad to look after any
patients that may be referred to them by general practitioners..
The aim of the undertaking is to supply advice and help to the
patients through the application of various psycho-therapeutie
measures of treatment, besides early cases of the psychoses, and
such as dementia praecox, depressing insanity, -cte. Patients
suffering from such mental maladies as obsessions, hysteria,
fobius, and anxiety neurosis will also be accepted for treatment.
No persons suffering from organic disease of the nervous system:
will be treated. The treatment given in the clinic will be under
the direetion of Drs. C. K. Clarke and Ernest Jones.
