
Article 37
ln relation ta a State which with regard ta, adoption has twa or more systems of law
applicable to different categories of persans, any reference te the law of that Stateshall be construed as referring ta the legal system specified by the law of that State.

Article 38

A State within which different territorial units have their own niles of law in respect ofadoption shall flot bu bound ta apply the Convention where a State with a unified
ayatem of law would not be bound ta do so.

Article 39

1 The Convention does flot affect any international instrument ta which
Contracting States are Parties and which contains provisions on matters govemned bythe Convention, unleas a contrary declaration is made by the States Parties te such
Instrument.

2 Any Contracting State mey enter into agreements with ane or more otherContrmcting States, with a view to improving the application of the Convention in theirmutual relations. These agreements may derogate only fronu the provisions cf Articles14 ta 16 and 18 ta 21. The States which have concluded such an agreement shaîltransmit e copy ta the depositary of the Convention.

Article 40

No reservetion ta the Convention shall bu permitted.

Article 41

The Convention shaîl apply in every case where an application pur3uant to Article 14has been receiveti efter the Convention hec entered into force in the receiving Stete
and the State cf enigin.

Article 42

The $ecretary General cf the H.ague Conference on Private International Law chall et
regular intervels convane a Special Commission in order to review the practical
operation of the Convention.
