The program has a tuition waiver and participants are selected by a committee of representa­
tives from the university. Neither TOEFL Test nor PNDS Test are required.
Exchange students are helped with finding suitable accommodation.
German students do have to purchase medical insurance at Guelph, Canadian students are 
responsible for their health insurance in Germany.
For the duration of the exchange, the students remain enrolled at their home university.
