Northern.”

This resolution was promptly wired
to the Government, and the Board pro-
ceeded to examine samples and fix
. standards. ‘

GOVERNMENT CONCEDES.

On Representations From Winnipeg the
Changes Will Not Go.

Ottawa, Oct. 21.—(Special.)—Sir Hen-
1y Joly received a telegram from Win-
nipeg to-day stating that at the meet-
ing of the Western Board for the se-
lection of grain standards, numbering
.18 members, the farming delegation on
the Board had decided in favor of the
.old classification for No. 1 hard. Out
of the nine farmers on the Board, seven
were in favor of the continuance of

_‘the old classification, for this year's

‘crop at any rate. The definition of
No. 1 hard under the law as it existed
was two-thirds hard red fife, with a

/ minimum weight of 60 pounds to the

bushel, and the change which wouid
‘hdave gone into effect after four issues
in the Canada Gazette, would make
iNo. 1 hard to consist of three-fourths
hard red fife and a minimum weight of
61 pounds to the bushel. It was chlefly
through the influence of the two Lib-
eral members, Mr. Richardson and Mr.
Macdonell, coupled with a communica-
tion from the Central Farmers’ Insti-
tute, that the Controller was induced
to make the change, but it now appears
as if these representations did not
properly gauge the feeling of the farm-
ing community in Manitoba. It is
understood that the publication in the
‘Canada Gazette of the proposed new
classification will be immediately
stopped, thereby leaving matters as
they stood.

NEWSPAPER MEN, TAKE NOTICE!

The Postoffice Department has de-
cided upon a certain line of policy
which is of great interest to news-
paper publishers. Under the law as it
exists to-day newspapers are carried
free “to subscribers.” A dispute of-
ten arises between a newspaper pub-
lisher and a party to whom he may
be sending his paper regularly as to
whether the latter is or is mot a sub-
scriber. Many such individuals re-
ceive newspapers regularly and just
as regularly decline to accept them.
For some time past the mails ve
been encumbered with newspapers
which alleged subscribers have refused
to accept, and the department has
now determined to adopt a rule where-
by newspaper publishers will be kept
strictly to the law: Thus, when a
man refuses to be classed as a sub-
scriber and declines to accept a news-
paper sent to him through the mails,
the Postoffice Department,K will call
upon the publisher to pay the cost of
transmission of such papers through
the mails at the rate of 1lc per copy.

BUSINESS KEEPS MOVING.

The Bank Returns for u_m—ber Give No
sign of Detertorntivn—A Steady
. Movement.

Ottawa, ' Oct. 21.—(Special)—If there
is nothing startling in the bank re-
turns for September, it is quite cer-
tain there is no sign ot deterioration.
Business seems to have kept a sceady
mévement, and in the aggregate can-

returns of the same month & year ago.
The chief items are: as follows: ‘Che
reduction by the Ontario Bank from
one and one-haltf miliions to one mil-
lion disturbs the capital item through-
out. Commercial Bank of Windsor
shows an increase in capital paid up
of $4260, and Molsons Bank added $25,-
000 to reserve fund. Bank notes in
circulation augmented $1,143,022, which
is a smaller increase than was ex-
pected, and they fall a little short of
the amount on Sept. 30 a year ago.
Deposits of the public increased dur-
ing the month $547,181, and during the
year $4,854,062. Total liabilities stand
at $234,810,603, an increase of $418,499.

Specie and Dominion notes show a
reduction since the August statement
of $494604, as do also notes and
cheques on other banks to the extent
. of $306,845. Balances due from banks
yin the United States amount to $16,-
| 045,600, an increase of $746.147. Bal-
| ances from banks in the United King-
dom stand at $9,881,792, a decrease of
$865,608 during the month.

A slight reduction is shown in muni-
cipal and foreign securities, but an in-
crease in railway securities.

Call loans, now $13,577,161, increased
$358,598; current loans have reached
$209,959,682, an inciease during the
month of $2,348,728, and during the
year of $12,230,348. Overdue debts in-
creased $95,172 during the month. but
show a reduction for the year of $781,-

904.

The total assets amount to $324,264,-
175, an increase of $1,628,712. Dirvec-
tors’ liabilities are $7,210,154, an in-
crease during the, month of $103,441.
