ASTONISHED AT ROSSLAND.

, “As for Rosland, R. C.. I was fairly 
astonished at the large number of 
really good mines there are, and the 
quiet, steady work of development go- 

: lng on. The best mines seem to make
the least noise. They are too busy 
attending to their own business to do 
much blatherskiting. Of course there 
ore "inc or ten wildcats to every 
•mine.' What struck me forcibly was 
that it la eastern men who are doing 
the wildcatmg. They go to Rossland 
end never leave the town limits, un­
less It Is perhaps to walk through the 
mile of OWtre Star tunnel.

I was offered a pro­
perty on Red Mountain for $6000 cash.
The promoters had some A 1 names 
down for $260 each towards the pur­
chase money. This property Is sur­
rounded by good mines. I said I would 
buy it If it was what was. represented 
I visited this claim with one of the 
most reliable men In camp and learn­
ed from the manager of a very suc­
cessful adjoining claim that this had 
been offered them for $5000 and they 
thought of buying it, but that after a 
year’s prospecting on the claim 'they 
had never been able to find the slight­
est trace of ore on it. Of course the 
first thing Is to find a vein of ore and 
the next thing Is to find a 'pay chute.’
All ore does not paiy. When you strike 
the lead it does not follow that you 
have *pay ore.’ A 'pay chute’ will run 
from 100 to 250 feet long. Then a lot 
of useless rock. Then pay ore again.
But anyway, this claim I speak of has 
not, so far as Is known, even a lead of 
ore, and yet they have got a charter 
for $1,000.000 stock. The promoters are 
taking 100,000 shares, the men who find 
the $6000 get 600.000 shares and the 
balance.

The 
public would be far wiser if they 
bought Into a 'mine' at 25c, 50c or $1.

SOME SENSIBLE POINTERS.
•'Several schemes have been floated 

and when surveyed there have been no 
mines. I met one man who was look­
ing for a surveyed claim to put the 
people Into who had subscribed to ope 
he had sold them which did not exist.
No company ought to get a charter 
until the claim has been surveyed and 
is ■Crown granted,’ and no stock of a 
company should be placed on the 
market until ‘it has proved to be a 
mine.
