YUEKON RAILWAY BILL.

Mr. Blair Opens the Wordy War, Which ts
Likely to Last for Weeks.

Mr, Blair then rose to move the second
reading*of the Canadian Yukon railway
bill. He gald two propositions were ad-
mitted on both sides of the House and in

the country. The first was that a railwa
should be constructed into the Yukon; thg
second that the work demanded immediate
attention. He (Mr, Blalr) admitted that
the Government would have failed in its
drnty if it had not provided for the imme-
diate construction of the rajlway. Admit-
ting these propositions, what remalned ?
First of all, there was the question of route,
Some doubt might exist whether the Gov-
emment had chosen the most favorable
route, but the meore the mgtter was con-
sidered, tue clearer it wounld be seen that
the Government had made the only possihle
selection, admitting that the railway must
be built at once. Undoubtedly the Chileat
Toute presented greater comwcrcial advan-
tages than the other, but tmat line conid
not be built under two years, and then
there was the difficulty tnat the starting
golnt was In territory presently occupied
y the United States. Tue same objectjons
which applied to the Chileat held good to
the other routes. The conclusion was in-
evitably forced that thée Government could
not have chosen any sther route than the
one selected. Mr, Blair complained that
he had been misrepresented respecting his
wmnr!gs in the Hous last Tuesday mn in-
troducing the bill. Mr., Walhice had charg-
ed him with saying that, in order to reac
the Stikine River, Canadians would be ob~
l‘i‘§2d to }x{)ay customs. duties . at Fort

rangel. e (Mr. Blair) had made no such
admission. He thad stated, and he still
thoaght, that at Fort Wrangel there would
be no diffjculties raised in regard to the
utilization of that route, He sald so be-
cauwe Canada had treaty rights on the
Stikine, and he did not think the United
States would put itself outside the pale of
clvilization by violating a solemn treaty.
He (Mr. Blair) had said that If our ves-
sels went to the wharf at Fort Wrangel,
tied up there and unloaded - freight, no
doubt we would be called upon fo pay
customs duties, but ®so far as the mere
question of transhipment was concerned, he

ulty.

Blair's weak case.

The Grant to McKenzie & Mann.

Referring to the value of the grant to
McKenzie and Mann, the Minister pointed
out that an exaggerated value had been at-
tached to the 5000 square miles of land. It
was never supposed that these would be all
gold-bearing lands, but,: the objection
to the contract was based on this assump-
tion, and hence had no reason or force.
Keferring to the monopoly, so-called, he
sald the Government had mot yet taken
up ‘the question of tolls. Mr. Wallace, ‘n
his speech, had calculated that the con-
tractors would earn $10,000,000 the first
year, The hon. member had a vivid ima<
gination but he was altogether astray. He
(Blair) thought he could safely say, if this
contract passed, that the Government
would fix the rates at a figure which Mr.
Wallace would consider reasonabie,

Dr. iMontague said the Government would
facilitate the progress of the measure in
the House f this point were speedily de-
termined.

Mr. Bilair said the Government would ap-
ply #s best judgment to this question at
an early date.

The Estimated Ceost.

Without going into minute details, he
would say ‘that .the assumption that he
had been either utiable or unwilling to
make full' explanations in Introducing the
bill, was unfounded. When asked for the
cstimated cost of the line he veplied $25,-
000 a mile; but as to whether it was ac-
cepted by the Government he had observed
that it was difficult to place a safe esti-
mate under uncertain conditions. Mr. Jen-
nings' estimate that it would only cost
$250 a mile to lay the rails was not sul-
ficlent, in his opinifon. Wages were $15 per
day up there. ‘Then $30 was estimated as
the cost of the vails per ton; he did not
believe they could be landed there for (hat
sum; $30 a ton would no more than cover
the freight. Who can, he enquired, esti-
mate the area of the gold-bearing landsh
Nobody knew it; it was purely problema-:
tical. The estimate of 125,000 square miles
in which gold may be found was Mr. Ogll-
vie's hazard, but how could he (Mr. Blair)
give an egtimate of their value?

Continuing, he charged the Opposition
with unfalmess In alleging extravagance
and hinting at frand, as Dr. Sproule han
done, in assenting that fhere was some-
thing in it for the provinclal elections. It
was a cardinal point of Mr. Maclean's po-
litical creed that all the deallngs of Min-
isters should be regarded with suspicion,
and that seemed to be the view of the Op-
position all through.

The Repudiation of Mr. Jennings.

Referting to Mr. Blair's repudiation of
Mr. Jennings—one of the most competeni
engineers jn Canada—he said the Minister's
action in ln{lng Mr. Jennings’, report on the
table and then repudiating it was most ex-
traordinary. Not until Sept. 25 did Mr.
