Sir John Speaks.

ingly against Idng-wlnded speeches, as lie 
had to listen to so many himself. Turning 
for a moment to his own career, he con- 
tinned briefly In a remln'-eeent vein. Wll- 
mott, Hood, Howe and the other mimes 
connected with the founding of responsible 
government In Canada were all well known 
to him. Our position In the Empire was 
the great thing Canada had to be proud 
of Confederation had not led to any rup­
ture with the Old Land, as K was feared 
It might In the House of Lords In lS'l,. 
The desire of England to encourage an al­
liance with the United States had led some 
to advise Canada to cultivate friendly re­
lations with our American neighbors. Bat 
the advice was superfluous. The kindliest 
feelings now prevail and had prevailed in 
spite of the politicians.

Cnnnillanism First.
Sir John Bourinot, however, did not think 

Imperialism should take precedence of true 
Canadlantsm. Sir Wilfrid Laurier was an 
imperialist, but he was a Canadian before 
that. ,

That a brilliant future -was awaiting 
Canada if Canadians tr/t appreciated their 
position, Sir John thought too self-evident 
to need mention.

They Cheered the Dean.
