Massey Hall Filled to Overflowing Last Night, When the Liberal
Cohorts Cheered Their Leaders as They Appealed for Support
—Time for a Change (in Toronto) Their Cry-

Premier Ross and his three local sup-
powers have made their appeal to
Toronto. Massey Hall, where they

. gave their reasons why Tory Toronto

should change its political faith and
Join the ranks of Liberalism, was

_packed. Nearly an hour before the
. meeting commenced almost every seat

was taken. 'The fine necromantic

#& '-~hand of the skilled organizer was sesn

in nearly every feature. The meet-
‘ing was judiciously advertised; the
ecrowd was drummed up and the fact
that several well-known vocalists and
the Kiltles Band would contribute to
the musical part of the evening was
not allowed to go unnoticed.

The meeting, however, was a rouser.
Jt was as enthusiastic as could have
been desired, and Premier Ross re-
ceived a 'magnificent reception when
he appeared on the platform, accom-
panied by the chairman, H. M. Mowat,
president of the Toronto Reform As-
sociation. “That was a very fine 1e-
ceptian,” whispered one elector in the
front row, “and if the Liberals only
got votes the way they get receptions
it would be a bad lookout for the Con-
servatives of Toronto.”

Conspicuous Mottoes.

On a long stretch of canvas hung
mround the gallery were blazoned ‘he
deflant words, “No Change. What We

ave We'll Hold.” Equally as con~
spicuous were other mottoes, such as
“Ross, Progress and Prosperity,”
*Build Up Ontario,” ‘“‘Success To Our
Mining Districts,” *“Remember Ross
and Build up Ontario.” In the rear
of the platform was an enormous map
of Ontario, with New Ontario promin-
ently painted in green, and on the
sides were figures showing the number
of acres, population, etc., in the new
territory.

The crowd was an enthusiastic one,
but the stirring patriotic songs of the
artists provoked infinitely more ap-
plause than did the remarks of the
speakers, It was apparently arrang-
ed beforehand that there were to be
no encores, but in this arrangemeat
the committee in charge failed to
reckon the crowd. Encores they want-
ed and encores they secured, despite
the chairman’s efforts to foist another
speaker on them.|

Good Musical Program,

The mjusical program. would have
done credit to a_ high-lass concert..
The spléndid band of the 48th High-
Janders kept the audience in good hu-
mor until the proceedings commenced.
Then interspersed with the speech:s

- were songs by Miss Mildred K. Walker,
Miss Mae Dickinson and Mr. H. Ruth-
ven Macdonald. They were all of them
enthusiastically cheered.

A very large number of the best
seats in the balcony were reserved
for ticket holders. At 7.30 some ladies
and gen:tle_men without the necessary
bits of pasteboard seated themselves
within the reservation, and a police-
man endeavored to make them retire.
The crowd took up the cause of the
unwitting offenders and hissed the
officer wvigorously, while there were
many cries of ‘“shame.” Then they
were allowed to remain, and not only
that, but the restriction was removed
all round, and many who had. been
standing were allowed to seat them-
selves. The wcourse adopted was @a
generous but ill-advised one, for as
a result many ticket holders who came
later were unable even to gain ad-
mittance to the halls much to their
chagrin and.dfsappointment.

In his opening remarks Mr. Mowat
said that the meeting, which had turn-
ed out such a grand one, was called
for one reason, to show off their three
candidates and future members. The
absence of a fourth candidate was ex-
plained by Mr. Mowat. He said :

Continuing, the chairman referred in
glowing terms to the Premier, “a leader
who leads,” and then he introduced
Mr. Rogers, by saying that *South
Toronto is his honeysuckle, he is her
bee—her W. B.”

Mr. Rogers’ Address.

W. B. Rogers, the candidat> in South
Toronto, received an enthusiastic ova-
tion. He told the meeting of his belief
that the Ross government was worthy
of the support of every progressive
citizen. The legislation enacted by the
Ross government was sg advanced in
its nature as to meet the full require
ments of the people. The policy of de-
velopment in New Ontario was one
that could not help but appeal to eévery
fair-minded person. Referring to his
own constituency, he said the Conser-
vative party were adopting the policy
of slander in South Toronto. The
workers for that party had claimed
that they (the Liberals) were using un-
fair means to enlist men as voters.

Mr. Crawford, he said, had
been so busy apologizing for various
things that he had been unable to con=
struct a campaign platform. For him.
self, he would always hold Toronto's
interests first in all that he might do.
The question of the ownership of the
great franchises and' public utilities
was the great one at presant,and would
always have his earnest support. The
government’s policy in regard to New
Ontario was on this line, and met his
approval. The legislation of 25 years
ago would not do to-day. The Liberal
party seeing this gives progressive
legislation, looking to the best develope
ment of all our great industries, "I
believe the electors of West Toroato
are going to eiect a Liberal,” he declar-
ed, “to carry to the flcor of the house
the needs of the city, and I feel sure
they: will ; be granted. All we need
now to win is to get out the vote. We
are going to win, and this magnificent
gathering is an assurance of it.”

L. V. McBrady was then introduced
as the humble mountain climber in
East Toronto, whose motto was “Ex-
celsior.”” He was delighted at seeing
s0 many ladles present, for, in his opin-
ion, it augured well for the success of
Liberalism, not only in Toronto, but
thruout the province.  [Applause.]
When he was requested to become the
standard-bearer in East Toronto, he
sized up the oconditions, and made upP
his mind to go into the fight. And,
with the support of those interested in
the welfare of East Toronto, he was

PICKED UP BY THE CHIGORA

Four Port Credit Boys Had Been
Drifting on the Lake for
Nearly 24 Hours.

TWO OF THEM WERE UNCONSCIOUS

Pat With Careful Treu.tment. Were
Restored—Returned to Their
Relatives,

Niagara-on-the-Lake, May 27.—The
Stewart Brothers, McBride and John-
son, four boys belonging to - Port
Credits who had been afloat on Lake
Ontario in' a small boat since Mon-
day, were picked up this afternoon by

* When the bpat was first sighted it}

was thought she was empty, but upon
closer examination the lads were found
to be huddled up in one end and were
completely exhausted from, cold and
exposure.

A heavy sea was running, and it was
with some difficulty that a boat was
lowered from the Chicora, and the:
drifting boat, with its half-frozen occu-
pants, taken on board.

They were at once put to bed, and!
every effort made to revive them.
They were taken to Toronto on the 6
o'clock trip.

The rescued lads arrived in Toronto
last night at 8.15 o'clock on the
steamer Chicora, and were met at the
Yonge-street. wharf by the father of
the two Stewart boys, who took them
to their homes at Pout Credit.

The boys were picked up in the nick
of time, said Capt. Robert. Clapp of
the Chicora. Another half hour on
the lake. would have probably result-
ed in their deaths. As it was they
were all exhausted when found, two
of them _being unconscious. The
steamer was in the middle of the lake
on her way to Queenston when the
boat containing the boys was sighted
by the watch on the deck. Captain
Clapp at once ordered the vessel out
of her course in the direction of the
boat. 'She traveled about two miles
before she came up to the boat, in
which were found the four little occu-
pants. A life boat was lowered, but
owing to the heavy wind prevailing it
was with the greatest difficulty that
the rescue could be made. The Stewart
boys were unconscious, and were
huddled together in the bow of the
boat, while the other two lads were
tryving to propel the boat. The lads
were taken on board the Chicora and
placed in beds. Restoratives were ad-
ministered to them, and under the
care of Dr. Frederick Scimes, the
purser, they were soon restored. In
a short time they were able to take
nourishment. On reaching Queenston,
Capt. Clapp . wired to Manager Foy
of the Niagara Navigation Co. of the
rescue, and Mr. Foy at once notified
the parents of the boys.

The boys, Eddie McBride, aged 14;
George Johnson, aged 17; Harry
Stewart, aged 14, and Bert Stewart,
aged 12, put out from Port Credit in
a small boat on Monday night. A
strong wind was blowing at the time,
and the boat was blown out into the
Jake, where they drifted for nearly 24
hours.

COULD SUPPLY WHEAT T0 OLD LAND

Robert Meigher Thinks Present

Milling Capncity Far Beyond
Canada’s Requirements.

Montreal, . May = 27.—Mr. Robert
Meigher, president of the Lake of the
Woods Milling Company, who has just
returned from the coast, says:
present milling capacity of the Do-
minion is far beyond the requirements
of the ‘country, the supply of flour
turned out» beyond domestic 'requirg-
ments, having to be exported. The

resent fiscal policy of ‘Great Britain
fn ‘giving prdtection to the English
‘miller is decidedly agfinst Canadlan
interests. -I-also-believe that a further
protection to the ‘English miller will
be given in the pear future, and this
will no doubt be the means of trans-
ferring the manufacture of flour from
this continent. .

“Ipstead of Increasing our milling
capacity in Canada we will gmbably
have to look to London and Manchester
as the points of future milling de-
velopment.

“Britain being the great consumer
of our wheat product, why should the
Englishman have his flour manu-
factured on the American continent?
It is decidedly in. their interest to
admit, if necessary, wheat, the raw
material, free, and tax the manu-
factured article, as they are now do-
ing. However, we are a part and
parcel of the British empire, and I
am in hopes the colonies may be able
to secure a preference in the Bdtish
market. Admit colonial products free
and in less than five years, at the
rate sctilers are pouring into the
vorthwest prairies, we will be able
to export yearly all the whent Great

Dritain will require.”
