Shell holes, cleverly
camouflaged, . held their quota of
sharpshooters, who sniped away vig-
orcusly as the British pushed for-
ward.

The week of fair weather, which had
dried up the mud considerably, again | §
gave way to rain, and the attacking
forces once more had to advance
across ground in which they became
bogged at every step. Naturally they
progressed slowly thru the quagmire,
and all the time the Germans were
keeping up a merciless fire ; from
their machine guns and artillery.

But the British did not pause. They
plowed doggedly forward, charging the
pill-boxes as they cgme to them and;
compelling the surrender of. their oc-
cupamts.
