San Sebastian, Aug. 25—At a cabinet
council yesterday, presided over by King
Alfonso, Premier Canalejas read a tele-
gram from Marquis De Gonzales, counsel-
lor of the Spanish embassy at the Vatican,
announcing the receipt of a long note from
Cardinal Merry Del Val, the papal secre-
tary of state, answering a number of
points raised in the last Spanish note and
exposing at length the Vatican’s grievance
against the Spanish ministry.

In all neam
ly 1,300 globes will be used in the illumination.

The lights along the streets will be of the same color, but it is optional with
the city as to whether those in King Square will be of different hues or not.
