Germans Lose on the First
Point Raised at Court
Martial

Likely Industrial Leaders
Will Get Off With Fine,

- and This May ‘Avert Trou-
ble—London Opinion Di-
vided Over Situation —
The Labor Status.

(Canadian Press.)

‘Mayence, Jan. 24. — Fritz Thyssen
and five fellow prisoners, representa-
tives of Germany’s great Ruhr coal
industry, were brought before a
French court-martial today for a hear-
ing of charges that they refused to
obey the orders of the French contro]
commission.

When the charge was read, Dr. ¥
Grimm, an Essen lawyer, began his
argument to #stablish the illegality of
the arrests and the trial. He concluded
with a demand that the court deciare
itself incompetent, basing his argument
on The Hague conventions of 1899 and
1917, as well as the Rhineland ‘conven-
tion. Capt. Bodin, the prosecutor, re-
plied, and the court, after consulting
in private for fifteen minutes, declared
its competency and ordered the trial
to proceed. .

Herr/ Thyssen was the first prisoner
to be questioned. He admitted having
refused on Jan. 18, at Bredeny, to obey
an order given by the occupation auth-
orities for the delivery'of coal.

“I am a German, and my duty com-
pels me to obey the orders of my coun-
try and to serve my country,” he said.
“The entry of troops into the Ruhr
was not Justified by anything. That is
why I will remain faithful to my fa-
therland.”

At the suggestion of the French tech-
nical adviser, as a means of simplify-
ing the procedure, Herr Thyssen then
told the circumstances under which
the French had summoned the indus-
trial leaders to a meeting, which he
did not attend, at which the French
instructed them to obey orders, and his
subsequent announcement that he

4 |“must obey thc German authorities,”

and could “not comply under menace.”
. Herr Thyssen told how the indus-
trial leaders informed M. Costo, head
of the French inspector general of

that \they g “coal i

paid for it, providing the German gov-
ernment did not order otherwise, and|

how orders were 'given afterward to
the mines to continue delivering coal,
but that the Berlin government tele-
graphed instructions not to deliver
coal, the industrialists then informing
M. Costo that. they must obey their
government.

The five other prisoners gave their
assent to Herr Thyssen’s statement.

Thyseen and his five fellow indus-
trialists apparently faced only fines by
the French court martial. The prose-
cutor at the close of the forenoon ses-
sion suggested he was inclined to len-
iency because of the patriotic motives
of the Germans. :

Labor Situation.

-Essen, Jan. 24—It is said here that
the total number of industrial workers
and miners now on strike approximnates
200,000 in adidtion to the personmnel at
the several railroad stations which are
occupied by troops.

If the French court martial passes
sentence on the directors, it is declared
that 560,000 miners -‘will consider strike
action, to which they are being urged
by two of the large labor bureaiis.

The workers who have already left
their jobs include, it is ' said, 100,000
miners from the Stinnes pits and 65,000
steel workers from the Thyssen plants.

The mines owned by the Thyssen
interests, employing 50,000 men, have
not yet ceased to operate. All the state
mines are working as well. The miners’
executive board and general workers’
council have gone to Mayence to de-
mand the release of Dr. Raiffezen, pres-
ident of the state mine administration.

The Ruhr Echo, published in Essen,
has been suspended for three weeks by
the Berlin government because of a re-
cent article declaring that the Cuno
cabinet “had recourse to sabotage and
provocation in order to shield its incom-
petency and incapacity.”

One of the occupying officials said
today that members of the mission and

| their experts would not be permitted

by their governments to bring their
families into the Ruhr at present.

Demand Release.

Berlin, Jan. 24. — The government
has instructed its representative at
Paris to present a note to the French
government protesting against the im-
pending trial of German industrialists
at Mayence. The German representa-
tive is also ordered to protest against
further arrests of officials in the Ruhr
and to demand the release of those now
in ‘custody.

Italy’s Position.

London, Jan. 24—Premier Musso-
lini of Ttaly yesterday explained his
attittude on the Ruhr crisis to his cab-
inet, says a despatch the Central News
from Rome.
