Interesting Details Are Given Be­
fore Fredericton Committe—A 
Suggested Solution

MAJORITY TO TEACHING Fredericton, March 12—A large delega­
tion appeared before the committee on 
corporations today in support of the Cedar 
Hill bill from St. John. Recorder Baxter, 
on behalf of the delegation, explained the 
objects. He said that more than a century 
ago two cemeteries had been established 
in Lancaster and this bill affected neither 
of these cemeteries.

Some years ago it was found that the 
cemeteries were not large enough and ad­
ditional ' lots wre bought from land sur­
rounding.

These lots belonged to John Connor and 
were eold by him for cemetery purposes to 
several purchasers. Unfortunately in sev­
eral cases these deeds had been lost and 
never recorded. Part of this bill was to 
incorporate the “Cedar Hill Cemetery Co/’ 
as being owner of these lots in order that 
purchasers of lots may have a good title. 
The object of incorporation was simply to 
get a satisfactory state of affairs.

Mr. Baxter produced a plan of lots 
which had been purchased by those outside 
of old burying ground. These lots 
considerably scattered and the object of 
the bill was to incorporate these and also 
to buy land surrounding them in order 
that the Cedar Hill Cemetery Co. might 
have a title to hold the property.

1 Mr. Connor, who owned land surround­
ing these lots was heard in opposition to 
the bill as far as it concerned the pur­
chase of these lots. He said that he had 
no objection to maEe to the bill as far as 
incorporation of those lots of which he had 
given deeds was concerned but as regards 
the right of the company to purchase the 
remaining land in order to make the 
tery complete, the whole question of 
price came in.

The only difference of opinion between 
him and the delegates, he said, 
to the purchaseable value of the outside 
property. He. said that the property 
worth in the vicinity of $7,000, but he was 
willing on the purchase of any lot to make 
a discount of 25 per cent. Mr. Connor 
concluded by saying he was willing to do 
everything reasonable to settle any dis­
pute or misunderstanding.

Mr. Smith, said that Mr. Connor 
years ago was willing to sell the property 
for $2,250, and be was backed up in lus 
remarks by several of the other delegates 
present. Mr. Smith said he thought that 
the amount now asked, some $7,000, was 
most unreasonable.

After a general discussion, the chairman 
appointed a special committee, consisting 
of Messrs. Baxter, Stewart, Grannan, 
McLeod and Tilley, to meet with Mr. Con­
nor and fix upon a value of the lots now 
owned by Mr. Connor, the intention be­
ing that when this report was received 
the Cedar Hill Cemetery Co. will have a 
title to the whole property, and as the 
company, sells lots now owned by Mr. 
Connor, he shall be paid accordingly.

The committee then adjourned until to­
morrow morning.

The committee also had before it the 
act respecting the N. B. Shales Co. This 
was recommended to the house with slight 
amendments. Committee then took up a 
number of in private.

On the other hand, university success has 
paved the way to a large career for many 
of our foremost public men, and it will 
probably the the wisdom of the ’Rhodes 
scholar;'even though sometimes handicap­
ped in competition with the best "student 
by lack of early training, to do his beet 
in the struggle for university honors.

Of these the report shows a fair but not 
remarkable record. Three scholars (one 
American, one Canadian, and one Austral­
ian), gained a first-class and ten a second 
in the honor school of jurisprudence, a 
large proportion of all those awarded:

The decided inclination towards legal 
study is shown by the fact that fifty schol- 
are were during the last year reading for 
the final honor school in jurisprudence, 
and seven for the B.C.L. degree. The fact 
that four Americans failed in the last D. 
C. L. elimination—considered one of the 
stillest in the univereity—is offset by the 
further fact that two Americana gained 
college exhibitions in law. 
tralia, Oxford, appears to attract medical 
and science students, several of whom have 
gained distinctions or the B.Sc. degree. 
The present report shows that German 
scholars devote themselves as hitherto 
chiefly to economics, and one has done so 
this last year “with distinction.” It is 
in accordance with the fitness of things 
that the winner of the Newdigate prize 
for English verse should come from Massa­
chusetts, the home of the American liter­
ature best known in England.

Turning to the athletic side of univer­
eity life, the chief contribution made by 
the scholars appears to be by South Afri­
cans and Australians in football and crick­
et, by Canadians in lacrosse, and by Amer­
icans in general athletics. One Australian 
lowed for Oxford against Cambridge. The 
absence of Americans and Canadians from 
the football and cricket records is mark­
ed. German scholars do not seem to at­
tain to athletic distinction.

‘ There must be some good reason for 

the wide nee whibh the thrifty and prac­
tical farmers are making of automooues 
throughout the country, and more especial­
ly of the high-quality, low-priced makes,” 
says R. E. Olds, president of the Reo 
Motor .Car Company. “The motor car 
evidently must pay the farmer good divi­
dends on hie investment, for he is not 
given to spending his money foolishly. He 
must get a goodly measure of results by 
way of saving time, labor and money with 
hie motor car. He and his family must 
be getting much pleasure, comfort and 
satisfaction with the automobile, so long 
as the use of power vehicles continues to 
increase so remarkably among farmers.

“One of our live and enthusiastic farm­
er patrons recently wrote us how his auto­
mobile furnished the power for blowing 
hay over 100 feet up into a hay mow, 
whereby one man easily did more than 
three men and two horses formerly wU. 
This he does by jacking up the rear axle 
and harnessing the motor to one of his 
old blowers. Another farmer says he 
markets all his wheat and corn with his 
car by the aid of a trailer. Besides, he is 
able to get to the city much oftener and 
sell his product direct without the aid of 
the middleman. W-hat is of greater import­
ance, he has solved the problem of how 
to keep his boys and girls contented on 
the farm’.

“Then I recall another farmer who puts 
his ear to many practical uses on the farm 
besides running business errands with it. 
When the ground is dry and hard he hit­
ches his automobile to a disc plow and 
cultivates his large orchard in six hours, 
which formerly required from twelve to 
eighteen hours with three horses. He also 
harnesses his motor to his corn-sheller and 
thresher, and when the soil is in proper 
condition he plows, cultivates and sows 
grain with his car. keeping a horse or 
two in reserve for emergency only;

There is much speculation around the 

city today regarding the coming appoint­
ment to the supreme court bench to fill 
t,hç new judgeship created by the act in- 

\ educed in the legislature yesterday. It is 
'^Inerally believed that by the time the 
new legislation goes into effect there may 
be two vacancies to fill, as the retirement 
of the present chief justice may be an­
nounced before long. There is a strong 
impression among local lawyers that the 
new bill was framed to provide a comfort­
able berth for a member of the provincial 
government, and that Attorney-General 
Grimmer will be provided for no matter 
what else happens. At the same time 
there has been a strong demand from the 
legal profession that the next vacancy on 
î'ie bench be filled by the appointment 

of M. G. Teed, if he would accept the 
honor.

If the chief justice retires, it is believed, 
the court of appeals would be composed 
of Judge Landry as chief justice. Judge 
McLeod and Mr. Teed and Mr. Grimmer 
would be given the office of chief justice 
of the King's Bench Division.

Recorder Baxter, M.P.P., is also said to 
be willing to accept a position* on the 
bench, but as Mr. Grimmer can claim pre­
cedence, his tuni is not likely to come 
until another retirement is announced, un­
less Mr. Teed does not accept the oppor­
tunity.

In discussing the new law local lawyers 
have pointed out that when the Court of 
Appeals is sitting on appeal from a case 
heard before one of their number either 
that judge will be hearing the appeal from 
himself, or if he does not, there will be 
only two judges, and in case of a dis­
agreement there would be a deadlock.

Easter Novelties Australia"» Future Capital
Sydney, Australia, March 12—The 

foundation of the future capital of Au»- 
tralia was laid today by Baron Denman, 
governor general. Lady Denman christ­
ened the new city Candberra in the pres­
ence of great crowds from Melbourne and 
Sydney.
