A Yew Cave Discovery in Kemtucky. ;
Another wonderful cave has recently
heen discovered near Glasgow Junction,
Ky._ It has already been explored for a
distance of twenty-threo miles in one direc-
tion, called the long route, and sixteen
miles in another direction, called the short
route. The avenues are very wide; aspan
ot horses can easily be driven through for
a distance of eleven miles. ~Three rivers,
wide sind very deep, are encountered on the
long route. One of them is navigable for
fourteen miles, until the passages become
teo narrew to admit a boat. This forms
the third or river route, which has to be
explored in a boat. o
The cave is_wonderful beyond descrip-
tion, and far surpasses in grandeur the
Mammoth or any cave ever before discov-
ered. -Seversl mummified remains have
been discovered -in one of the large rooms,
They were reposing in stope coffing; radely
censtructed,” and frem apffearances may
have been inthis cave for centuries.
