Another big freshet is frightening the 
merchants at the foot of Indiantown 
again this year. The water is very high 
and still rising. It rose as much as six 
inches yesterday and threatens to carry 
off much of the odds and ends that 
beautify the wharves in that vicinity. 
The public and Union Line wharves at 
the bottom of the hill are completely sub­
merged as well as the lime kiln 
wharves above Indiantown, and as a 
consequence vessels and property now 
lying along side are securely moored to 
whatever fastenings happen to be handy.

It is with difficulty that vessels can 
be towed through the falls although a 
number of schooners and wood-boats are 
making the attempt. On Tuesday the 
schooner “D. W. B.” had quite an 
experience in being towed up 
through the falls by the tug "Lillie,” the 
current being so very strong. The tug 
however, finally succeeded m getting her 
to Cushing’s mill. One remarkable 
feature respecting the opening of the 
river this jear was the small quantity of 
floating ice. In former years the ice 
ran out in large cakes almost blocking up 
the slips, and interfering to a great ex­
tent with navigation in the harbor. 
This year, however, there has been no 
such experience, the absence of ice in 
the harbor being due to the warm weath­
er; the river, instead of breaking up as 
usual, actually melted out. The freshet 
has come at last, although some four or 
five inches lower than the freshet of1880, 
but there is no telling at present how 
much higher it will be before finally sul>- 
siding.

Steamers “Belleisle” and “Acadia” 
came down river yesterday, with a good 
quantity of freight aboard. The captain 
of the Acadia reports that the water 
rose four inches at Fredericton, Tuesday 
night, and that fears are entertained 
along the route that it is far from having 
risen to its full height as yet. Numer­
ous places along the river line are 
already submerged.
