GERARD G. RUEL, Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights, 

Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following
miî^he Weight8ftand<Measures‘Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may bo

2. Everv trader, manufacturer and owner ot 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0.6” with the words 
''Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official 
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again their verification

The old time well, with its long 
“sweep" and single rope and bucket at­
tached, or the more modem windlass, 
with its labor saving device of two buck­
ets attached to a single rope, wound 
around a cylinder in such a manner as 
to let one bucket down while the other 
one is coming up, the same that was 
known to and so graphically 
by the author of the “Old Oaken Bucket,” 
or even the present wooden or iron pump, 
with its manifold attachments, are com­
mon objects in every small city and in 
the rural districts. It is not these, but 
others dug on similar plans, which it is 
proposed to describe under the above 
caption.

described of the Senses.
Dr. Urbanschitsch, of Vienna, has for 

some time past been engaged in a series 
of experiments on the mutual action of 
the sense organs, and the results he has 
obtained are most curious. The senses 
of sight and hearing were shown by these 
experiments to be to some extent de­
pendent on each other. Colored plates 
were placed at a distance where the col­
ors could scarcely be distinguished, but 
on the production of various sounds the 
colors were more readily recognized, the 
colors becoming the more distinct the 
higher the pitch of the same. Printed 
matter could also be read in a dimly 
lighted room much better if the eart 
were simultaneously employed in receiv­
ing sounds than in complete silence. In 
like manner the activity of the eyes aid 
in the recognition of sounds. The tick­
ing of a watch was foun£ to be more 
easily heard in the light with the eyes 
open than in the dark with the eyes

Various colors of light were found to 
vary in their effects upon the auditory 
organs, red and green strengthening and 
blue and green weakening them. In the 
case of taste and smell corresponding 
effects were observed. Light in general, 
and particularly red and green, heightens 
their sensitiveness, while blue and yel­
low, and still more darkness, reduce it 
If a person is exposed to red or green 
light he can taste, not merely with the 
anterior edges of the tongue, but with 
its whole surface. There is a curious 
reciprocal action between the sense of 
touch and the heat sense, which, though 
they have not distinct organs, are cer­
tainly not identical, 
tickled with a hair and the hand is then 
plunged into hot water the sensation 
ceases. If, on the other hand, any part 
of the body is tickled, and the hand or 
foot is thrust into cold water, the chilly 
feeling is intensified.—Boston Herald.

many wells, which the reader will be 
willing to dub as “wonderful” before he 
hàs finished this dissertation, is on the 
edge of the Bridlington harbor, in York­
shire, England. This well was dug in 
the early part of the present century and 
was first described in a paper read by 
Dr. Storer to the Royal society. The bot­
tom of the Bridlington harbor is com­
posed of a gravelly, porous clay. In bor­
ing the well this stratum was penetrated 
and bored through its entire depth and 
into a bed of other and more solid clay 
below. A copper lining was provided 
and the sides of the well properly se­
cured. When the first tide arose after 
the well was finished it flowed to within 
fifty inches of the mouth of the boring.

This was nothing singular within itself, 
it having regularly so flowed during the 
four weeks that work on the well was 
progressing; the well itself furnished the 
free show. Before the tide had reached 
within thirty yards of the well the water 
began flowing from the mouth and by 
the time it had reached its maximum 
height, was gushing out in torrents. 
The water from the well was perfectly 
fresh, although the sea water flowed to 
within less than five feet of its mouth. 
As the tide recedes the fountain gushes 
with less and less impetus until at last it 
disappears frdm view in the cavernous 
depths of the well, only to reappear and 
form a perfect fountain when the next 
tide flows.

THE SIERRA BLANCA ROARER.
An American wonder, similar in many 

respects to Johnny Bull’s Yorkshir 
vel, and which was fully described in 
the columns of the old Republican some 
three years ago, is the Sierra Blanca 
magnetic well on the Texas and Pacific 
railroad, in El Paso county, Texas. The 
well was drilled on the artesian plan in 
the spring and summer of 1884. Some 
little water was obtained and prospects 
were bright until a depth of over 600 feet 
had been reached, when the tools sud­
denly dropped into a cavern; the bottom 
had in reality “fallen out,” and they were 
treated to a rush of cool—not water, 
but air. Correspondents by twos, by 
singles, by dozens and by scores visit­
ed it and telegraphed the results of 
their observations to the leading papers 
of the land. One of these, in speaking 
of the similarity of the ebb and flow of 
air to the same phenomena as exhibited 
in ocean tides, says:

“From 10:15 a. m. to 10:15 p. m. a cur­
rent of air rushes out of the pipe with a 
sound resembling the 
locomotive blowing o 
loud that it can be h 
fifty yards. At 10:15 \ 
of air ceases and a stn^ 
which lasts for the next twelve hours, 
this ebb and flow continuing day after 
day, and it has been observed by horse­
men that whenever they get in the neigh­
borhood of this well strong magnetic 
forces are felt and sparks given off if 
the horse’s mane is touched.”

Mr. Peter Taylor, of Sarnia, Ontario, 

was more fortunate than the Texas Pa­
cific in getting something tangible from 
his roaring well, which was sunk some 
years since in the suburbs of the city 
above mentioned.
