But the 
blood of the loyalists is so closely inter­
woven in the texture of this community 
that there are very few people who can­
not come under this rule and qualify. 
The objects for which the society has 
been formed are certainly of great 
importance and interest, and are worthy 
the attention of everyone who desires to 
see the records of New Brunswick pre­
served. The commemoration festival, 
whatever form it may assume, on the 
18th of May will, no doubt, be highly 
successful, and will d^raw together such a 
gathering of loyalists as has not been 
seen for many years.

If it had not been for the passage of the 
bill incorporating the St.John Bridge and 
Railway Ca, passed at a time that Mr. 
Hanington was in the government, there 
would have been lots of harbor accom­
modation without extending the wharves 
beyond the harbor line. The building 
of that railway had shut off a large 
number of acres of harbor frontage and 
slips, and now if St John desired to get 
the trade that offered, it was necessary 
to extend the wharves, and those who 
refused to give the St. John city council 
power to do so must be prepared to take 
the responsibility. By the charter of fct. 
John the city council had control of the 
harbor of St John.

Mr. Smith said the city council was in 
favor of harbor improvements. That 
was shown by the vote to spend $10,000 
a year upon such improvements. There 
was lots of room for ocean steamers on 
the west side of the harbor of St. John, 
and all that was necessary was to extend 
South Rodney and Rodney wharves 
to the harbor line to give the 
greatest accommodation to ocean steam­
ers. He was forced to conclude that the 
fact that Mr. Pugsley owned property at 
the North end had something to do with 
bis present earnestness.

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CAN WE PRODUCE OUR OWR PORK?
The question which is placed at the 

head of this article is one of very great 
interest because it not only touches the 
tariff and the lumbermen but also affects 
the interests of the farmer. Can we pro­
duce our own pork?

If we can it is clearly the duty of the 
people of Canada to do so and to cease 
importing the pork of the west and the 
south which is now coming into this mar­
ket In times past it has been thought 
by the lumbermen, that imported pork 
was more suitable for their use than 
pork which is produced in Canada. 
The reason 
be that the qualities of the import­
ed pork are of a more lasting char­
acter, that the lumbermen will not eat 
so much of it as they do ol the domestic 
pork, and for those reasons that it is 
more economical. We do not quite under­
stand whether this economy in the use 
of imported pork is due to the fact that 
its quality is poorer than our own pork 
or whether there, is something in the 
manner in which the pig has been fed 
which makes the pork more substantial 
in its texture. We suppose, however, 
that the first of these views is the correct 
one and that the only superiority that 
imported pork can claim as an article of 
diet over the domestic pork is that it is 
not so good or so toothsome, and that 
consequently men will not eat so much 
of it. If this idea is correct it is the 
very excellence of our pork
which prevents its general use,
a state of affairs wnich is highly flatter­
ing to our farmers and pork raisers. The 
same reason which operates against oar 
pork would also operate against any pork 
of good quality, so that the worse the 
article was, the better it would be for 
the purposes of those who have to feed 
the large numbers of men who work 
for them in the lumber woods.

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VIEW NEAR STOCKTON.

Fresno is one of the handsome cities
of the Sacramento valley. One rides for 
many miles along the broad, level sweep 
of green, with never a break, save 
where the purple orchard scents the air 
and then again miles of green, trimmed 
with millions of wild flowers, such as 
California alone can furnish by the town­
ship in unbending yet. blending colors,

On the way to Fresno one also discov­
ers a product of the Golden State which he 
had not heard about before. It is the wind 
mill. All along down from Sacramento 
yon discover this rank growth. About 
Stockton the wind mill grows to a great 
height, and even in the most barren soil. 
Some have a bright red blossom, whilst 
others are variegated, and still others 
are red, white and blue. A field of large, 
double wind mills in full bloom is a fine 
sight. I do not know what they are used 
for unless it be for purposes of irrigation. 
Now, however, after the intense rains of 
the winter, it seems almost a mockery 
for this great army of unemployed wind 
mills to stand around with the water up 
to its knees and its idle hands in its 
pockets.

Fresno is in the heart of a beautiful 
grape growing country, but these grapes 
are not used to promote the interests of 
the flowing bowl. The vine growers here 
are all engaged in the raisin’ of raisins. 
Among the horny handed but wealthy 
toilers here I found Joseph T. Goodman. 
When the angels were engaged in naming 
that rare and radiant maiden whom the 
neighbors called Lenore, they christened 
Joseph T. Goodman with the name lie 
has so honorably borne for half a century.

Seeing the evils arising from the culti­
vation of the grape as a wine producer, yet 
fully alive to the great advantages to be 
derived from grape growing generally 
a source of food supply, he gave bis atten­
tion to the cultivation and propagation of 
the raisin. Selecting the large, fat, early 
dwarf, maroon pie raisin of commerce 
and crossing it with the citron, he soon 
obtained a hybrid raisin, with seeds in 
it, which could be hardly distinguished 
from the royal octavo raisin of Spain.

He now produces tons of this beautiful 
fruit each year at an enormous profit, 
and each night as he retires he can place 
his hand on his heart and say: “At least 
I have never aided in the great and 
growing but reprehensible industry of 
filling drunkards’ graves.”

Mr. Goodman has a history. He ran 
The Territorial Enterprise in those early 
days when such young 
Daniel De Quille, the 
Frenchman, and Samuel L. Clemens, the 
talented Missourian, worked for him. 
He was one of the features of those won­
derful days on the Comstock which can 
never come again.

It was my good fortune to see a con­
siderable of him.

One gentleman whose judgment on 
this matter is highly thought of,declares 
that the best pork in the world is that 
which is fed on potatoes and buckw heat 
He says that it has qualities in it which 
no other pork possesses. If that is the 
case, the New Brunswick pork ought to 
be the best in the world, for potatoes and 
buckwheat is the food on which the most 
of it is produced. It is quite unneces- 
Bary tu tell the readers of The Gazette 
that both potatoes and buckwheat can be 
produced in this province in the greatest 
abundance, and that large crops of 
both are obtained from our soil, and 
at a cheaper rate, than even 
the cheaply grown corn: of the west. 
The conclusion then is irresistable that 
if the judgment of pork fed on potatoes 
and buckwheat is correct, that we ought 
to produce all the pork which we con­
sume, and have a surplus to send abroad 
to other markets which have not hereto­
fore been favored with a sight of our ex­
cellent domestic article.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

Yesterday Afternoon’s Proceedings.
After dinner Mr. Hanington continued. 

The government shbuld have taken the 
house into their confidence in reference 
to the Quebec resolutions. It was non­
sense to talk about the communications 
being confidential. The members of the 
executive held office and with the office 
they owed to the public certain duties. 
They should have taken the house and 
through the house the country into their 

fidence, by submitting to it the com­
munications they had received on a sub­
ject of such great importance. It was for 
that reason he had addressed himself to 
the house as he had. There was a con­
stitutional course to be pursued in the 
presentation of petitions to her majesty, 
and why an unusal course stiould be 
sought to be adopted was a mat­
ter of comment, and . properly so. 
In that connexion he thought tLe 
attorney general and his government 
remiss in not having laid all the 
information possible before the house. 
After classing the action of the govern­
ment as tyrannical, he alluded to the 
resolutions which had been laid on the 
table of the house and action of the house 
thereon. The speaker then asked if it 
was not in reference to their policy of 
unrestricted reciprocity which they had 
since been endeavoring to run, but 
which he thought had not run in any 
way except the running of them to the 
ground ; he asked if the truth was not 
that they hoped to build up a line of 
policy to attack the Liberal Conservative 
party, for unless, said he, there was some­
thing sinister at the bottom of it there 
would not be the desire :o withhold the 
correspondence asked for by the resolu­
tion.

Mr. Phinney thought the position he 
had occupied in the legislature since he 
had been in it had been one in which he 
had at times given an honest sup­
port to the government on all 
of benefit to the country. He had tsken 
the stand of independence on certain oc­
casions when he felt that the interests of 
the country would not be best served by 
the carrying out of such measures, and

terminal railway facilities and accommo­
dation for ocean steamers in connexion 
therewith to be provided. It shall be 
lawful for the said city council to grant 
such financial aid toward the erection of 
a dry dock and the furnishing of termin­
al railway facilities and giving accom­
modation for ocean steamers in connex­
ion therewith; either by payment in one 
sum or by payments extending over a 
period of years as the said city council 
shall determine, and to issue debentures

After supper the bill was considered, 
Mr. Leblanc explaining it, and he and 
Messrs. Melanson and Labillois support­
ing it, each of the three delivering his 
speech in the French language.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie submitted returns 
asked for by Mr. Turner’s motion in re­
claims of William White and John W. 
Turner, of Albert county.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill in 
further amendment of chap. 51 of the 
consolidated statutes, county courts. 
The bill was agreed to with amendments.

Mr. Powell recommitted the bill to in­
corporate the Central & Northeastern 
Railway company, Mr. McKeown in the

Hon. Mr. Blair recommitted the bill 

in amendment of chapter 5 of the conso­
lidated statutes, controverted elections, 
Mr. Turner in the chair.

THE LOYALIST SOCIETY

brightThe Loyalist Society, which was es­
tablished a year ago by a number of 
gentlemen of Loyalist descent in this 
city, intend to celebrate the landing of 
the Loyalists about four weeks hence by 
a dinner, ball or some similar demon­
stration. The Loyalist Society, consid­
ering its aims and objects, is one that is 
well worthy of the attention of all the in­
habitants of this province and of the 
support of those who are of Loyalist de­
scent.

Its principal object is to keep the 
memory of those pioneers of this land 
green in the hearts of its people and to 
obtain historical memoranda relative to 
them, which will find a permanent place 
in the books of the society and will be of 
great use to historians in the future.

Owing to causes which are not 
difficult of explanation, the 
Loyalist emigration to this 
province has received far less attention 
than it deserves. The people who came 
herefrom the rebellious colonies at the 
close of the war were men for the most 
part of great force of character. Many of 
them were conspicuous by their ability 
and learning, and all were imbued with 
a common sentiment of fidelity to the 
mothar country. It was for this senti­
ment they had fought on the side of 
the crown during the war, and it was a 
consequence of this, that they suffered 
the confiscation of their property and the 
banishment of their persons to this then 
inhospitable shore. The men who now 
live in the city of St. John or in this 
province and who tracejtheir descent from 
them, owe to the loyalists the present 
advancement of this community, because 
they were the pioneers in this rude field 
of enterprize and hard work. The cir­
cumstances under which the loyalists 
lived prevented most of them from leav­
ing any literary record of their achieve­
ments and a vast mass of information 
which would be of great value to the 
historian is now lost forever. Yet there 
still remains in almost every family, 
some record or another of their ancestors 
who came here with the loyalists. Some­
time* that record ie„ in the form of old
